The District Environmental Engineer (DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control

Board, Sriperumbdur welcomed the Sub Collector / Sub-Divisional Magistrate,
Kancheepuram, Government Officials, General Public and NGO's/ Environmentalists

for the Public hearing and informed that the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry
by M/s. APK Minerals Private Limited in S.F. No. 263/1A, 1B, 1C, 1M1, 1M2, 1N1,
1N2, 10, 1P1, 1P2, 1Q, 1R, 1S, 1T, 264/1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8A, 8B, 9, 10, 11A, 11B,
12A, 12B, 12C, 13, 14, 15, 16A, 16B, 17, 18A, 18B, 19, 20A, 20B, 21, 22, 265/1, 2, 3,
4 & 5, Pazhaveri Village, Uthiramerur Taluk, Kancheepuram District in an extent of
2.58 Ha attracts Environmental Impact Assessment Notification 2006, as amended
under the category “B1” in the schedule 1(d) of the said notification. Furthermore, the -

DEE, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur has also informed the following. ‘

The State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA — TN) issued the
Terms of Reference (ToR) with a public hearing on 29.07.2024 for preparing the
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) report for the said activity under the

Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006.

The project proponent has submitted the draft EIA report to the office of the
District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur and requested to conduct
the Public Hearing Meeting for its proposed activity. In this regard, Public Notices for
this Public Hearing Meeting scheduled on 28.02.2025, were published in Deccan
Chronicle and Dinakaran Newspapers on 10.01.2025 with the approval of the District
Collector, Kancheepuram. Further, Public announcements have also been made via

loudspeakers in the surrounding villages about this Public Hearing Meeting.
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The District Environmental Engineer has added that the details of the proposed
project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study cohducted would be
explained through a Power Point presentation by the EIA Coordinator, M/s. Creative
Engineers and Consultants on behalf of the Project Proponent. Furthermore, the DEE
has requested that, after the presentation, the public clearly state their name and
village details, and then express their views, suggestions, and comments on the
project, either verbally or in writing, one by one. Additionally, he informed that the
opinions and suggestions of the public and environmentalists will be recorded and
forwarded to the SEIAA-TN and requested the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram to

preside over the Meeting.

The Sub Collector, Kancheepuram Division requested the Project proponent to
explain about the Proposed Project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)

study conducted to the Public.

Following this, on behalf of the Project Proponent, the EIA Coordinator
welcomed the Sub Collector, District Environmental Engineer, Government Officials,
General Public and Environmentalists and then explained the Proposed Project

and EIA study conducted with help of Power Point Presentation.

After the Presentation, the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram District requested the
Public to express their views / opinions either verbally or in writing by clearly stating
their names and villages. Accordingly, the Public have expressed their views and

opinions as follows.

1) Mr. Mohan, Seethavaram Village:

He said that due to the quarries in this area, dusts are settling on crops,
schoolchildren are being affected, and agriculture is being affected, and therefore, he

stated that they do not want quarries in their district.

2) Mr. Parthiban, Pazhaveri Village:
He said that the quarries have destroyed the hills, villages are being ruined, and

it has become impossible to go grazing, and therefore, he stated that no permission

should be granted for new quarries in their area henceforth.
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3) Mr, Sivakumar, Uthiramerur:

He said that the public consultation meeting should have been held in their
area, specifically in Palaveri village, and that the vehicles transporting stones from the
quarry are carrying more stones than the allowed limit, causing harm to people.
Finally, he stated that permission for new quarries should not be granted in the

Uthiramerur area of Kanchipuram district.

4) Mr. Airport Ellappan, Pazhaveri Village:

He requested that permission be granted for the quarry and to ensure that it is

operated without causing any inconvenience to the people.

5) Mr. Marimuthu, Arukundram:

He said that there is no objection to the proposed stone quarry and that the
livelihood of the surrounding village people depends on the stone quarry. Therefore,

he requested that the stone quarry be allowed.

6) Mr. Ravichandran, Arumbuliyur:

He said that they do not want quarries in their area because they are causing a
lot of deaths, and he requested that the damaged roads be repaired. Finally, he

reiterated that the quarry should not be permitted.

7) Mr. Vempuli, Pazhaveri Village:

He said that the quarry can be operated and that speed bumps should be
placed at curves to reduce the speed of vehicles. He also mentioned that he has
provided his land for the stone quarry and therefore requested that priority in job

opportunities be given to the people of Palaveri village.

8) Mr. Rajasekar, Pazhaveri Village:

He said that he welcomes the establishment of the quarry and that the quarry
owners should help the villagers and school students, as well as provide facilities like
medical check-ups. He also stated that if the dust from vehicles is controlled by
sprinkling water on the roads and there is no disturbance to the people, he welcomes

the quarry.
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9) Mr. Haridas, Pazhaveri Village:

He said that stone quarries are causing various harms and that no quarry
sprinkles water on the roads, so all stone quarries in Kanchipuram district should be

shut down. He further requested that the number of stone quarries be reduced.

10) Mr. Tamilarasu, Pazhaveri Village:

He said that the existing stone quarries should be closed and no new stone
quarries should be allowed. He stated that people are being affected by the dust
caused by vehicles carrying excessive loads. He also mentioned that groundwater and
agriculture are being harmed by the stone quarries, and therefore, there is no need for

crushers in Palaveri village, and the number of existing crushers should be reduced.

11) Mr. Dasaradhan, Pazhaveri Village:

He said that the lorries carrying stones from the stone quarry should cover them
with tarpaulin while transporting, the roads should be repaired, and the operations

should be conducted without causing disturbance to the people.

12) Mr. Megavannan, Pazhaveri Village:

He said that excessive dust is being generated because lorries are carrying too
many stones, and this needs to be controlled. He also asked where people could go to
buy the construction materials needed for their homes, and therefore, he stated that

he has no objection to granting permission for the stone quarry.

Then, the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram said that if any other members of the
public wished to express their opinions, they could come forward to register them.
Since no others from the public came forward to share their views, he asked the

District Environmental Engineer to briefly summarize the meeting's proceedings.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer has summarized and also informed
that the said views, suggestion and responses of the public are recorded through
videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment

Authority, Tamilnadu along with the written representations received from the Public.
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Furthermore, the District Environmental Engineer informed that the
Proceedings of the Public Hearing Meeting will be made to be displayed at the District
Collectorate, Kancheepuram, Uthiramerur Taluk office, Pazhaveri Village Panchayat
Office and Office of the District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur, and

also in the TNPCB website of www.thpcb.gov.in after the said public hearing.
