The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai, on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board
has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Tiruvannamalai who presided
the public Hearing meeting, the Government officials, the public & the NGOs
and explained the need of the Public Hearing for obtaining Environmental

Clearance for the proposed rough stone quarry as follows.
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“The public hearing meeting is being conducted for the proposed
project of M/s. P. Adhimoolam Rough Stone Quarry over an extent of 1.00.0
hectare in Iyangunam Village, Kilpennathur Taluk, Tiruvannamalai District
for obtaining prior Environmental Clearance from the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA)as per the Environmental Impact

Assessment Notification 2006.”

As per EIA Notification 2006, the mining projects (Individual or
Cluster) having extent above S hectare requires prior Environmental
Clearance from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. This
public hearing meeting will be recorded and submitted in the form of audio
and video to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority.
Accordingly, the public notice for this public hearing was published in
dailies of “The New Indian Express” (English) & “Dinamalar” (Tamil) on
16.04.2025 with the approval of the District Collector, Tiruvannamalai for
the proposed Rough stone quarry of M/s. P. Adhimoolam which is to be
conducted at M/s. Kasthuri Azhwar Thirumana Mandabam on 22.05.2025
@ 12.00 Noon.

The District Environmental Engineer further stated that the project
proponent will explain the proposed quarry project and its Environmental
Impact Assessment Study report details through power point presentation.
Following the presentation, the general public and NGOs can express their
views, suggestions and comments on the said project one by one either in
oral or in written format during when the public should tell their name and
their village name. The opinions & suggestions of the public &
environmentalists will be recorded and submitted to the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority. Thereafter, the authority will consider the
issue of Environmental Clearance to this proposed quarry. The Revenue
Divisional Officer, Tiruvannamalai will inaugurate the public hearing
meeting thereafter the project proponent will explain the Environmental

Impact Assessment Study report.”



The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai requested the project proponent to explain about the
proposed Rough stone quarry and the Environmental Impact Assessment

study conducted by them to the public in detail.

On behalf of the project proponent, Tmt. K. Abirami, Coordinator,
M/s. Global Mining Solutions, Salem (Consultant for the proposed Rough
stone quarry of M/s. P. Adhimoolam) explained the details of the project and
the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them through

power point presentation.

Then the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Tiruvannamalai requested the public to express their
views/suggestions/comments in oral or written statement one by one and
instructed the participants to provide their name and address before sharing
their feedback, and to do so one by one, to ensure an orderly & transparent

process.

The following are the views/suggestions/comments represented by the

public.

1. Thiru. Andrews, Iyangunam Village (Vivasaya Sanga Thalaivar):

He said that, "The Adimoolam quarry provides all the benefits to
. lyangunam village. It offers employment opportunities, educational support,
and daily wages to the public, as well as job opportunity to the driver and
Hundreds of people are getting benefit from this quarry, including temples
and churches. The quarry generates revenue for the village. I request that
permission be granted for the quarry." He concluded by expressing support

for the proposed quarry's establishment.

2. Mrs. Terasa, Iyvangunam Village.

She stated that, "The proponent does good deeds for the poor and
needy and benefits everyone” and she concluded by expressing support for

the quarry's presence.



3. Thiru. Devadas Ashirvadham, Somasipadi Village.

He said that, "We requested help to the proprietor of the M/s.
Adimoolam Blue Metal to build the Mariyamman temple and he generously
provided us with Blue metal aggregate and M-sand, along with donation of
Rs.1 lakh." Thus, he concluded his speech by supporting the quarry's

establishment.

4. Mrs. L. Velankanni Lawrence, Somasipadi Village.

She greeted the gathering and stated that, "The villages of
Iyvangunam, Nambiyandal, Kadambai, Avalurpettai, Somasipadi, and
surrounding villages are getting benefit from the quarry of Adimoolam Blue
Metal. He provides essential materials like M-sand and Blue metal aggregate
at affordable prices for temple construction, house construction and
infrastructure development. Thus, the surrounding villages are benefitted
significantly.” Thus, she concluded her speech by expressing support for

the quarry's operations.

5. Thiru. Ramachandran, NGO, Andhra.

He stated that, "The general public supports this quarry and I too do
the same. Quarries are essential for building construction, road
development, and railway infrastructure.” He concluded by supporting the

proposed quarry's establishment

6.Thiru. Annamalai, Vatraputhur Village,

He said, "The quarry does not cause any kind of problems to the
villagers and it provides us materials like large and small aggregates at
affordable price for the house construction and reducing transportation
costs. The quarry generates revenue for the Revenue Division Office and has
also provided tar roads to the village. There are no issues for them." and

concluded his speech expressing support for the quarry proposal.



7. Thiru. Jothi, Iyangunam Village.

He said, "Thiru. Adimoolam and Mrs. Kalpana have done a lot of good
deeds for us. They built roads, constructed churches, and promised to
continue helping us. They donate generously to Hindu, Muslim, and

Christian temples." she concluded by supporting the the quarry proposal.

8. Thiru. Subash, Iyangunam Village.

He said, "The quarry provides easy access to the surrounding villages
for getting M-sand required for the construction needs and thus it is
benefiting for the general public." and concluded his speech by expressing

support for the support for the quarry proposal.
