The District Environmental Engineer (DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Sriperumbdur welcomed the Sub Collector Kancheepuram, Government
Officials, General Public and NGO’s/ Environmentalists for the Public hearing and
informed that the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry by M/s.M.Antony
Gomez, Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry, S.F.No. 76/15A, 15B, 15C3, 16A, 77/5, 6,
7, 9 & 10 of Pazhayaseevaran-B Village, Walajabad Taluk, Kancheepuram District.
in an extent of 3.63.50 Ha attracts Environmental Impact Assessment Notification
2006, as amended under the category “B1” in the schedule 1(d) of the said
notification. Furthermore, the DEE, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur has also informed the

following.

The State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA — TN) issued
the Terms of Reference (ToR) with a public hearing on 23.10.2024 for preparing the
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) report for the said activity under the

Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 as amended.

The project proponent has submitted the draft EIA report to the office of the
District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur at Oragadam and
requested to conduct the Public Hearing Meeting for its proposed activity. In this
regard, Public Notices for this Public Hearing Meeting scheduled on 23.06.2025,
were published in Deccan Chronicle and Daily Thanthi Newspapers on 22.04.2025
with the approval of the District Collector, Kancheepuram. Further, Public
announcements have also been made via speakers in the surrounding villages about

this Public Hearing Meeting.

The District Environmental Engineer has added that the details of the
proposed project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study conducted
would be explained through a Power Point presentation by the EIA Consultant on
behalf of the Project Proponent. Furthermore, the DEE has requested that, after the
presentation, the public clearly state their name and village details, and then express

their views, suggestions, and comments on the project, either verbally or in writing,
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‘one by one. Additionally, he informed that the opinions and suggestions of the public
and environmentalists will be recorded and forwarded to the SEIAA-TN and

requested the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram to preside over the Meeting.

The Sub Collector, Kancheepuram has requested the Project proponent to
explain about the proposed stone quarry Project and the Environmental Impact

Assessment (EIA) study conducted to the Public.

Following this, on behalf of the Project Proponent, the EIA Consultant
welcomed the Sub Collector, District Environmental Engineer, Government Officials,
General Public and Environmentalists and then explained the Proposed stone

quarry Project and EIA study conducted with help of Power Point Presentation.

After the Presentation, the Sub Collector Kancheepuram has requested the
Public to eXpress their views / opinions either verbally or in writing by clearly stating
their names and villages. Accordingly, the Public have expressed their views and

opinions as follows.

1) Mr. S.Ellappan, Thonganqulam Village,
He stated that changing the rock blasting activity from once a week to twice a

week would reduce the vibration. He also mentioned that the road from
Sankarapuram to Tambaram via Devariyampakkam is narrow and therefore it needs
to be widened. Finally, he said that many projects have been implemented with the

help of quarry owners through the chairman of village panchayat.

2) Mr.Ruthuvelan, Pazhayaseevaram Village:

He stated that the Tambaram road, which runs from Sankarapuram to
Devariyampakkam, is very narrow and should be widened. He also stated that the

quarry would bring many benefits to the village and expressed his congratulations.

3) Mr, Anburaj, Pazhayaseevaram Village.

He said that this quarry will provide employment to 50 to 70 families.
Additionally, five workers have been appointed to remove any stones that fall on the
road while transporting materials from the quarry. He also mentioned that quarry

vehicle movement is restricted for one hour each in the morning and evening during
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the movement of school vehicles. Furthermore, he stated that the people of
Sangarapuram village are happy with the establishment of the quarry, which has

also contributed additional facilities to the village schools.

4)Mr.Neelamegam, Pazhayaseevaram Village,

He stated that there are seven hamlets under the Pazhalaseevaram
Panchayat, and that welfare projects such as drinking water facilities, water tanks,
and Anganwadi buildings have been constructed in the village over the past two
years using CSR funds provided by the quarry. He added that the basic needs of the
village are being met through these funds. He also mentioned that the road leading
to Tambaram via Sangarapuram and Devariyampakkam falls under the jurisdiction of
the Highways Department, which cannot be repaired by the Panchayat. As such, he
requested the Sub-Collector to take necessary steps to repair the road. Additionally,
he emphasized the need to provide an RO water facility for the village and called for

more employment opportunities to be made available to local residents.

5) Mr.Satheesh, NGO

He emphasized the need to create new employment opportunities and urged
the government to provide housing for the homeless. He also expressed his vision
for a greener and more sustainable village, calling on the quarry owner to take
responsibility for planting and preserving more trees. Finally, he strongly appealed

for the immediate issuance of the quarry license without further restrictions. “

6) Mr.A.Venkada Subbiah, NGO

He said that medical check-ups should be made mandatory for quarry

workers every three months and that the quarry owners should listen to the
grievances of the villagers and address them. Finally, he requested that the quarry

be licensed immediately.

Then, the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram said that if any other members of the
public want to express their opinions, they could come forward to register their

opinion, views, and suggestion. Since, no others from the public came forward to
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'share their views, and invited the District Environmental Engineer to summarize the

meeting's proceedings.

Further, the District Environmental Engineer has summarized about the entire
meeting proceedings and also informed that the said views, suggestion and
responses of the public are recorded through videography and the same will be sent
to the State Envifonment Impact Assessment Authority, Tamil Nadu along with the

written representations received from the Public.

Furthermore, the District Environmental Engineer informed that the
Proceedings of the Public Hearing Meeting will be made to be displayed at the
District Collectorate, Kancheepuram, Walajabad Taluk office, Pazhayaseevaram-B
Village Panchayat Office and Office of the District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB,

Sriperumbudur, and also in the TNPCB website of www.tnpcb.gov.in after the said

public hearing. Comments, if any, on the proceeding may be sent directly to the
regulatory authorities (Member Secretary, State Environmental Impact Assessment
Authority —Tamil Nadu / MoEF&CC) and the applicant concerned. Finally, the Sub
Collector, Kanchipuram has thanked everyone who attended the meeting on behalf

of kancheepuam District Administration.
