District Environmental Engineer:
The District Environmental Engineer in his welcome address on behalf of the District

Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the participant to
attend the Public Hearing. Also, M/s. Apple Granites Multi Colour Granite Quarry has
applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the quarrying. According to the
Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 order, Public Hearing meeting of
Public Hearing opinion for the above project has been made mandatory. So the Public
Hearing meeting is being held on today's date. In this regard, an advertisement has already
been made in Daily Thandhi on 11.03.2025 and The New Indian Express on 11.03.2025 in
Tamil and English Newspapers and the copies of the Environmental Impact Assessment
Report related to this project were placed for Public Hearing views at the District Collector's
Office, District Industrial Centre and Panchayat Union Office a month ago. He also
informed that the Public Hearing announcement about the meeting was made through
loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 11.04.2025 in Kallai and surrounding villages. He also
informed that the summary report in Tamil and English related to the said project has also
been uploaded on the website of Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board for Public Hearing
viewing. Then the District Revenue Officer asked him to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer who presided over the address, welcomed the

audience to the Public Hearing. He has informed that Public Hearing meeting for
M/s. Apple Granites Multi Colour Granite Quarry is being conducted as per government

guidelines. He also said that the information related to the project has already been
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uploaded on the websites. He then asked the general Public Hearing to express their views
clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all the opinions of the Public
Hearing participating in this meeting will be sent to the government without any
discrimination. He also said that the project consultants of the company are currently going
to explain the information related to this project to you.

Project Proponent, Geo Expolaration and Mining solutions:

He said that all Departmental Government officials including District Revenue

Officer and District Environmental Engineer, Press Friends, Environmentalists and Police
Officers are welcome to participate in this Public hearing meeting.

He asked the Public Hearing to register their name and address and give their views

on the project accordingly.
1. Mr. N. Shanmugam, Coordinator of the Anti-lllegal Quarry Movement, Karur:

| extend my greetings to the District Revenue Officer, who is presiding over the
public hearing meeting regarding the Apple Granite Quarry, conducted jointly by the Tamil
Nadu District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, as well as to all
those gathered here. According to the Tamil Nadu Minor Minerals Concessions Rules, a
quarry must be established. However, in 2018, the National Green Tribunal issued an order
stating that if granite quarries are located within a radius of 500 meters, a public hearing
must be conducted. Based on this, since 2020, public hearings for granite_quarries and
stone quarries have been continuously held throughout Tamil Nadu.

The granite quarry known as VBS nearby this area. This quarry was completed in
July 2022. Similarly, the Sakthivel Granite Quarry adjacent to it, was completed in March
2022. Both of these quarries are located within a 500-meter radius and have already been
granted permission. The Green Tribunal states that public hearings must be held for both
quarries. Permission has been illegally granted for these two quarries, and the District
Environmental Engineer must clarify how such permissions were provided.

it is unclear how consent was issued to these quarries. In the Karur district,
permission has been granted for the quarry known as Ponvignayaka Blue Metals in
Karudaiyampalayam in this manner. Upon reviewing the documents, we found that public
hearings had taken place for other quarries within 500 meters of that area. Permission was
granted without conducting a public hearing for this quarry. Based on. complaints, this
quarry has been halted untit now.

The VBS and Sakthivel quarries, located within a 500-meter radius, continue to
operate without public hearings. Their licenses should be revoked. According to the Tamil
Nadu Minor Minerals Concessions Rules, we reiterate in every meeting that this Apple
Granite Quarry operates illegally. In the Karur district, they collect compensation after
surveying 60 to 70 quarries. They excessively extract stones. They cut stones in one
survey number and then in another. Compensation has been imposed for this as well.

We inform through this meeting that each granite quarry should bb sub divsioned
and a proper environmental impact assessment must be submitted before granting
permission. According to the Tamil Nadu Minor Minerals Concessions Rules, permission
should not be granted if houses, homesteads, water bodies, or electrical poles are located
within 300 meters of the quarry. There are many houses surrounding this quarry. Houses
are present within 150 meters, 170 meters, and 300 meters, as shown in this map.
| It is unclear how permission was granted for this quarry with houses around it. Our
aim is that this public hearing should not take place. There is a house located 46 meters to
the northwest of this quarry. Similarly, houses are also present to the east, as shown on
Google Maps and the village map. Apart from that, there are water tanks, deep wells, and
pathways. The village called Kuzhandai Patti is nearby. The water tank, deep well, temple,

and school are all located within a radius of 500 meters.



In Google Maps, houses are located 128 meters, 203 meters, and 207 meters from
the north, 173 meters from the east, and 68 meters from the northeast, with 144 meters
around them. Permits should not be granted when houses are present. Moreover, there is
a house in the 209-meter area. The village of Kuzhandai Patti is located 340 meters away.
The village administrative officer has issued a certificate that nothing exists within a 500-
meter radius. Due to various violations, | request that permission for this quarry not be
granted, and | thank you for the opportunity to speak.,” he said.

2. Mr. Soundararajan, Perur:

Greetings to everyone. | work as an operator in this quarry. If this quarry does not
receive permission, our livelihood will be affected. We do not blast like others. We only
extract stones by cutting. The granite industry has deteriorated significantly. Many families
depend on this work. Our livelihood is severely affected. Therefore, we definitely need this
quarry. | kindly ask for this quarry so that our children can receive a good education, he
concluded his speech.

3. Mr. Kulandhairaj, Perur:

Because of the closure of these quarries, our livelihood has been greatly affected.
We are 30 families relying on this. Therefore, we request permission for the quarry, he said.

4. Mr. R. Rajkumar, Perur:

Greetings to the Pollution Control Board officials. There are 100 families who are
unemployed due to the closure of this gravel quarry. | request permission for the quarry to
operate. Thank you.

5. Mr. Ramnathan, Thogaimalai:

Greetings to everyone. | work as an operator in the quarry. Our livelihood entirely
depends on this quarry. | request permission to operate this quarry, he said.
6. Mr. S. Senthilkumar, Union Secretary of the Bharatiya Janata Party,

Thogaimalai:
We welcome the quarry to operate if it operated under government norms or it will

create more employment for the people, he said.

