Based on it, Environment Impact Assessment report was prepared by the unit as per the
Terms of Reference (TOR) issued by the Environment Impact Assessment committee and published
public notice as mandated regarding conducting of public hearing in the two newspapers namely
“The New Indian Express (Tamilnadu)” & “Dinakaran (Chennai)” on 22.08.2025 and accordingly
today 26.09.2025 public hearing has been arranged.

On behalf of the unit of M/s. Baettr India Private Limited, the Environmental Consultant has
made power point presentation about the proposed Expansion activity of the project that is increase
of Saleable casting products from 27500 TPA to 95040 TPA within the existing plot area. In line
with this, the Industrial sheds and other buildings are proposed to be expanded from 18,471.8 sq.m
to 46,451.1 sq.m. Further highlighted the outcomes of the baseline studies and detailed the

anticipated benefits and advantages of the proposed expansion project.
