At the outset, the District Environment Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Salem welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Salem, other Government
Officials, Public, Social & Environmental activists for the Public Hearing and informed
that the M/s. S. Dhanapal and M/s. A. Rajarajacholan has obtained mining approval
from the Mining and Geology Department and then applied for Environmental
Clearance for their proposed project to State Level Environment Impact Assessment
Authority, TamilNadu (SEIAA-TN). In this regard, SEIAA has issued Terms of
Reference (TOR), with a condition that a Public Hearing has to be conducted so as to
address the concerns raised by the public. Based on that, a public hearing was
proposed on 24.01.2025 after getting approval from the District Collector, Salem
District and as mandated public notice has been published in the newspaper namely
“New Indian Express” (English) & “Dhinathanthi (Tamil)” on 18.12.2024.

The Project Proponent will make power point presentation about the said
proposed project. After that the public were requested to express their views, concerns
and questions if any by indicating their name and village name from where he /she
belongs to and also informed to the public that the proceedings (audio and video



recording) of the meeting along with the hard copy of the minutes of the meeting will
be recorded and sent to the SEIAA-TN.

On behalf of the Project Proponent, Environmental Consultant has explained

about the proposed project through power point presentation.

In continuation to that, the public started to express their views, opinions,

concerns, questions and the clarification from the project proponent as detailed below,

1. Thiru.G. Suresh Kumar, Kootathupatti Village

Hello everyone. My name is G. Suresh Kumar. | come from Kootathupatti. |
have a workshop. This quarry will provide regular employment to 10 of us. So, ten

families will get benefited. So, | welcome the arrival of this quarry.

2. Thiru.Perumal, Anupur village

Good evening. | am from Anupur Village, Ayodhyapatnam Taluk, Salem District.
Do we need the quarry? Or not? The question is. We need a quarry. How is that
means, if we want to build a house, we can build it only by spending 40 lakhs to 50
lakhs today. If we buy sand for it, it will cost 40 thousand to 50 thousand. Today, if we
buy from this factory, it will cost 4000 or 5000 rupees. We can buy this and build. Since

we belong to a very poor family, we need a quarry. Thank you.

3. Thiru.Ramanathan, Kootathupatti Village

My name is Ramanathan. | am from Kootathupatti village. | am doing Contractor
job. If I go out and bring M sand, P sand, and gravel, the rate is high. Vehicle rent also
high. we didn’t get benefit by paying high vehicle rent. Since there is a stone quarry
next door, we get everything at a low price and also vehicle rent will be low. That is

why this project is very welcome for us.
4. Thiru.Shankar, Palapatti Village
My name is Shankar. | come from Palapatti village. | am working as driver

because of this stone quarry only. There will be some opportunity to do this business.

That is why | welcome this project.
5. Thiru.Manikandan, Anupur village

Hello everyone. My name is Manikandan. | have a truck business, and 4 to 5

trucks are running. | am also doing business in other state. If this quarry comes, it will



be convenient for us to do business. It will be convenient for everyone to keep the

truck here and drive. That is why | welcome this quarry.
6. Thiru.Murugan, Kootathupatti Village

Hello everyone. My name is Murugan, | have come from Kootathupatti. It is very
good to have a stone quarry, sir. That is why it is welcome to come. All the common

people support this project. Hence, | too welcome this project.

7. Thiru.Raja Periyasamy, Vilampatty Village

Hello everyone. | am from Vilampatty Village, Vazhapadi Taluk, Salem District.
- My name is Raja Periyasamy. | am a rewinding mechanic. | have a lathe workshop. If
a stone quarry comes, | will have a good job opportunity for welding. So, | welcome

the stone quarry to come. Thank you.

8. Thiru.M. Vijayan, Anupur Village

On behalf of you and myself, | would like to thank the RDO and the engineer
for conducting this consultation meeting. My name is M. Vijayan from Anupur
Panchayat. | am a farmer. | would like to thank you again for participating in this
programme. The place where this quarry set up is a rugged area. | would like to thank
for choosing this place well and carrying out the work. There is no disturbance to the
public, the environment and the farmers, and there is no disturbance at all. Since this
mine is set up in such a place, | kindly request the RDO and DRO to cooperate and
immediately grant permission for this. And it will be very helpful for us to transport
these materials from nearby. If we have to transport from that place to another place,
it will be very expensive for us, we need to travel around 15 kilometers. We will get
benefit from this place very well. All are poor farmers from middle-class families in this
place. There are no big industrialists here. We are working as wage laborers who
depend on agriculture. So, the establishment of this mine here will be a great
convenience and will help all the local people. The materials available here are given
at low prices. One unit is not 4000 or 5000, they give us 500 to 700 at a low cost. So
similarly, a friend tells us, it is convenient for us to put it in a farm cart and take it to
our place to work. They give us one unit, half a unit as per the requirement. Hence,
the people are safe, and the environment is very safe. It is a protected place without
any disturbance. That land is a part of it without any disturbance for human life,



livestock and agriculture. Therefore, | humbly request that permission be given

immediately for this quarry to take place. Thank you.

9. Thiru.Satish, Environment Protection Secretary.

My name is Satish. | am a petitioner to this assembly as an environment
protection secretary. Greetings to everyone who has come to the stage. | respect your
customs and cultural details. | agree with your opinions and legitimate problems. The
government should adopt this village to solve your problems immediately and release
more funds for sustainable development. New era employment opportunities should
be arranged immediately. | humbly request the high-ranking government officials to
provide permanent houses to the people nearby. This village should be
environmentally green and | request as the environment protection secretary. | also
request this owner to grow trees. Grow trees and save them. Here, Mr. Rajaraja
Cholan, Mr. D.G. Dhanapal, this owner should immediately give environmental
clearance without imposing any restrictions and | humbly request the high-ranking

government officials. Thank you.

10. Thiru.Ramalingam, A.N.Mangalam

On behalf of the beneficiaries, | humbly request the government to give us
permission to operate this quarry without any hindrance and to give us a good

opportunity to run it in a good manner.
11. Thiru.Venkatraman, Anuppur Village

Hello to the Revenue Divisional Officer, the District Environmental Engineer,
the police officers, the general public and government officials presented here. My
name is Venkatraman, Anupur. If this project comes, it will be very beneficial for the
village people, because | am saying that there are many opportunities for indirect and
direct employment. There are opportunities for indirect employment for 100 people
and direct employment for 50 people. In the current period, it is very difficult to extract
sand and river sand, so the government itself has said to produce M-sand, so when
we take it and manufacture it and do business, the infrastructure in the village will be
better. There will be opportunities for people from other villages to come and build
buildings and houses without much difficulty, and we will have the opportunity to get it
locally without any difficulty. If | want to say something else, the Panchayat tax and

professional taxes will go directly to that village. When the beneficiaries of this



company come and work, their income taxes will go to the panchayat as business tax
and panchayat tax for the company. Thus, since there is tax coming to the panchayat,
it will be very convenient for our panchayat to come and spend money for the people
of the village. Next, if | have to say, there is a responsibility for our CSR activities,
social enterprises. The expenses for that responsibility have also shown percentage,
and through that, we can take that cost in a good way for the people of the village. The
current situation is very difficult to do business, especially since this quarry business
has come, it is very difficult. At this time, | request the government to come and give

priority to this project. If this project comes, there is no objection, | welcome this project.
