Environmentalists

The District Environmental Engineer (DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Sriperumbdur welcomed the Sub Collector Kancheepuram, Government
Officials, General Public and NGO’s/ Environmentalists for the Public hearing and
informed that the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry by M/s.M. Dayalan
Rough stone and gravel quarry, S.F. No. 293/1B, 293/2A, 293/2B, 293/2C, 295,
300/1A(Part), 301/1A1B, 301/1A2(Part) &301/1A3B of Devariyambakkam Village,
Walajabad Taluk, Kancheepuram District. in an extent of 2.59.25 Ha attracts
Environmental Impact Assessment Notification 2006, as amended under the
category “B1” in the schedule 1(d) of the said notification. Furthermore, the DEE,

TNPCB, Sriperumbudur has also informed the following.

The State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA — TN) issued
the Terms of Reference (ToR) with a public hearing on 11.01.2025 for preparing the

Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) report for the said activity under the

Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 as amended.

The project proponent has submitted the draft EIA report to the office of the
District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur at Oragadam and
requested to conduct the Public Hearing Meeting for its proposed activity. In this
regard, Public Notices for this Public Hearing Meeting scheduled on 18.06.2025,
were published in Deccan Chronicle and Daily Thanthi Newspapers on 22.04.2025
with the approval of the District Collector, Kancheepuram. Further, Public
announcements have also been made via speakers in the surrounding villages about

this Public Hearing Meeting.

The District Environmental Engineer has added that the details of the
proposed project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study conducted
would be explained through a Power Point presentation by the EIA Consultant on
behalf of the Project Proponent. Furthermore, the DEE has requested that, after the
presentation, the public clearly state their name and village details, and then express

their views, suggestions, and comments on the project, either verbally or in writing,
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one by one. Additionally, he informed that the opinions and suggestions of the public
and environmentalists will be recorded and forwarded to the SEIAA-TN and

requested the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram to preside over the Meeting.

The Sub Collector, Kancheepuram has requested the Project proponent to
explain about the proposed stone quarry Project and the Environmental Impact

Assessment (EIA) study conducted to the Public.

Following this, on behalf of the Project Proponent, the EIA Consultant
welcomed the Sub Collector, District Environmental Engineer, Government Officials,
General Public and Environmentalists and then explained the Proposed stone

quarry Project and EIA study conducted with help of Power Point Presentation.

After the Presentation, the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram has requested the
Public to express their views / opinions either verbally or in writing by clearly stating
their names and villages. Accordingly, the Public have expressed their views and

opinions as follows.

1) Mr. V.Shesathri, Devariyambakkam Village:
He stated that the land surrounding the proposed quarry belongs to him.
however, his land will not be affected in any way by the quarry. Furthermore, he

expressed his support for the establishment of the proposed stone quarry project.

2) Mr.S.Ellappan, Thondanqulam Village:
He stated that the quarry had been in operation for the past 10 to 15 years.

However, it was noted that neither the village people nor the students in the village
had been affected by its operation. The quarry has been depended upon by
hundreds of families, and employment will be ensured not only for the villagers but
also for people from the northern states. He said that the stagnant water in the
quarry is used for the kurunkadugal which belongs to the village panchayat and it

seems very pleasant. Finally he welcomes the quarry.

3) Mr, Ajaykumar, Panjayat Chairman, Devariyambakkam Village.
He stated that the Executive summary and Draft EIA Notifications was

received by the District Environment Office on 24.04.2025 and that as soon as the
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information was received, the Panchayat office notice board and the ration shop,
library and public places were informed about this announcement on behalf of the
Panchayat. Further, he said that the circular of this report in Tamil and English wals
placed in the Panchayat office for public reference, and not only that, awareness was
also broadcast on behalf of the Panchayat through loudspeakers in all areas about
the proposed quarry project. He further said that the pamplet was distributed to the
public and signatures of approval were obtained, and that when he discussed it with
the public as the Chairman of the Panchayat, the public raised some demands.
Further he said that no objection has been received from the public against the
proposal of the quarry. in the meantime, the public has given some suggestions as
follows.

1. The district administration shall ensure that the quarrying activities do not
adversely impact the environment and the livelihoods of the residents in this
area in any manner.

2. The quarry vehicle should be is restricted for one hour each in the morning
and evening during the movement of school vehicles.

3. The road is occasionally impacted by heavy vehicles therefore, it is
recommended that maintenance and repairs be carried out on a weekly basis.
He also stated that three quarries are operating within the Devariyambakkam
panchayat limits, resulting in significant noise and air pollution in
Devariyambakkam village. He requested that the basic needs of the primary
schools operated by the panchayat be improved through CSR activities.
Despite making six requests since 2022, the necessary basic needs have not
yet been addressed using CSR funds. Therefore, he requested that these

issues to be resolved.

Then, the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram said that if any other members of the
public want to express their opinions, they could come forward to register their
opinion, views, and suggestion. Since, no others from the public came forward to
share their views, and invited the District Environmental Engineer to summarize the

meeting's proceedings.
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Then, the District Environmental Engineer has summarized and also informed
that the said views, suggestion and responses of the public are recorded through
videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority, Tamil Nadu along with the written representations received from the
Public.

Furthermore, the District Environmental Engineer informed that the
Proceedings of the Public Hearing Meeting will be made to be displayed at the
District Collectorate, Kancheepuram, Walajabad Taluk office, Devariyambakkam
Village Panchayat Office and Office of the District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB,

Sriperumbudur, and also in the TNPCB website of www.tnpcb.gov.in after the said

public hearing. Comments, if any, on the proceeding may be sent directly to the
regulatory authorities (Member Secretary, State Environmental Impact Assessment
Authority —Tamil Nadu / MoEF&CC) and the applicant concerned. Finally, the Sub
' Colléctor, Kanchipuram has thanked everyone who attended the meeting on behalf

of kancheepuam District Administration.
