The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu, Pollution Control Board,
Pudukkottai District has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur who
presided over the function. He welcomed the Tahsildar, Kulathur, other revenue
officials and other Government officials. He also welcomed the Proprietor of M/s.

~ and general public who were attended the Public Hearing meeting.

He also informed that as per Ministry of Environment & Forest, New Delhi
vide EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006, certain type of projects, public opinion has
to be obtained before the issue of Environment Clearance. He added that the
public notice informing the conducting of public hearing was published in The
Dinamalar & The New Indian Express on 13.05.2025. This public hearing was
conducted for M/s. S. Devendiran Rough Stone & Gravel Quarry with an extent of
2.28.0 Ha at S.F.Nos. 33, 34/3, 34/4, 34/5, 34/6 & 34/8 of Killukulavaipatti Village,
Kulathur Taluk, Pudukkottai District to obtain the views of public.

He also informed that the views of public would be recorded and it would
be forwarded to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority, Chennai

after getting approval from the District Collector, Pudukkottai.

District Environmental Engineer informed that M/s. S. Devendiran Rough
Stone & Gravel Quarry project proponent would explain about the project after that

~ the public could give their opinion either verbally or in writing about the project.

v She welcomed the gathering and informed that the Project Proponent
would explain about their proposed project outlay and Environmental Impact

Assessment studyi carried out through Power Point Presentation.

Power Point Presentation by the Project Proponent:

Thiru. Uma Maheswaran, Co-partner, Geo Technical Mining Solution,
Dharmapuri of M/s. S. Devendiran Rough Stone & Gravel Quarry has explained
about the details of the project outlay, Environmental Impact Assessment report and
Environmental Management Plan through Power Point Presentation. (Copy of the

detail is enclosed in Annexure -B).

District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer requested the public to register their
views on this project either verbally or in writing by giving their name and village

details.



Followed by this, Public Hearing process started.

1.Thiru. Aandar, Koppampatti
He introduced himself as Aandar from Koppampatti He thanked all the

officials and the public who came to the meeting. He stated that he has no objection
permit to operate the stone quarry. He registered his support for the proposed
project.

2.Thiru. Veerasingam, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Veerasingam from Koppampatti. He thanked the
government officials present at the meeting. He. stated that if permit to operate
quarry the public will get employment opportunities and there will be better economic

development. He registered his support opinion for the project.

3.Thiru. Karuppaiah, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Karuppaiah from Koppampatti.‘ He stated that
permission may be granted to operate quarry and the quarry owner is doing good for

the village. He registered his support opinion for the project.

4.Thiru. M. Selvam, Mohanur, Namakkal District

He started his speech by introducing himself as M. Selvam and he is from
Mohanur, Namakkal District. He informed that about 450 families were worshipping
Karuppar temple for four generations at Koppampatti. He said that once there was
government car track go to the temple but, now there is no path go to the temple to
worship of the god. Because, the quarry is operating there for about 30 years and
blocking the path. He requested the government officials and village people to
arrange them to provide a car track to go to the temple for worship. He thanked all

and he registered his views about the project.

5.Thiru. Pandiyan, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Pandiyan from Koppampatti. He stated that he is

willing to operate the stone quarry. He registered his support opinion for the project.

6.Thiru. Mathiyalagan, District Deputy Secretary, Vellakalpatti

He introducing himself as Mathiayalagan from Vellakalpatti. He stated that he

was the District Deputy Secretary. He applealed that the quarry owners had



. promised to give employment to 16 people only for local people and further he asked
them not to take other state employees as worker. He further added that local people
from Koppampatti and Killukulavaippatti only should give employment in the quarries
located in Koppampatti Village. He quetioned that the quarry work will be done
through machines or humans through association. District Environmental Engineer
has replied that this is not argument stage and your entire spoken view is being
video recorded. He is requested that your views will be registered by orally or written

form.

7.Thiru. Arivalagan, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Arivalagan from Koppampatti. He greeted Revenue
Divisional Officer, Tahsildar and Police officials. He added that he has no objection
permit to operate the Devendran stone quarry. He registered his support opinion by

saying that he full heartedly welcomed the stone quarry project.

8.Thiru. Kumar, Vellakalpatti

He stated that his name is Kumar from Vellakalppatti. He said that he has no
objection to grant permission to brother Devendran stone quarry. He registered his

support views for the project.

9.Thfru. Thangamani, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Thangamani from Koppampatti. He stated that more
jobs should be given to people by way of reducing use of machines. He registered

his support opinion for the project.

10.Thiru. Thilagar, Koppampatti

He said that his name is Thilagar from Koppampatti. He informed that he has
no objection to grant permission to operate Devendran stone quarry. He registered

his support views for the project.

11.Thiru. Pannirselvam, Vellakalpatti

He introduced himself as Pannirselvam from Vellakalppatti. He stated that he
has no objection to operate the Devendran stone quarry and accepts everyone and

also there is no short comings. He registered his support opinion for project.



12.Thiru. Muthukrishnan

He introduced himself as Muthukrishnan. He stated that he was an NGO and

he worried that he cannot speak in Tamil. He added he was late in the meeting. He
stated that where this activity was started and causing pollution to the surroundings.
He requested the stone quarry owners to do some development activities in the
nearby surrounding villages, since water is getting polluted. He added that the
arrangements should be made to provide drinking water. Also he added that 3000
tree saplings should be planted not only in industries but also in the villages. He
further stated that local people should be employed instead of other state
employees. For the local work to do to use local people and not to take other area
employees and also to use other people for technical works. He requested that
children’s education should be given more importance particularly elementary
schools in villages and uniform should be given to the school students. He registered

his views for the project.

13.Thiru. K, Thamaraiselvam, Koppampatti

He saying that his nhame is Thamaraiselvam from North Street, Koppampatti.
He said that he was working as watchman in Karuppar Kovil and the path go to the
Karuppar kovil is blocked for the past 10 to 15 years and people are suffering lot
because of it. He questioned that where is the path? and there is no path to reach
Karuppar Kovil. He added that a person from Chennai asked that he was a big man
in society causing sin he will come to the Karuppar temple if there is a situation that
the car upto reach temple only to worship of family deity or otherwise there is no
possible by walk go to the kovil. He also said that the kovil car track is blocked for a
long time due to quarrying activities. He requested that to provide alternate car track

to go to the kovil for the public use. He registered his views for the project.

14.Thiru. Inbasekaran, NGO, Arakkonam

He introduced himself as Inbasekaran from Arakkonam. He welcomed
Collector, Revenue Divisional Officer, District Environmental Engineer, Village
people, Government officials, Video camera man, Technical officers, Police officials
and Political persons. He said that people will get employment oppurtunity, economic
development, and stone jelly materials would be available at lower prices because of

this stone quarry. On behalf of the village people he requested that the Tamil Nadu



" Government to grant permission to this stone quarry. He registered his support
opinion for the project.

15.Thiru. Prabhu, Koppampatti

He said that his name is Prabhu from Koppampatti. He stated that the quarry
owner has given donation to temple works. Also he has given contribution to the
cement road in the village and sports development activities. Further he added that
he has done some contributions to educational developments. He stated that he has
no objection to establish the stone quarry in this village and he has given full support

to them. He registered his support views for the project.

Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur:

After that, the Révenue Divisional Officer, llluppur said that if any public has to
say any comments / opinion, they can inform. Then she said that the public hearing

meeting was closed as no one from the public came forwarded to say their opinion.
