District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer welcomed all the public hearing gathered to attend the
meéting which is being held on behalf of the District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board. Now, M/s. Dhanapal Limestone Quarry had applied to held this public hearing. As
per the Environmental Impact Assessment Report of 2006, it is mandatory to seek public opinion on
the project. Therefore, this public hearing is being held today. In this regard, already an
advertisement was published in the Dinamalar Tamil daily and The New Indian Express English
daily, both dated 30.11.2024. Copies of the Environmental Impact Assessment Report related to this
project were made available for public viewing one month in advance at the District Collector's
Office, the District Industrial Centre, and the Panchayat Union Office.

He further informed that a wide publicity was also made in this regard about the meeting on
30.12.2024 in Thennilai and its surrounding villages through loudspeakers, pamphlets and posters. A
copy of executive summary report in both Tamil and English regarding the project has also been
uploaded to the website of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board for public vicwing: He then
requested the District Revenue Officer to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer welcomed the public who attended the public hearing meeting.

He informed that the public hearing regarding M/s. Dhanapal Limestone Quarry to be established at
S.F.No. 806/5, 806/6 & 807/3, Thennilai Village is being conducted in accordance with Government
guidelines. He also mentioned that information related to this project has already been uploaded on

TNPCB websites. He has requested the public to express their views clearly and concisely, without



any hesitation. He assured that all the opinions and grievances raised in this public hearing meeting

would be submitted impartially to the government. The District Revenue Officer further informed

that the project consultant for the quarry would brief the project.

Environmental Consultant, Geo Exploration and Mining Solutions:

He said that all Departmental Government officials including District Revenue Officer and

District Environmental Engineer, Press Friends, Environmentalists and Police Officers are welcome

‘to participate in this Public hearing meeting. He explained the details of the proposed project as

He requested the public gathered in the premises to register their name along with address

and address their views regarding the project.



1. Thiru. Narayanasamy, Kurumbapatti:

‘Thiru. Narayanasamy has said that this quarry was stopped at the beginning of 2017. But
someone is saying that quarry was in operation. How can I accept that?. Even that quarry is not
operational now. I have worked in that quarry for 10 years. There is no way operate the quarry.
There is no tar road near this quarry. Therefore, it is my humble request that permission should be

given to this quarry under the legal laws,

2. Thiru. Mohanraj, Devarmalai:

Thiru. Mohanraj in his address he expressed his greetings to the District Revenue Officer who is
presiding over this public hearing meeting, the District Environmental Engineer, other social
activists and the public. If they are not following law, then do not give permi’ssion for it. He may
have made this comment without even knowing it. This is the truth. This is my opinion. The people

who spoke before us said what they said by going directly to the field and saying it through GPS.

‘These are May not be wrong. Even the Tahsildar also knows this. No one should call this a lie.
- We are truly speaking for the welfare of the society and the livelihood of the people. We do not have
any personal motives this company. There are different political parties. We all belong to one party.
But what we are all talking about whether there is any harm to fhe public and whether the quarry is
operating legally. Apart from this, we have no problem with anything else. As stated in the previous
project report, this quarry is 160 meters 531 feet above sea level and the groundwater level is 123

meters i.e. 400 feet above sea level.

In that way groundwater is available at 40 meters, i.e. 130 feet above ground level. But is the
groundwater available at 130 feet? Everyone in that area should investigate. Is there water at a depth
of 130 feet? The people of that area know very well. It is a hilly area so they know very well how
deep we still have to drill for water. They have given false information. They have stated that only
28 people were directly employed and 50 people were indirectly employed in order to prepare the

report.

That 50 people are mechanics, canteen operators. These are all accounts given to them for the
name sake. Out of those 28 people, 15 people are given as general workers. There is no chance of
that either. If we look at them as one generator, 2 compressors, 2 Ashok Leyland Lorries, a
supervisor, and a bomb expert, there are 15 people in total. So there is no chance of giving direct

employment to 28 people. I am saying that this is also information given to them for the name sake.

