The public hearing was held on 10.06.2025 at 11.00AM at M/s.Lord P.C
Arunachalanadar Avudaithayammal Thirumana Mandapam, Door No. 1210, Poolavurani
Village, Sivakasi to Vilampatti Road (Poolavurani Bus Stop), Sivakasi Taluk,
Virudhunagar District under EIA Notifications, 2006 for the Quarry propo‘sal of M/s.
Dhavamani Jayaraman Rough stone quarry at S.F. No: 916/4A, 8 & 918/1, 2, 3, 4, over an

Extent of 6.65.00 Ha and M/s. P. Jeyaraman Rough stone quarry at S.F. No: 913(P), 914,



915/2, 916/3A, 916/3B, 916/5 & 917/2, over an Extent of 4.97.50 Ha located at Nathikudi
village,. Vembakottai Taluk, Virudhunagar District. The District Environmental Engineer,
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Virudhunagar welcomed the Revenue Divisional
Officer, Sattur, other government officials, all general public and project proponents who
have attended the public hearing. He informed that the public notices informing the
conduct of Public Hearing was published in “Dinakaran” and “The New Indian Express”
on 07.05.2025. He also informed that wide publicity was given about the conduct of public
hearing by circulating pamphlets in the nearby villages of the project site. Further, he
stated that the arrangements for the public hearing had been done as per the guidelines
issued under EIA Notification, 2006. Subsequently, the District Environmental Engineer
stated that the project proponent will make a detailed presentation on the proposed project
and requested the public to express their views after completion of the presentation. He
added that the written statements would also be received.

Further he stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the public will be
recorded through video graphy and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority, Tamilnadu.

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Sattur initiated the Public Hearing process.
Subsequently, the District Environmental Engineer requested the project proponent to
explain about their proposed project.

Then, the Environmental consultant of the project has made detailed presentation on the
project of 1) M/s. Dhavamani Jayaraman Rough stone quarry, 2) M/s. P. Jeyaraman Rough
stone quarry to the public along with Environmental Management Plan.

Further, the public has furnished their views with respect to the project as follows —

1. Mr. Mayilvahanam, S/o. Shanmugam, Village Nattamai, Nathikudi

He said that there is a Kanmoi named Sengulam kanmoi located at the southern side of
the proposed quarry site and stated that the quarrying operation should not affect the water flow
of the above kanmoi and the nearby agricultural lands. He also informed that the Sengulam
kanmoi is the major water source for the surrounding villages. Hence, permission may be

issued to the Quarry without affecting the nature of the Kanmoi.

.| Mr. Muthusamy, S/o. Muthaiah, Nathikudi

‘He informed that the Cheﬁgulam Kanmoi is Situated Betweeh the villages surrounding
‘namely Nathikudi, Subramaniapuram, Krishnapuram and Sivagamipuram, and the people
there are doing their farming by relying on the water supply from that Kanmoi. He further
stated that there were already 6 Numbers of water supply canals around this area, but now due
to the increasing number of quarries, the above 6 Numbers of water supply canals are no
longer available. Therefore, he informed that the people of Nathikudi and Subramaniapuram
villages are using the water supply from this Chengulam Kanmoi by constructing deep bore
wells. However, he informed that due to the insufficient rainfall, there is no water flow in the
Chengulam Kahmoi and the quality of the water has also changed and he also stated his
opinion in written statement and read it (A copy of the Written Petitions - 7 pages - Petition
No.13 & 14 is enclosed vide Annexure). Therefore, he stated that permission should not be
-given to this quarry in Nathikudi village. | '

3. Mr. R. Pandi, Nathikudi

He ;said that this proposed quarry site is located 500 meters away from odai and 1.5
kilometers from residential areas and 300 meters from water bodies as per the Mines & Mineral
Resources Act, and that this quarry will be established by following the Rules. He also stated
that such quarries have been operating in Nathikudi village for more than 20 years and whether
there was any impact at that time? (This caused a difference of opinion among the public). He
also said that the social responsibility fund that comes from establishing of such projects will
be utilized for developing road facilities and school facilities to the people. He also said that,
the owner of this quarry has already done many welfare activities for this village and that the
educated youth of the nearby villages have got employment opportunities due to this project.
He questioned to the public why there was no opposition at the time, and said that public
hearings were frequently conducted and licenses has been held and a license had been issued

for the quarrying operation in Nathikudi village for the past 5 years for various quarry projects.

4. Mr. Sonamuthu, S/o. Muthuramalingadevar, Néthikudi

He said that the project would cause a lot of damages to nearby surrounding and
huge noise generates from the already ,e’xisting quarries due to blasting operations in the
quarries and if we inform the owner regarding this noise nuisance. He said that we did not
blast it and asked to enquire the nearby quarry. He also said that the blasting would cause a

lot of noise and said that he had heard a Iot of noise while sitting at a tea shop in



Alangulam village in the Evenings hours and that the noise level of the blasting » .he
quarry was higher than the noise level of a blast if happens in a fire crackers industry,

hence the permission should not be given for this proposed quarry.

