He has not sought
new permission for this quarry business which he is running a quarry for almost 25
years, for six times. He has been operating it at the same place. There is no bus
stand, school or place of worship at that place. In short, there is not even a
panchayat road there. Moreover, there are no government offices or any other
buildings within a 300 meter distance. The surrounding areas are agricultural lands.
He has been doing this business for the past 25 years without any harm or
disturbance to the public. Therefcre, there is no objection to granting permission for
this quarry. Since he has been operating this quarry with a license for almost 25
years at these places SF No. 409/1,409/2,409/3., there have been no incidents;
accidents or any cases at the police station at these places. Moreover, the farmers
around that quarry have gone to work in that quarry during no work in agricultural
times and earned their livelihood. Therefore, | have no objection to granting
permission for this quarry. | request you to issue a license to operate a quarry as

soon as possible.