7. Mr. S. Chesaraj, Perur:

Greetings to everyone. If this quarry operates well, our family and this village will
prosper. Therefore, permission can be granted for this quarry, he said.
8. Mr. P. Senthilkumar, Perur:

I extend my greetings to the District Revenue Officer, who is presiding over the
public hearing, the Pollution Control Board officials, and the general public. You are starting
a granite quarry in the village of Kuzhandai Patti, where many people rely on agriculture.
They are still among the poorer families. If you grant permission for government norms, |
humbly request that priority be given to local people in employment, he said.

9. Mr. R. S. Mukilan, Coordinator of the Tamil Nadu Environment Protection

Movement, Karur:

The Karur district administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board are
jointly conducting a public hearing regarding the proposed quarry at SF.No. 299/1(P),
299/2A(P), 299/2B(P), 301(P) 302/2(P) & 302/3(P), Kallai village, Kulithalai Taluk covering



a total area of 2.9700 hectares, approximately 7.5 acre for the unit of M/s. Apple Granite
Company. | extend my respects to our esteemed District Revenue Officer, the District
Environmental Engineer, who is presiding over this meeting, various departmental officials,
police officers, journalists present here, local citizens, granite quarry owners, and those
invited by the granite quarry owners, along with my greetings and best wishes to the
Coordinator of the lllegal Quarry Opposition Movement, Mr. Shanmugam, and others
concerned about social issues, who have explained to me how this quarry violates
government regulations.

Conducting a public hearing depends on whether there is a quarry based on the
minor mineral concession rules, which could be considered its criteria. For this purpose,
the Tamil Nadu government has enacted the Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959. This
book provides the legal framework for allowing or disallowing quarry operations. According
to Rule 36 (1)(A) of the Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959, if a granite quarry is to be
established, no houses should be within a radius of 300 meters around the quarry. This is
well known to all of you, as you all come from that village. Here is the village map of that
area. ldeally, the village map should have been provided in that document, but it was not.
Moreover, the map related to this quarry belongs to the Kallai village, while the western
field is related to the Koodalur village.

Thus, all three villages are connected, and there are houses within the 300-meter
radius surrounding the quarry. A combined map should have been provided, but it was not.
Additionally, they did not provide the village map of Kallai, nor did they provide the
combined map. Therefore, the planner's intention seems to be that no one should know the
truth. | asked upon my arrival why the village map was not provided, and | was told that it
does not exist, and they promised to send it, but the planner has sent nothing. Now he
must provide it.

We have gone to the government website through the Land Survey Department and
found some data. The planner has indicated that there is a house at a distance of 46
meters from the northwest side of this quarry in the mining plan. The mining plan states
that there is a house at 46 meters, and they will operate with a distance of 50 meters.
However, in practice, the 50-meter distance from this survey is not significant. The relevant
image is provided on page 9 of the Tamil summary report. In that image, the northern side
has undergone significant excavation, thus failing to show that the 46-meter distance is
actually 50 meters. Therefore, it is unclear why it was mentioned in the mining plan.

In the summary report, they have stated clearly, but that is not the case. Next, the
Survey number 297 indicates that the quarry is located in the southeast area. A road runs
through this southeast area of the quarry at Survey number 297, and villages exist at
distances of 209 and 203 meters. There are over 30 houses there. Not only there are
houses, but there are also homesteads and land records. This is not just my claim; the
documents themselves state thié. We saw it in the maps in their documents and the village
map. It is also shown in the village and settlement records, where it is depicted as houses
and villages. So, in SF.No. 203, 207, and 209, there are houses, Natham lands and villages

situated within 280 meters. Within the northwest area, houses are located within 50 meters.



In the southeast area, SF.Nos. 128, 203, and 207 contain all residential settlements within
280 meters.

The reason the government has established a 300-meter distance is due to the
possibility of explosion affecting houses and homesteads in that area. Currently, there are
no houses present. However, in the future, houses may be constructed there. This is
because when granting permission for this quarry, a 20-year permit is issued for the granite
quarry operation. While granting such permission, it is stated that any explosion could
affect houses and homesteads within a distance of 300 meters. Given that there are all
these houses and homesteads here, it has been asserted that if everything is legal, then
permits can be issued. When questioned about whether it is legal or not, the evidence lies
in government documents indicating that it is not legal.

Many people might assert that there used to be houses, and the quarry operators
have bought them and demolished them. This would imply that there are no houses there,
which is the argument put forth. We have questioned the Land Survey Department about
their response. The instructions they provided include that if a house is found to be in ruins
or demolished, it must be recorded as it was originally marked in the baseline records. No
matter whose hand it falls into, whether the house has been demolished or damaged, it
must legally remain documented as a Houses.

Specific houses or homesteads must be indicated in the recognized village
documents. Conversely, under the records of the Panchayat, they must maintain
authenticated residence documents, or it should be marked as virgin land. Virgin land
implies that land parcels were delineated for house construction during the dividing phase.
If so, it stands that no quarry can be given permission within a radius of 300 meters, as
stated. Moreover, if there are any pathways present, government law maintains these as
public roads. Some geomorphological paths exist. Though some say that the waterway on
patta land can be altered, this is not the case. Even if a waterway exists on patta land,
there are rights for usage, but there are no rights for destruction or encroachment.

In such cases, the Revenue Department has the authority to remove encroachments
as outlined in section 26(15) of the Revenue Administrative Orders. This provision was
issued by the Land Management Committee from Chennai. Thus, with the presence of
houses, homesteads, wagon paths, and waterways, it has been explicitly journaled that no
quarry should be within 300 meters of such sites, particularly for this specific quarry. This
quarry is not new; it was already operating under permission obtained from Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board in 2018 and operated till February 2023, and also various
regulations were violated post this period.