. They said that they have constructed a green belt on 700 square meters.. Is there any green belt
is planted? That is also false information. They said that a green belt will be constructed on 1500
square meters for 37 cents and that when the project is completed, it will be constructed on 2500
square meters for 55 cents. They are repeating this completely false information to the sake of eye

candy. They said we are doing by corporate welfare in 5 lakhs.

We are conducting a medical camp. They said we are conducting an eye examination camp. Our
Tamil Nadu health system is not capable of going to the field and conducting a camp. The

government is conducting medical treatment facility to their door step. They are all giving us such



false information. I am not saying that the ruling party or the opposition party is doing this. The
government is doing a project. They do not need to do it there. They are saying this to satisfy the
people for the sake of eyewash. They are not going to do that either. As I said earlier many

information is hidden in this project report and the Village Administrative Officer's report.

The Village Administrative Officer should give a complete report. If the Village Administrative
Officer has given a wrong report, legal action should be taken against the Village Administrative
Officer. Whether it is the previous Village Administrative Officer or the currently working Village
Administrative Officer, action should bé taken against him, If this quarry is going on even after the
deadline, the reason is only the Village Administrative Officer, He is the one who takes bribes and
gives permission for this quarry to operate. The truth is that he is acting as a pawn for the quarry

owners.

The Tahsildar is acting by taking .bribes from the unit owner. Therefore, this Village
Administrative Officer and the Tahsildar are the first culprits, Action should be taken against them. I
would like to inform you that only by taking legal action will the first step be taken to prevent the
illegal operation of the quarry. Similarly, there are residential areas in SF.No. 844 /2B, 2C, 2D near
this quarry. Similarly, there are residential areas in SF.No. 844/ 3A, 3B. Similarly, there are
residential areas in SF.No. 844 / 7A, 7B, 7D. Similarly, they have hidden the existence of a village
about 200 meters away from this quarry. There is a Panchayat road in the south side of near this

quarry. They have also hidden that. Therefore, permission should not be given to this quarry.

Mr. Iftar Mohammed, a partner of the company that owns this quarry, has given false

information. He is a one of the partner and he is a project coordinator. I am going to complain to the

. Quality Council of India for illegally preparing the project report without preparing it as per the law.
Legal action should be taken against this Iftar Mohammed.

A businessman is preparing a false report of another company as a second partner. He is cheating
the government by pretending to be a second partner and is acting illegally, against the people of the
country and environment. I request you to take legal action against him for his own benefit.
Therefore, you should not give permission to this quarry. The concerned Village Administrative
Officer and Tahsildar should conduct a field survey. Please, I am requesting to the public, I have no
personal enmity with the Talukdar Ilamparithi. If we complain that sand is being mined and sold
illegally in Palaviduthi village, He said that it is allowed. Why he is supporting to the quarry owner.
A man from Karur is stealing and selling the soil. Please take action against him, I am leaving with

my humble request that permission should not be given to this quarry.

3. Thiru. Rajasekhar, Taragampatti:

Thiru, Rajasekhar in his address has said that this project is a new project in Thennilai
village, Kadavur taluk, Karur district. We have already opposed the first project for the
Mr.Dhanapal’s limestone quarry project. It is true that we took photographs, There are four pits. It is
true that 2 cranes and a lorry were working in one pit. We have photographs for that. But which

mines are not running. Have they obtained permission? or not? We have not inspected. Out of 4



quarries, work is going on in only one quarry. We have sent only that to the concerned revenue taluk

officer who took photographs.

In the next 2 hours, he goes and conducts an inspection. He sends a GPS photo. There is
none of the work is being done. But according to the law, this company, while preparing the project
report, should keep real documents when you get permission. Why should hide the existence of
houses and roads. There is no register or village map. Our argument is why you are hiding
evérythiﬁg and getting permission. We have no problem with the owners of this quarry. There is a pit

with water 30 feet depth in that next to the road.