. Mr. Alagumalai, Subramaniyapuram.

He suggested that permission be given to this project with an assurance not to affect
the nearby water bodies. He also said that these quarries will provide job ppportunity for
the people of this village to work locally instead of going abroad and requested to grant

permission to this quarry.

. Mr. Muthuramalingam, S/o. Sakthivel, Nathikudi

Mr. Muthuramalingam has stated that there is already a water body in existing in
S.F.No. 917/2 and quarrying has already done in S.F.No.of 918/2,3 and sand has already
been extracted in S.F.No. 914/4A. He further stated that the owner of this quarry has
already constructed a road of up to one kilometer for the passage of heavy vehicles for his
~ own use. He further stated that he has already established a Bunker in S.F.No. 887 and has
encroached an Odai located in S.F.No of 808/3. He also stated that a gravel quarry is
already located in S.F.No of 915/2, but he stated his opinion that public hearing is being

conducted for this survey number ohly Nnow.

. Mr. Rajadurai, Advocate, Nathikudi

He said the operation of such quarries are harmful to the Environment and the public
also. And that after visiting the areas where such quarries are located, the road belongs
only to the quarry owner and the drivers. He said that heavy vehicles are causing a lot of
dust and that heavy vehicles carrying rough stone without proper safety measures and this
is causes a lot of damage to the Environment. Therefore, he requested that rough stone be
transported with proper safety measures and operated without polluting the environment.
The Government should take action against tilose who violate this. He also said that
quarries are using excessive amounts of explosives and extracting minerals beyond the
licensed quantity. Hence, he requested that a survey be conducted in all the quarries that
have already obtained permission and to ensure that the quantities of rough stone extracted

by the quarries, adhere to the quantity approved by the Government.



8. Mr. Balamurugan, Nathikudi

- He said that the blasting operations is being carried out at around 12 AM at night
times in the quarries and would cause damage to his nearby house and therefore requested

‘that permission not be given for the quarry.

9. Mrs. Kanagalakshmi, W/o. Muthuramalinga, Nathikudi

She said that if the advertisement / intimation regarding the conduct of Pubic

- Hearing for the establishment of this quarry was given a week in advance, many public
would have come and requested that the meeting to be held at Nathikudi Panchayat. She
also said that the loud blasting causes severe vibrations and cracks in the walls of nearby
houses. She also said that children are affected and that the agricultural land is affected due
to heavy dust. She said that since permission was already given to their quarry, the
agricultural land was affected and it is currently not possible to cultivate it. Therefore, she

said that permission should not be given to this quarry.

10. Mir. Marimuthu, S/0. Chellaiah, Nathikudi

He said that due to the operation of such projects/ duarries both the employees and
the owner will benefited. But there should be a justice for it. He questioned whether the
conduct of a public hearing in adjacent Taluk for a proposed quarry in his Taluk is
appropriate? He said that if a public hearing was held in the concerned village, all the
public would be able to express their views. Therefore, h¢ ‘requested that this public
hearing be cancelled. He also requested that the power point‘ presentation shall be in simple

manner as like stories, so that the pubic will easily understand.

11. Mr. Asokan, S/o. Alagarsamy, Kakkivadanpatti

He said that due to the establishment / operation of such quarries, problem arises in
using of the road and water bodies since 2013, and whether any actions have been taken to
rectify it till date. He said that, he had submitted a petition to the Mines Department on
24.12.2023 and the reply received was not satisfactory, and further no steps have been
taken to restore the encroached road in survey Nos. 845, 847 till date. However, he said
that there was no objection to the establishment of this quarry to be and requested that the
quarry to be established shall not disturb the path way leading to the nearby agricultural
lands. He requested that the Mineral Resources Fund be used to make arrangements to

pump the water in the well and fill it into the Chengulam Kanmoi.



12. Mr. A. Narayanaperumalsamy, State Secretary of Quarry Association

He said that this project is not proposed on Government land, but on own Paita land,
so permission can be given, and that the authorities should resolve the road and water
bodies problems. He also said that the country will be prosperous only if such quarries are
commissioned, and requested permission to be given for this project.

After that, since no one came forward to give view on the project, the Revenue‘
Divisional Officer, Sattur invited the public to offer their further more views if any. Even
after that, no one came forward to give any opinion. Finally, the District Environmental
Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Virudhunagar has narrated the proceedings of
the public hearing conducted and informed that the Minuies of the Meeting along with
Compact Disc consisting the entire videographed Public Hearing will be forwarded to the
SEIAA for further actions. He also thanked all and requested to furnish their views if any in

written of petitions.