In 2020, permission was revoked due to multiple legal violations presented with
erroneous documentation. Therefore, this authority has implications solely for the specific
quarry and does not extend to others. In 2020, permission was granted for five sand
quarries on the Amaravati River in Karur district, which were later revoked due to several
irregularities in 2020. We approached the Madurai bench of the High Court due to this
revocation. The unfortunate basis for the grant was erroneous documents to the 99
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‘ Overall, due to this, permissions were incorrectly granted in what was originally a
simple committee. The public hearing was not held in 2018 because only in December
2018, the National Green Tribunal issue directives. The directive stated that for the
establishment of a quarry, whether on one acre, ten acres, or a cumulative area of 5
hectares across quarries, a public hearing must be conducted, which was applicable for
this quarry, as it was permitted in 2018. The quarries, namely VBS Exports, are located in
Nallur and Kallai villages, along with the quarry operated by Sakthivel in Nallur village.

A cumulative area of 8.5 hectares arises from this. There exists a requirement to
conduct a public hearing. It was not conducted upon the initial request for permission in
2018. Therefore, according to the Minor Mineral Concession Rules based on specified
criteria, it is a fact that the operation of this quarry is legally flawed. Consequently,
permission for this quarry cannot be granted.

Furthermore, no temporary or recognized houses should be located within the 300-
meter radius. The reason for this restriction is based on an explosion incident last year on
May 1, where houses one kilometer away in Ariyur, Virudhunagar, were affected, leading to
five fatalities. Therefore, the government has stated that temporary workers should not
have any permanent or temporary housing within this 300-meter perimeter.

However, temporary labor settlements exist within a 300-meter radius around this
quarry. Thus, the Apple Exports cannot be granted legal permission. Any lapses or
mistakes in records connected to village administrative officers, taluk officials, and district
revenue officers related to minerals and mining should be actionable in practice.
Translating a map in Google is not the only point; it does not provide the village map based
on the requirements specified in these documents. The operators conducting the quarry
from Madurai have concealed the location of the village. The quarry owner has reported
that there is no village within a 300-meter radius. However, there is a village called
Kolandhapatti. This is the area of the quérry. Within this area, there are more than 30
houses in a stretch of 297 meters. From a distance, they do not appear as houses.

To address this, we have individually mapped the area. When we captured the
maps, we found a house located in the south-eastern area at 128 meters. There are
houses at both 128 and 203 meters. Likewise, there is a house at 207 meters, and at 200
meters, a village exists. Additionally, in the northern area of the quarry, there is a house at
173 meters. These were taken last night. Similarly, there is a house at 124 meters in the
eastern area and another house at 68 meters. To the south, at 344 meters, a village called
Kuzhandhaipatti exists. Does Kuzhandhaipatti fit within the 344-meter calculation?
According to the Minor Mineral concession laws that can be stated as "criteria," houses
and homesteads fit into the description of Kuzhandhaipatti, which would exclude this area.

Nevertheless, there is a reason for this. We have maintained it. With so many
houses located in the northwest, north, east, south, and southeastern areas, it is shown in
Google Maps that more than 30 houses exist. With such a presence of houses, there may
be a distinction between makeshift residences and permanent dwellings. This can only be

confirmed through the documents. Given the presence of so many houses, permission



cannot be granted for residential development because of the presence of temporary
residences.

Rule 36/1 states clearly. This is what the Panchayat head or members, district
councilors all need to know. What they state is that local bodies, state government
departments, and the Tamil Nadu water supply authority should have provisions that
nothing should exist within a 500-meter circular area, including governmental structures
like deep bore wells, central and state government water'supply points. Is there a deep
bore well at Kuzhandhaipatti? If there is one or an elevated tank, legally, permission cannot
be granted for this quarry.

There are houses and homesteads within 500 meteré. The village administrative
officer, referred to as the village administrative officer, has a report Document 153/A
(Annexure. He has appeared for the TNPSC exam. How did he work, considering that
employment becomes available only to one in a hundred? He has certified that there are
no religious sites, ancient monuments, schools, huts, or cemeteries within a 500-meter
circular area around this quarry. However, there are two villages, and both villages have
cemeteries. There is a school in Kuzhandhaipatti. He makes no mention of houses. He
reported that there are no houses within 300 meters. He has acted against the village. He
has reported there is no village, no temple.

There is a Viralimalai forest in the vicinity. Moreover, they have stated that the
Kadavur Devangu Sanctuary is located 30 kilometers away. However, the district revenue
officer is aware of the location near the village of Koodalur, close to Sembarai Kalluppatti, |
assume, because the archaeological department has transferred the land that was under
the control of the endowment department to the archaeological department. This has been
allocated on behalf of your department. However, they have concealed this, stating that
there is none. The Panchayat village is adjacent to the quarry area: the western quarry of
the Koodalur village lies within 100 meters, and the village will fall within this range
designated for archaeological research. If you grant permission for the quarry, this land w;H
be jeopardized due to the explosion.

The impact can reach up to 3 kilometers. Friends have stated that they will use
controlled blasting. We wi‘ll be using ammonium explosives, claiming no disturbances will
happen. In practice, smoke will linger for 3/4 of an hour, and it is within 3 kilometers. We
were part of an assistance committee during the survey investigation. We had monitored all
quarries that could operate for a year with Sakaym Ayya, providing 435 witnesses. Among
the 435 witnesses, over 20 are from police department. The ‘government granted us a
piece of land, stating that the quarry owners obtained it alongsnde our property. We are
discussing the adjoining Kuzhandhaipatti.

They have erased the history of the territory allocated to the security inspectors.
This has been noted by Sakaym Ayya in his report, where | too have worked. This means
that they will eliminate any mention of Kuzhandhaipatti. This reflects their historical
precedents. This company has only engaged owners in the Madurai area. They provided

the address here. At that point, they claim to be operating under this regulation. Can they



claim that they haven't violated any rules when visiting the quarry? None of them are
newcomers to the industry.

Those who have engaged previously will carry on elsewhere. The blasting will not
only affect the houses here but also Kuzhandhaipatti village, the archaeological
department, and ancient monuments; therefore, legally, permission cannot be granted for
this quarry. Next, they stated that every quarry would plant 200 or 300 trees per acre,
which implies that we are to plant 1600 trees across 7.5 acres. They have stated that they
will bring local species like Vembu, Aal, Aathi, Poovarasam, etc., for planting.