That water is not used for anything. But if there is the same water, a farmer can utilised for
his livelihood. That is our regret. Similarly, it rains only for 2 or 3 months. We get drinking water.
For the remaining months, we depend upon Cauvery Joint Drinking Water Scheme. So, since the
groundwater level has gone down, we do not have drinking water. It is not only this Dhanapal
Mihes; there are 2 mines here in Thennilai village, Varavanai villagé and Kadavur. All those mines
are operating illegally. You should get permission as per the law and do business. They show that
they are pumping water to prevent dust from ﬂyiﬁg. All this is not true The deficiency of 70 percent -
of the people is being fulfilled by any government. We are not speaking only for ourselves. We are
speaking for our future generations. There is a situation where a lot of space can be vacated and left.
[f a large company like Tungsten operates in Madurai, a situation has arisen where tens of thousands
of families will be affected.You should follow the law and attach all the documents truthfully. We
have no problem. You are making a fabricated plan and the Village Administrative Officer himself
signs it. I do not know to what extent this is true. The respected District Revenue Officer said that he

should not give permission for this project and said, "I thank you for giving me the opportunity."

4. Thiru. Nagarajan, Veeriyampatti:

Thiru. Nagarajan in his address, he expressed his greetings to the Honorable District-
Revenue Officer and all the members of the meeting. A public hearing is being held by the Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board to grant permission to a quarry belonging to Dhanapal in Survey No.
806/5, 6 and 807/3, Kadavur Taluk, Thennilai Village, Karur District. We would like to méke one
point through this Our area is completely affected by the continuous quarrying. The ground water

level is going down a lot.

~ We have submitted more than a hundred petitions to the District Collector, District Revenue
Officer, Mineral Resources Department, Pollution Control Board, and the Tahsild‘a.r of the Revenue
Department's taluk, demanding action against this, but no action has been taken on this petition, so
we are continuously going all over Tamil Nadu to protest against illegallquarrying in that area and

recording our demand.

We are also going to the courts in the next stage. As I said earlier, what guidance has been
given in the EIA report of this quarry. Thet are not followed. The owner of this mine has given false
information about everything that should be followed. No information has been given that should be
said. Also, why are we making this accusation in this quarry? If we have made an accusation against

a government department, they are filing a defamation case against them and demanding crores.



This Kadavur Taluk Officer, District Pollution Control Department, Mineral Resources
Department are all corrupt and making mistakes. On what basis are we saying that if hundreds of
petitions are given, then why is this department functioning? They are getting paid by the
Government. We are pointing out the mistakes and asking you to take action. Why could not we take

action? Last month, they were excavating sand from Mavathur Lake by using a JCP in 2 lorries.

Ten people blocked it at the same place and informed me. We immediately handed over to
the police on 29.04.2022, The news was being broadcast on the news channel and they released him
at 1.00 pm. We went and besieged the police station. They filed a case against us. There is no case
against those who illegally smuggled mineral resources. When they asked why they released us, they
filed a case against us. You can file as many cases as you want. We said first bring the lorry and file
a case. In the afternoon, a smuggling lorry came from Athikulathupatti. We handed it over to the
police too. There was no document for that lorry. We did not do anything special. But they illegally
released that lorry. This same farmer would have taken red soil from one garden and put it in the

next garden they would file a case against him,

We are expressing our pain and suffering. We have made many requests. When you continue
to ignore it, we are working from the field. Last month, we seized a stone crusher and a lorry from
an-illegal quarry in Sri Puthur. If the police, the revenue department or any other department did this,
why are we doing this work? So please, we reiterate the same thing. No quarry in Kadavur taluk has
obtained permission and is operating, Chettinad quarry is operating illegally. Here, a person named
Weppada Selvaraj has fenced 100 acres in the land register and has not written down the 50 cents

and 1 acre of the farmers there.

The pond there has been encroached upon, Every time, we say this on the farmers' grievance
redressal day. We have also said this in the last public hearing meeting held under the chairmanship
of the esteemed District Revenue Officer. We are also making demands. If we do not listen to it, one
day the people of this area will directly come to the field and we will point out these mistakes. We
* are not afraid of lawsuits and we think that we should go through the law. Condemn the departments
that are acting laxly. We will not just bass by. We will definitely come to the field one day and do it.
Take appropriate action. Similarly, Dalmia Cement Company has purchased more than 100 lands

from Waravanai to Melapuli village.