You have all come from that village. In your village, there are three quarries. There
are quarries within a 500-meter radius. These three quarries together account for 8.5
hectares or nearly 25 acres, requiring you to plant 6000 trees for one acre of permission. If
you ask whether the quarry owners have planted any trees, they will respond that they
have not planted a single tree to this day. If asked whether they had previously planted
trees, the answer would be no. None whatsoever. Yet, the previous mining plan accounted
for 2600 trees. The government has indicated that we would plant one crore trees from
payment for the taxes levied.

Last year, they mentioned 7 crores, and this year, 9 crores. They stated they would
plant trees for 9 crores, accounting for our tax. Quarry owners capable of earning in the
crores now have special rates for stones at 2000 to 3000 rupees per cubic meter, allowing
them to obtain stones from between 5 to 12 kilometers. The average price per cubic meter
at an international market is about 23000 rupees, and now it ranges from 33,000 rupees,
with the average price for 10 cubic meters reaching 10 lakhs.

Yet, how much is the tax payable to the government? The remaining amount is all
their earnings. It is the government's responsibility to enforce regulations. You cannot
instruct about what to do in the quarry. But‘what you can ask is whether you have planted
trees, as you claimed? A one-time permission was granted to plant 26,000 trees in
Kuzhandhaipatti, Kallai, and Koodalur villages. Yet there is not a single tree in any of the
three quarries. At that point, they indeed claim to earn in the crores.

The shocking truth is that no greenbelt has been established in compliance with the
state. Previously, in 2022, the District Collector of Tiruppur, the honorable and fair Mr.
Vinith, revoked the permission for a quarry because they did not set up a greenbelt. Even
today, the Sterlite factory was prohibited due to the lack of a greenbelt. This quarry isn't the
only one failing to establish a greenbelt. Merely writing "sugar" will not make it sweet. Only
real sugar can be sweet. They are indeed making enormous revenues.

However, they have not undertaken any community work. Currently, there should be
a total of 33 percent trees in Karur district. There are only 4 percent trees in Karur district.
Other districts have between 17 to 20 percent tree coverage. In Karur district, there are just
4 percent trees. There are 335 quarries solely in Karur. There are hundreds of granite
quarries. They should have planted about two and a half million trees if they had been
planting trees each time they received permission. If the planting had occurred, there would

have been continuous rainfall like it rained yesterday.



However, due to community land ownership or the existence of a title deed, he does
not own the land; they have rights only up to three feet under the surface. Even that soil
cannot be taken out and must be managed within that land itself. If they wish to take it out,
they must obtain permission from the AD mines. They are exploiting the community -owned
property to this extent. Isn’t it the people’s property that is above three feet? Everything
beyond that belongs to the government. That is why they are referred to as tenants.

They are not the quarry owners: the granite quarry tenants are the ones involved.
These tenants operate under government regulations. A green buffer zone has not been
established. Next, when all the quarries start operating, they must set up a barbed wire
fence around the quarry site. What provisions are made for the barbed wire? They are
supposed to allocate a budget of 300 rupees per meter for setting up the barbed wire
around the quarry. Currently, the establishment of barbed wire around this quarry has not
been completed despite the permission request. It was not shown in the photograph, and
we did not see it on Google Maps either.

There is no barbed wire around the dilapidated quarry opposite the pavilion.
Because of this, over the course of a year, between 300 to 500 quarry workers died
continuously in Tamil Nadu based on the statistics provided to the government. On
23.07.2023, Hon'ble Mr. Sivadhasmeena, IAS, who was the Chief Secretary of Tamil Nadu,
issued a statement. All quarries that are completed are to be handed over to the District
Collector in July and accounts must be completed by August. Within the camp premises, all
quarry groups must install barbed wire and close it off. Quarries that are operating can be
closed down, while those that have completed operations wiil be sold off.

They might be doing something else too. What can be done about them, and what
can be done for thé finances regarding the abandoned open wells and deep bore wells?
Measures must be taken to protect them. For this, funding must come from the financial
resources under the district collector, where each quarry is supposed to contribute 10% of
mineral funds, which the district administration spends. You can see this at many places.
Roads constructed using mineral funds are labelied as roads. From the provided funds, it
has been mandated that every completed quarry must have barbed wire fencing by
30.09.2023, the quarry exists right in front of the pavilion. The district revenue officer has
pointed out that there is indeed a quarry right in front of Rajini Mahal. The barbed wire
around the quarry has not yet been set up. .

If someone falls in and d‘ies, there will be no insurance. No financial assistance will
be provided. Each year, 500 people die; countless sheep and cattle are lost. Due to the
lack of barbed wire, sheep and cattle perish. The Supreme Court stated in 2005 that
vehicles should not exceed 10 tons on rural roads and a maximum of 48 tons on national
highways, but due to the officials not implementing this, contempt of court cases have been
filed based on the order. In 2003, under the supervision of Mr. Nitin Gadkari, Minister of
Road Transport and Highways, the department secretary wrote to all state transportation
commissioners, and the transport director of Tamil Nadu issued an order on 26.07.2023.

They discussed what to do with vehicles loaded beyond their limits, citing sections
113, 113/3, 114, and 194 of the Motor Vehicles Act — 1988. Not only that, but damage to
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public property and traffic laws were also mentioned, as noted by Minister Nitin Gadkari.
The commissioners of the central and state transport departments were instructed to
determine how many overloaded vehicles are on the road. We caught 100 vehicles
traveling from Karur. That route comes via.the Chinthamani police station through Thogai
Malai. Furthermore, not ‘a single vehicle was found overweight on the roads. You must
have taken that route too, | assume. If you come via Kulithalai, there are two tolls. They are
circumventing the tolls by using this route, and each vehicle on these roads weighs 90 tons
on average. .