In the area adjacent to it is our varavanai side the lands of Oduwampatti farmers. It is not
possible to enter these lands. No work has started yet. But 5 years ago Weppada Selvaraj, adjacent to
the land called Dalmia, cut a part to such an extent that the cow could not go inside. Look at our
livelihood, are we going to watch someone create pressure on us and grab our land? All these
departments are watching with amusement. Please do not give permission to such companies.
Dhanapal Mines is operating illegally. In every public hearing meeting for the last 15 years, they
have promised to build a green belt. Why has it not been built for so long? Action should be taken
against these quarries that are operating illegally by continuously giving such information and
collecting compensation, I thank them for the opportunity and permission should not be given to this

quarry.



S. Thiru. Mohan, Sangigooshriyur:

Thiru. Mohan in his address, he said that permission should not be given to this Limestone
Quarry Because Thiru. Mugilan has said it more clearly than me. I have nothing to explain. He

himself has told us to ask the village. He said that this project should be rejected outright.

6. Thiru. Shanmugam Natarajan, Anti-Illegal Quarry Movement, Karur:

Thiru. Shanmugam Natarajan in his address he greeted District Revenue Officer who is
leading this public hearing Meeting and everyone present here. We have been saying this in various
meetings that 45 types of documents should be attached. Only if they are attached, pub‘lic hearing
meeting should be held. Otherwise, we have been saying that it should be canceled in'mor‘e than 150
public hearing meetings. In this public hearing meeting for the Dhanapal Quarry, only 5 types of
documents have been attached. The remaining 40 types of documents have not been attached. No

v village map or field map has been attached. Similarly, the Tahsildar's field inspection report, the
Village Administrative Officer's field inspection report, the Divisional Commissioner's field
inspection report, the Mineral and Mining Department's field inspection report are not attached.
Similarly, the Transport Officer's opinion letter is not attached. The Forest Officer's opinion is also

not attached. There is a rule that a public hearing should be held by combining all these.

Therefore, this public hearing should be cancelled. However, since this public hearing is
being held, we are in a position to express our opinion. This quarry should operate as per Section 36
of the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959. The government has framed the rules for
it. Is any quarry here operating as per the government rules? If not, then no. All the quarries are
operating illegally. We have surveyed the entire state of Tamil Nadu and sent some reports to the
SEIAA. On September 19, the public gathered at the SEIAA and said that permission should not be
given to a quarry, but you have given permission to that quarry in violation of various rules, so why
are you conducting this public hearing meeting? They have said that we are all being deceived and

that we will investigate in the future and give permission based on that.

Most people opposed thi§ Sekar Mines public hearing meeting on 2021. They have given
permission to the quarry despite various violations. The quarry is still operating even though no
permit has been issued. There is a rule that if a quarry is to operate, it must have a signboard. No
quarry that can operate in Karur district has to put up a nameplate. Only if it has a nameplate, we
know which quarry is operating and which is not. If it is a closed quarry, the law says that it must
have been completed with a wire fencing. But have any of the quarries been closed? No. They say it
was completed in 2016. But is that quarry closed with a wire fencing? No. That is why we cannot
find out which quarry is operating and which is not operating. That is why we are telling to the
Pollution Control Board. You should inspect the quarries without signs and arrange for them to be
installed. When we go and inspect, we will know which quarry is operating and which is not
operating. Similarly, if you look around this quarry, there are many violations. This quarry is in-
SF.No 806 and 807. There is a house in SF.No 806 on the village map. Similarly, there were houses,
residential plots, and permanent residences within a radius of 300 meters around this quarry when

we visited.



In such a situation, permission cannot be given to this quarry. When I examined it fhrough
Google Maps and the project report, there are more than 50 houses around the quarry. How can
permission be given when there are such houses? There is a water tank and a borewell in Alli Nagar.
In such a situation, permission cannot be given. Despite this, this quarry is operating. There is a rule
that it should be operated 50 feet away from the panchayat. But this quarry is not even 50 feet away.
Yet this quarry is operating. We went and checked.