Whether a child can play on top of a cat or what happens if an elephant climbs on
top, a road that needed to last for eight years deteriorates in just three years. If you don't
respect the Supreme Court directions, we will not be silent. I'm referring to the relevant
officials. Please implement this immediately; otherwise, we will initiate protests throughout
Tamil Nadu concerning the allocation of a significant portion of state revenue (20%) to rural
roads, state highways, national highways, and district roads, which are to be
interconnected according to guidelines. The budget allocation is only 20%, but everything
is expected to last for eight years. However, these roads deteriorate in just three years.

There’s npthing preventing quarry owners from operating as they please. They are
saying that on rural roads, a tractor can load only up to 10 tons. A tipper truck cannot
operate without exceeding 10 tons, including the weight of the vehicle itself. At that rate,
these roads are gradually being damaged due to excessive loads. If someone throws a
stone from a vehicle or breaks your window, what will you do? They will file a case. The
person who caused damage to public property will be arrested. But who owns the road? It
belongs to the government. This is not a private property of Mugilan, nor anyone else’s.
The quarry owner has no property; it is all government property. If your vehicle breaks
something, it will be the same case as when the road deteriorates.

If you don't take action, a major protest will take place across Tamil Nadu. Karur
district will serve as a prime example, so please take immediate action. We made a RTI in
this regard. The transport officer of Karur district responds that they catched one
overloaded vehicle in the year. They claim there’s only one overloaded vehicle per year.
Here, all the vehicles are indeed overloaded. Right in front of the Chinthamani police
station, it is evident. If you observe, all of them are overloaded. If a tipper truck is a 16-tire
truck, there must be limits set. Moreover, they are loading an additional 5 to 6 tons beyond
the limits. A 10-wheeler should carry 28 tons, a 6-wheeler 18 tons, a 14-wheeler 42 tons, a
12-wheeler 36 tons, and a 16-wheeler 48 tons. These figures are not arbitrary; the
government regulations specify this.

There are issues regarding overloaded vehicles in Andhra Pradesh related to
mineral theft, but not in Kerala or anywhere else. This is an order that is only given in Tamil
Nadu. Overloading is not recognized there. People boast about paying 1000 rupees at the
village. "We gave 1000 rupees for the trip," they say. No, they just made petty
arrangements. For a village road, the cost can range from 5 million to 10 million rupees; for
a state highway, it can go from 20 million to 210 million rupees. At every toll, they have

administrative costs. If too many vehicles pass through a toll, they will charge fines. If a
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vehicle is overloaded by just one ton, there will be a 20,000 rupee penalty imposed. I'm not
saying this; every transport office has this posted at its entrance.

According to Section 194 of the Motor Vehicles Act — 1988, there's a fine of 20,000
rupees for exceeding the load limit. Furthermore, for each additional ton loaded on the
vehicle, the fine increases by 2,000 rupees. If a truck is caught, a minimum fine of 100,000
rupees will be levied. To support this, we collected 3 crore rupees (30 million) revenue in
just one village, Palladam Chukkampalayam, from overloaded vehicles. We will inform the
officials when we hold those vehicles. They come and take the vehicles to weigh them. The
road is only equipped to handle 48 tons, but all the weighing machines can handle 100
tons. No road in India can accommodate 100 tons. No 8-lane, 10-lane, or 16-lane roads
can handle 100 tons. Yet, why are weighing machines set to 100 tons? The limit only goes
up to 48 tons or at most 60 tons. Once you exceed, they are exploiting community property
like this.

The stone arriving from granite quarries weighs anywhere from 5 cubic meters to 12
cubic meters, yet how can a 12-ton stone be transported on a village road? If it weighs
around 5 tons, it can be carried; if it is 12 tons, it cannot. If the vehicle is overloaded, then
one stone might weigh 20 tons. Deliberately, they all cause significant damage.
Tamil Nadu's debt is reportedly 10 lakh crore (10 trillion rupees). If proper measures were
taken, that 10 lakh crore could be recovered. That's not an insurmountable issue. You've
been here for three years. Despite numerous complaints, little action has been taken.
Recently, the Erode District Collector acted on a complaint regarding an illegal quarry,
stating that 2 lakh cubic meters were extracted illegally and fined them 31 crore rupees.

"We are giving the direction issued by Sub Collector, Gobi Taluk. Appropriate actions
should be taken agairist everyone. We have also provided you with the Supreme Court
orders. In December 2021, the Supreme Court issued a ruling to take action against all
quarries. The committee, which started with the District Revenue Officer, has been
functioning from 2022 to 2025 for a duration of three years. Until today, 335 quarries
remain unmeasured. They have not been measured, nor have penalties been imposed.
What we are stating is that if you properly carry out these responsibilities as the Revenue
Officer, you would be carrying out work to generate revenue. We are engaged in work that
can yield revenue for the government. By doing this, we can potentially clear the majority of
debts for Karur district. The Madurai Granite Quarry has conducted studies on 80 quarries,
including quarry and Granite. We were part of that team. It is reported that 1,13,000 crores
have been unauthorizedly taken, which has gone to court, and the court has recommended
it to the Tamil Nadu government, but they have not acted on it. Similarly, for the
Balavinayaga Quarry, a penalty of 500 crores can be imposed.

During the inspection in 2020, the District Revenue Officer was detained regarding
this 500 crores per quarry. The entire police force went together to rescue the District
Revenue Officer. After that, they approached the Supreme Court and obtained a stay. To
date, that case has not been brought for investigation. My inquiry is, who detains a District
Revenue Officer? It's the quarry owners who are being detained. However, why has that

case still not been investigated? You need to bring this to the attention of the district
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administration. Previously, the respected District Revenue Officer Rajendran detained this
case in 2020, and the entire police force came to rescue him. Therefore, we demand
appropriate action on this matter. Similarly, attention must also be given to fencing, roads,
blasting, and greenery. Otherwise, currently existing two quarries within a 500-meter radius
are said to have been permitted for operation after the public hearing concluded in 2022,
but we believe there was no notification for that. | stated it was previously unannounced. In
the area of Kaarudaiyampalayam, Ponvinayaga Quarry has 4.5 Ha of quarry.