If someone goes there unexpectedly, they will be die. Because they have said that the quarry
work should be carried out almost 30 meters away. But they have left only 5 feet. Not only that, they
have surveyed the terms of reference valid only till December, They say that they bought the terms
of reference only for 3 months before buying it. As they said in the project summary report, the land
environment, water environment, air environment, soil environment, bioclogical environment,
biodiversity environment and socio-economic environment will be affected. They have said.in a
project report how they will address all these. But if we look at the operation, no quarry has that

kind of operation. No green belt is being built. Blasting is not done for 1 to 2 hours.

Is it mandatory to use reed bombs. In Karur district alone, more than 10 people have died in
explosions, Are they insured for them? No. If more than 7 people work in a company, they are told
to come as company employees. But they are using them as daily wage workers. No protection is
given to the welfare of the workers. There are many potential threats to the biodiversity in this area,
Similarly, they say that only 10 tons should be carried on the road. But they carry 50 tons, 60 tons,
70 tons. If you go on that road by two-wheeler, you will fall. The roads are very bad. This quarry is
operating with many violations like this. The quarry that was already operating with many
violations. I don't know how they gave permission for that. As there are houses, plots, permanent
residences, water tanks, and a panchayat road within a 30-meter radius of the existing quarry,
permission for this quarry should not be granted at any time or for any reason. He said that if

permission is granted, he will take appropriate action as per the law.

7. Thiru. Seerangan, Sengulam:

Thiru. Seerangan has said that he is opposing the project of Dhanapal Limestone Quarry.
Because basically this quarry is not eligible to run a quarry in that place. Because there are
residential areas and roads within 50 meters around that place, basically that quarry is not eligible to
get permission and if permission is given, the livelihood and agriculture of the people of Thannilai

village will all go to waste. Therefore, permission should not be given to this project.

8. Thiru. R. Senthilkumar, Krishnarayapuram:

Thiru. R. Senthilkumar in his address has said that water and food are important. If water and
food pollute, we will not be able to survive. There are no opportunities. We, on behalf of the Naam
Tamilar Party, i strongly condemn the fact that we are devising a plan that disrupts the basic
livelihood of the people and disrupts all the basic livelihoods of the people to implement é this

project. We request that this quarry should not happen at this location.



9. Thiru. Gunasekaran, Vazhiyampatti:

Thiru. Gunasekaran in his address has said that he is the joint secretary of the Naam Tamilar
Party. There are houses and villages located approximately 1.5 kilometers from the place where this
quarry is ‘located. Many houses are cracking here. The vibrations are causing such effects. A
government should work for the people and not for some companies and some capitalists. The
majority of those who commented here have expressed their opinion that the project should not be
implemented. Therefore, considering the demand of these people, these projects should not be
ifnplemented in our area. We, on behalf of the Naam Tamil Party, are again and again urging that
permission should not be given to this limestone quarry. This area is completely an agricultural area.
If we lose our livelihood, we have no other option but to leave this place. "We have repeatedly stated
that if this land is to remain agricultural land, He said destructive projects that cause earthquakes and

pollute the environment should not be carried out there.

10. Thiru. K. Subburaman, Manavasi:

Thiru. K. Suburaman in his address he greeted everyone. If you give have a chance, run the
government, if you don't have a chance, somehow the rain water in that town will go to waste. You

should not bring water from Cauvery. Permission can be given to this quarry.

11. Thiru, E. Samsudeen, Thogaimalai:

Thiru. E. Samsudeen in his address has said that there is no objection for this quarry.

12, Thiru.P.Karikalan, Thogaimalai:

Thiru.P.Karikalan in his address has said that this project will be beneficial for the poor and
needy people. However, he said that he would like to request the government to grant permission for

Project 1 and 2 only under the government regulations.