They received permission for 0.65 Ha of government land adjacent to that quarry.
When we said that combiping the two gives us 5.15 Ha, the permission for that quarry was
revoked. Both these quarries have not conducted any public hearing on that ground. This is
not a new quarry; permission was already granted in 2018. When re-approached, if that is
the case, a public hearing should have been conducted. For VBS Export and Sakthivel, the
district environmental engineer must be directed to act based on such complaints without
conducting a public hearing and recommend the revocation of the permit. Regarding this
quarry, there are houses, residential buildings, and recognized houses within a 300-meter
radius. According to the small-scale regulatory rules, the nearest house located 41 meters
north is supposed to have a 50-meter gap. However, this is not seen in the images. If so,
the permission should be revoked.

Due to the presence of temporary housing within 300 meters, and multiple houses
shown in the photographs, the permit should be revoked. Following this, we are advised to
maintain a distance of 10 meters from the road. It is stated that a distance of 10 meters will
be maintained from the access road in the direction of this quarry. However, we see from
the images that minerals are being extracted without maintaining a 10-meter distance.
Hence, the permission must be revoked. There are two channels in this quarry area:
southern and northern. The image shows a larger extraction than permitted from the
northern channel. If excessive minerals are extracted, in is termed theft. If done within the
quarry, it incurs a penalty. This quarry claims to extract 10,000 cubic meters but has only
extracted 1500 cubic meters, planning to extract the remainder.

However, they have operated outside the permitted mining area. Hence, the same
theft charges must be applied against them. A question arises regarding your inspections of
these numerous quarries, especially the quarry owned by the current MLA Palaniandi, for
which a penalty of 23 crores has already been imposed. The court held the Green Tribunal
formed a committee and imposed a penalty of 23 crores. You have enacted that. The order
for that was given to us by the District Collector Prabhu Shankar. At that time, 23 crores
worth of minerals were apparently extracted. This quarry also has extracted minerals. You
are imposing penalties for excess extraction. For this quarry, how much more can they
extract by using explosives? Is it possible to extract more using observation? No, it's
clarified that explosives enable significant extraction. If there are excessive explosives, he
is labeled a social rebel, traitor, and terrorist. Last year, at the Kooniyamman temple, three
cylinders exploded.

Since he is Muslim, the police from the Union government are still conducting

investigations. Now, have all these quarries not extracted minerals? Where did the
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explosives come from for all this? Intelligence department officials must be sent from your
department. Where did the explosives originate? Who is the distributor? Explosives need to
be manufactured and supplied from companies that produce explosive materials. Some
private and governfnent factories exist. These companies procure explosives with no
difference. If that company purchases 100 tons of explosives, it must be accounted for,
‘That 100 tons must be distributed to a quarry, and a report regarding that must be filed. But
where did the explosives for this specific quarry come from? It must be investigated
whether they procured these from the company. This is a national security issue. If you do
nothing about this, we will even take action ourselves.

The authority to manage explosives lies from Slto SP, from the village officer to the
district collector. The district judge has given you this authority. You also have that authority.
Thus, you have penalties not just of 23 crores, 30 crores, or 50 crores. For 50 crores worth
of minerals, where did the explosives for extraction come from? Where did they obtain
explosives? You must also bring this to action. Otherwise, make recommendations for
investigation. Not only does one quarry blast, but this quarry extracts more than its
permitted area. Therefore, this quarry cannot be permitted. They have exceeded the limits
even before commencing operations. Hence, they cannot obtain permission. Another point
concerning illegal quarries is mineral theft, illegal extraction in unauthorized areas, and
where the explosives came from. Not just this quarry, all quarries in the district, whether it
be limestone or granite quarry, are implicated in this.

Explosives are unnecessary for river sand. Explosives are unnecessary for gravel.
But if it is Quartz and Feldspar, then explosives are necessary. You must determine where
the explosives came from for excessive extraction in all these cases. Otherwise, it will
tarnish the name of officials who were complicit in crimes against communities. All my
statements about crimes against a community will be documented. A RTI of 10 rupees can
be écqqired by anyone. Regardless of who ask in RTI, the Pollution Control Board will give
CD for this meeting. This is a perpetual document, If by 2025, after | stated the explosives
issue so substantively at a meeting in Rajini Mandapam, no actions are taken, the
consequences will fall on all junior officers like you who hold great respect. Appropriate
actions must be taken. It has gone unnoticed. We submit a demand for appropriate action.”

In Tamil Nadu, you conduct road safety meetings once a month at the district
collector's office, calling all departments to discuss issues relating to two types of
explosives and roads. However, the roads are in very poor condition here. Those who
collect taxes from the public as salary are employed elsewhere. February and March are
declared as Road Safety Weeks, during which all school students walk on the roads while
promoting road safety.

This awareness is indeed a positive initiative. However, vehicles should not be
overloaded during this campaign. If they do, penalties of one lakh rupees per vehicle will be
imposed—20 thousand for one ton and 2 thousand for the each excess tons. Even if the
fines are paid, public property is wasted. The total budget for the country is 30 lakh crores,
while the budget for Tamil Nadu is 3 lakh crores allocated for roads. If Tamil Nadu receives

20% of that, 60 crores is impacted by quarry owners,
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Every year, there is a loss of one lakh crores due to the condition of the roads alone.
The revenue from mineral income last year was 1805 crores, while this year's budget
shows 1705 crores. A fine of 500 crores can be imposed for one quarry. Despite this, Tamil
Nadu's revenue accounted for last year was 1805 crores and this year is shown as 1705
crores. Is this the government? Is it nonsense? | don't know. All of this is being monitored
by officials. You have all completed your education and have PhDs. We conducted a
protest before the state environmental impact assessment committee on September 19,
2024, '

You do not verify any documentation before granting quarry permits. Quarry owners
conducted protests to meet with you, resulting in 500 people beihg detained for
discussions. During this, you stated that we do not verify any documents up to this point.
After we presented evidence, you mentioned that we would look at the certificates from the
village administrative officer and grant permission afterward.

You stated that permissién would be granted after we provide evidence. You
mentioned this in a public hearing, and not just among the officials from your department,
but also among ten intelligence officers present. However, we are recording all these
discussions at every meeting. This is because you need to be accountable here. Therefore,
if permission is granted in the future, you may face imprisonment. As a friend previously
said, if they are following the law, grant permission.