13. Thiru. Yeluchamy, Manjapulipatti:

Thiru. Veluchamy in his address has said that when the water in the well dried up, we built a
deep well and farmed. During the last rains, my well collapsed. I asked the company to provide me
with some kind of natural disaster fund, as it would cost me more than one lakh to repair it. They
said that they cannot provide all this for life protection, only if the house collapses, and we do not
have that facility. Our family is too poor to farm. We can only do farming if we are given one lakh.
What should we do in this situation? The district administration should consider it. I request you to
provide financial assistance. The' groundwater is getting very dirty, which causes pollution. In our
village, we take 10,000 liters of milk to neighboring villages. They should inform whether it will
also be polluted and whether biodiversity related to goat, cow and poultry farming will be affected.
This project report does not fully state. I do not know whether the water level in the well will

decrease if the quarry is operated. He said that permission should not be given this project.

14. Thiru. Rahman, Karur:

Thiru. Rahman in his address has said that he objects the Dhanapal limestone quarry in the
public hearing meeting. The reason for my objection is that the Village Administrative Officer did

not provide any documents. They said that it affects the livelihood. Not only that, the milk
production of goats, cows and sheep decreases. It causes diseases. Therefore, they expressed their
opinion that permission should not be given to this limestone quarry. In the 2nd project, 28 people
have been employed, while in the 1st project, 25 people have been employed. It is clear that there
will be no work if the mine is built. Everything has become mechanized. Employment has
decreased. Everything is mechanical, as they said when a big explosion has occurred, they explode
very loudly. Sometimes they do not tell us the exact time. They keep a lot of explosives in the
quarry. A lot of damage will be caused by the exploding limestone quarry, We are telling you that

permission should not be given to the Dhanapal limestone quarry," he said.

15, Thiru. R.S. Mugilan, Tamil Nadu Environment Protection Movement Coordinator, Karur:

Thiru. R.S. Mugilan in his address has greeted District Revenue Officer, District
Environmental Engineer and all the government officials who are leading and conducting the
meeting, the farmers who are participating here with concern for the people and the soil, social
activists, quarry owners and all those brought by the owners, we extend our greetings andvbest

wishes to all on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Environment Protection Association.

. This quarry will be located in SF No. 806/5, 6 but there is a house in SF No. 806/4 of the
plot where this quarry will be located. This can be connected to the village administration office that
the government has given. This picture is shown on page No. 103. There is a house inside the
quarry's plot. Apart from that, as already mentioned, there is a village called Ayyan Nagaram ip SF
No. 844, 130 meters to the south side.

There are houses around. In the documents of the FMB, there is a house nearby. The house is
not there now because the quarryman has demolished it. Does that mean that the house does not
exist? If it is mentioned in the documents of the Revenue Department, even if it has been
demolished, a house can be built on that place again. Then it is an approved house. Since there is a

house in SF.No 806 and 844, permission cannot be given to this quarry as per the law.

Next to that they have given some activities for the vehicular traffic of the quarry. They have
said that Puliyur is 6 km away in the southeast and southwest and the national highway from Trichy
to Karur is 20 km away in the north. There is a road on the western side of the SF.No. 806, 807
where the quarry can be located. There is a carriageway on that road, According to the law, if there
is a carriageway or footpath, quarrying work should be carried out at a distance of 10 meters and 35
meters, respectively. Not even 5 feet from this carriageway. However, what the minor mineral act
rules say is that a public road is an artificially laid road that is not stable due to frequent use. If metal

and tarmac are laid, it will come from the carriageway to the public road.

Quarrying should be done 50 meters or 175 feet away from that public road. People from the
thennilai village have come here. There is not even a 5 feet distance from that tar road. Therefore,
this Dhanapal quarry should not be given permission according to the law. What they have said in
the mining plan is that an electricity connection runs in the western part of that quarry field. If the

electricity connection goes, there should be a 50 meter or 175 feet distance, and if the high voltage

of 450 voltage or high electricity tower or a wind farm, then a 300 meter distance should be left. The

Sekar quarry is within 300 meters, They paid money to get permission,

At that time, this quarry did not have a high electricity tower, there was no wind farm, but
they said that they were operating with a 50 meter distance from the electricity connection in the
western part.But in practice, everyone knows that the limestone quarry is operating just 5 feet away
from the electricity connection. We have visited it in peréon.At that time, permission cannot be
given to this quarry according to the law. There are houses, villages within 300 meters of the quarry.
There is a water reservoir 120 meters away.There should be a 500-meter gap to the tarmac on the
western side. But there is not even a 5-feet gap. Similarly, there is an electricity connection. There is
only a 5-feet gap to the carriageway.There is only a 5-feett gap to the electricity connection.
Therefore, permission cannot be given to the quarry.They cannot give it already. In the
environmental impact assessment report English and Tamil detailed report that they have already

given, there is no forest area of any kind within 15 kilometers around this quarry.