Only public protests will make an impact. However, this quarry has no legal
documentation whatsoever. It is an illegal quarry. Therefore, | request that appropriate
action be taken regarding this. Excessive minerals are being extracted from unlicensed
areas in the northern and western parts of this quarry. The northern and western sections
are becoming exhausted quarries.

It can be seen in Google images that illegal mineral extraction is happening in the
northern and western regions. Therefore, | request that appropriate action be taken against
this as well. In the case of this quarry, there are impacts such as water pollution, soil
pollution, wildlife environmental pollution, and social environmental impacts. When
explosives are set in this quarry, smoke is released for about three-quarters of an hour.
Breathing this air is causing type 2 diabetes among people. The quarry owner unknowingly
causes type 2 diabetes among the children living within 200 meters of the quarry.

People living within one kilometer of the quarry are developing type 2 diabetes.
Three months ago, a 6-year-old child living near an adjoining quarry in Anjakoundan Patti
was diagnosed with diabetes. This information is well-known to the honourable district
revenue officer present at the public hearing. The child has been shown directly to the
district revenue officer. )

Diabetes is generally associated with food consumption and hereditary factors.
However, air pollution is contributing to type 2 diabetes. The village is not the only one
facing extinction; all the residents there are being affected by diseases. They claim that
they monitor the air quality with instruments four times a year. Is that the extent of your
monitoring? You all belong to that village. Has there ever been an air monitoring conducted

even once? In Perundurai, there is a total of 2700 acres. They have only one device for
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monitoring air quality. Month after month, ministers and district collectors hold discussions
with us. They claim they cannot bring another device. However, they state they have
conducted research using eight devices over three months. Do all quarries do this? They
mention that these eight devices require electricity to operate. Where did the electricity
come from? There are no records of that, Please provide a list of how electricity for the air
monitoring device was obtained.

This public hearing was conducted by a company called Geo Mining Solutions for
200 quarries, operating under a lab that had been closed for four years due to the death of
the bwner, alongside the Alpha Lab, which has presented reports on air, sound, soil, and
water pollution then we made complain to the district collector Mr. Prabhu Sankar. Later,
the district environment engineer confirmed that such a lab does not exist. They obtained
permission for 200 quarries using a non-existent lab's name. Water pollution, land poliution,
soil pollution measurements do not require electricity for testing. However, an air quality
test requires the machine to be stationed in one place for three months, which is entirely
dependent on electricity.

Where did that electricity come from? It needs to be verified through research
conducted over the last six months. It should be clear whether the investigations were
conducted properly. This is the research that the government is required to conduct. We
have been consistently requesting this. Please ensure that documents are provided. Which
device comes from which service—be it farm electricity, domestic electricity, or industrial
electricity? Please provide the service line number.

This is critical because this company has submitted illegal reports for 200 quarrles
and they need to be blacklisted. We inform those monitoring this situation to be aware.
Accordingly, regarding this quarry, they claim they are developing this area of the district
from Madurai. However, they clearly state at Affidavit that if false documents were
submitted against national law while obtaining permission, our permissions will be revoked.
' This is stated in the entrepreneur's manual of the pollution control board and was
given at the time of application. The information provided by us is true, according to my
knowledge up to this point, and | guarantee that all aforementioned details, figures, and
information are genuine through this means. If at any time there are any aspects of these
details that are false or misleading, the project will be rejected, and if permission has been
granted for the project, it will be revoked at our discretion and responsibility.

They state that even if permission was granted to the quarry, if it violates the criteria
legally, the permission will be revoked. We have submitted numerous documents for this.
After this, what more can we say?

None of these are our private documents; they are revenue department documents,
Google image documents, and ones provided by project designers. Hence, this Apple
Granite Company is unfit to operate. It should not operate, and permission should not be
granted. If permission is granted for this, all concerned officials in SEIAA will be complicit in
fraudulent documents and would then face imprisonment, as we inform through this. Not
only that, but the associated VBS Exports and Sakthivel quarries are also wolatlng

regulations; their permissions should also be revoked.
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We should have mentioned this before the. meeting began, but we are stating it now
at its close. This type of public property was illegally mined and transported worth 800
crores. Because of officers like you, on the very day the complaint was filed, the person
who lodged it, Pudukkottai Javakar Ali, was murdered.

Today, actions have been taken against the Tehsildar, Inspector, and quarry owner,

and all contractors are imprisoned under the Goondas Act. Similarly, in our district, a farmer
hamed Jaganathan was also murdered. This happened before you arrived in 2022.-
Therefore, we must protect the land. | have no connection with these quarry owners, nor
with this village. But on what basis do we speak? | have served in an assistance study
team in Madurai for a year without any payments. We are fighting to ensure that the land’s
resources do not leave illegally.
‘ The granite produced here does not benefit our village but serves those from
somewhere else. The reason for the excessive sunlight here is solely due to the large
number of stones being quarried. The nature of that heat is what is causing high
temperatures throughout the Karur district. Vellore district was once known for its high
temperatures, but now Karur district has taken that title.

The weather patterns here are not functioning properly. Schools are supposed to be
open until April 30, but the government has declared a holiday 15 days prior, starting from
April 12. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, while talking about climate change, has mentioned
that it is not a climate change but a climate shift. A committee has been formed from the
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board to conduct several meetings regarding this issue. The
impacts are significant. They are given 50 percent of the minerals extracted. If they extract
100 percent, only 20 percent of the minerals are accounted for. However, there are many
details regarding the illegal export of quarry stones they have discarded. During our
investigation at the Tuticorin port, we found that when they produced quarried stones to fill
a 1000 cubic meter container, only 100 cubic meters were inside. They must have exported
900 cubic meters. But upon visiting, we saw they have exported 2000 cubic meters. There
is a difference between the contractors and the exporters. Earning 9 lakh rupees for a
single stone is one issue, but there have also béen incidents of exporting damaged stones
without this.