In the project description, it is stated that there is a Kadavur Devangu Sanctuary within a
radius of 15 km.Apart from that, they have stated that the Veerapur protected forest area is within 9
km.They have submitted this project report hiding all this.That is the truth; they got permission on
26.02.2022 But 3 months before that, the survey was conducted on December 21, February 21. This
survey is the fabricated survey. Not only that, the survey period is only 3 years, they conducted the
survey in December 2021. Now it is January 2025, Therefore, legally, holding a public hearing

meeting based on this survey is invalid.

Apart from that the officials and project designers ask us to give the latitude and longitude,
we will took at it and give it to arrange. Therefore, when giving a report for the implementation of
this type of project, the latitude and longitude of the boundary stone of all the quarries should be
included as per the boundary stone rule. Because only by showing it can we fully say how far away

the houses are as per the rule.

We request you to ensure that such mistakes do not happen in the future.l am near the quarry
and [ worked for 10 years and it is not working well, my friend said.It is not like the past. Today
there is something called Google once every 3 months it is updated. They upload all the places in the
world.Any place can be accurately viewed and taken. The designers of EIA have given it based on
that.So do not give wrong information like this. Because the picture you showed, the picture given
in the project report, it is as if the quarry was operating yesterday. We are talking with the concern of
protecting this land, people, country and future generations at the cost of our lives. You should not
say anything here for your own benefit because tell us everything with evidence.If any detail we can
give is wrong.File a case against us.There is already something called the Witness Act.We are

hanging ourselves because we are talking only after giving all the evidence.

This quarry is not according to the Minor Minerals Act, Indian Minerals Act and Indian Civil
Code. This quarry has violated all the rules and regulations and has sought for permission,
Therefore, permission cannot be given to the Dhanapal limestone quarry.One person can eligible
only runs maximum two numbers of quarries.He is already running 2 quarries. Permission cannot be

given on legal grounds. Tamil Nadu should not be destroyed by these people here and destroying
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this soil resource for someone to loot. Cement prices in Delhi are lower, Puliyur cement is cheaﬁer
in Delhi than here, why are there 2 District Magistrates for Ariyalur and Perambalur 2 District
Assembly constituencies? All the cement companics that can be found in India are located here.
With the concemn to regulate all this, this land, people, and life should not be destroyed. We will
continue to work so that this Tamil Nadu should not be destroyed by anyone looting it here. We will
face whatever comes for that. Action should be taken to ensure that the authorities act according to
the law. The District Revenue Officer should take action on the Tazildhars. The Village
Administrative Officer of Kuttapalayam has already written a letter saying that he has seen a
distance of 300 meters from the center of the quarry for giving false evidence. You have been
writing the TNPSC exam with difficulty. You are studying without any bribery. It is not our intention
to lose your job if a case is filed against you for the work you cannot do. But I would also like to
inform you that if you continue to point out and do not act against the land and people, action
against you will become inevitable. Permission cannot be given to this quarry in SF.No. 806, 807.
Whether it's Dhanapal, the head of the quarry permit, or the IAS officials, or the educated officials,

or the ones with doctorates.

Based on these evidences, permission can not be given to this quarry. On August 26, an
earthquake from Tiruppur to Aravakurichi occurred, Yesterday, in Madurai, Kallakurichi, 3 Richter
earthquake occurred. Due to the increase in the temperature, there are no schools for excess 15 days.
The Chief Minister has been complaining that climate change is not good. The most important
reason for all this is that violation of the rules. Hence, the permission for this quarry can not be
given as per rules and he concluded his speech by saying every officials should act according to the
rules,