Therefore, what we suggest is similar to what government officials should do for the
salaries that people pay taxes on. We raise awareness that we are doing this. We will
continue to do so. Such social wealth must be protected. We also make another request. If
someone is stealing minerals from the mining sector, if you catch the person who'brings it,
there is a customary reward based on a specific amount. They have reported such unlawful
activities and indicated there will be a reward. If you share a photo of unlawful extraction of
minerals on the roads via WhatsApp, indicating where the image was taken, announce a
reward of 100 rupees.

' We are not suggesting a reward of many crores. Just mention a reward of 100
rupees. If you catch a vehicle, it will generate a revenue of one lakh rupees for the

government. If there is a reward of 100 rupees, school children will engage in this work.
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You won't have to incur any major expenses. After the pandemic, the government has
announced that all school children should be given mobile phones.

Post-corona, all school children have mobile phones. The government has already
provided mobile phones to them. All children possess mobile phones. Whether mobile
phones help in education or not, let it assist the community.

Likewise, officials like you have the right to implement and create various templates.
In Namakkat district and Madurai district, there were supportive officials who transformed
the farmer’s market into a restaurant in the evening. They introduced the Thoduvanam
scheme. No one has to visit the district collector to file a petition. You can file complaints
through the website at your panchayat or through the village administrative officer. You
don’t have to come in person. You can submit your petitions from where you are seated,
and they must resolve your other petitions within 30 days. Similarly, good governance
friends in your locality should establish a committee comprising 10 people and address the
grievances of people in the village. The reason | mention this to you is that you should
proactively engage as officials in bringing government initiatives into practice.

In Velaudhampalayam, the block development officer instructed that if each person
who came to request a land deed planted a tree, their petitions would be rapidly
considered. Thousands of people requesting land deeds all planted a tree in front of their
homes and had their deeds processed. This occurred in the same district. He followed
what the government said. Additionally, he acted for the welfare of the village. If you bring a
request after planting a tree, planting more than 100 trees should surely suffice to ensure
their safety.

When sand is being taken away in trucks, announce a reward of 100 rupees if a
photo is provided. How to address it? The vehicle's registration slip is essential. Initially,
there was a registration slip solely for the quarry. Now, a registration slip has also been
introduced for the crushers. This is why protests are occurring, claiming that the crusher
and quarry should not operate without registration slips and should not be taxed. We are
aware that there has been a minimum of one crore rupees in corruption in each quarry. We
speak based on evidence, not hearsay. Issues must be investigated based on empirical
evidence, and action must be taken on that basis. Our current Chief Minister spoke during
the Karur elections using the materials we provided.

Today, in the legislative assembly on December 9, friends from several places have
come to Madurai armed with the documents we provided. I, Mukilan, provided you with the
documents for the mining project within Madurai. Based on these documents, we are
submitting them to the Tamil Nadu legislative assembly on November 18. The resolution
was passed on December 9. The minister of mining resources, Mukilan, submitted three
petitions and documents. They asserted that based on thése, the resolution was passed.
Subsequently, the central government cancelled that project.

Thus, what we are saying is that we will communicate about Kallai village, regarding
the gold mine, quarries, and river sand. If actions are not taken continuously in this manner,
we will file a case in court. If a case is filed, after that, wherever there are complaints, the

village administrative officer must inspect and instruct the fencing to be done. Why have we
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been mentioning this for two years without action? After now going to court, a notice is sent
to ask for explanations. Immediately you are expected to show accounts in this manner. If it
continues this way, how? River sand is a source of drinking water. Yet it is illegally taken by
individuals. They are stealing it using bullock carts and trucks. When caught with evidence,
they file a case against those who reported them. A lawyer, Gunasekar, has filed a case at
the Pasupathipalayam police station against me for saying they are threatening me for
sand theft.

How can this be? We are risking our lives to protect this. if notices are sent from the
court, you construct fences. Free lawyers are available. After filing the case, we will leave.
We are saying this to avoid wasting your time. If a case is filed, your records will be noted
in your service registers. Therefore, you must discuss with the district collector and take
decisive action. Excessive extraction of sand, excessive blasting, and the high volume of
vehicles on the roads and the arrangement for fencing in all quarries must be ensured.

Tell them they should not give a registration slip until a green zone is established.
They should state that registration slips must be provided only after a green zone is
established. What the district collectors in Coimbatore and Tiruppur districts felt, why is it
not the same in Karur district? There are only four lakh trees in Karur district. The tax paid
by the people has all been invested close to Pichampatti, with the Chief Minister planting
50,000 saplings.

Yet today, there are no trees from taxes paid by people. Quarry operators in
K. Pichampatti must be accountable and demonstrate the work they should be doing with
our tax money. They have been applying for quarry permits since February ’3, 2023, for two
months. However, now they are coming to obtain permits. If you planted a tree, it would
have grown small by now. If it is written as sugar on paper, it doesn’t sweeten on the
tongue. There shouldn't be witnesses. Officials have a thousand jobs. If explanations are
asked, they claim the elections are approaching. If they say the panchayat elections have
arrived, what can the court do? Even as they provide a thousand jobs, there are many
vacant positions for several lakh public servants. How can they be prepared to fill those
positions? In the same manner, the government is not ready to prevent mineral theft. Many
can be provided salaries. AEven pensions for retired officials cannot be disbursed. They
claim there is no revenue. The revenue isn't the issue at all. If minerals are extracted
properly, they would generate 4 lakh crores annually over four years. Tamil Nadu wouldn't
have needed to take a loan of 5 lakh crores. Likewise, had illegal mining been prevented,
50 lakh crores could have been generated as revenue for Tamil Nadu.

The monitoring of Agri sand, River sand and granite must have been conducted
properly. It is the duty of the authorities to act. | should not have to say that | need orders
from senior officials or government orders. You have a clear direction regarding explosives.
There is a Supreme Court order for the road. There is a direction from the Chief Secretary -
regarding fencing. The High Court has been given for investigation and action against
mineral theft. We have handed all instructions into your hands. If you do not do this, there
is a place to take action against you. Then they should take action to protect the Karur
district, particularly Kallai village and specifically Kulandai Patti village.
