The District Environmental Engineer (DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Sriperumbdur, welcomed the Sub Collector Kancheepuram, Government
officials, the General public, and NGOs/environmentalists for the public hearing and
informed them that the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry by M/s.
M.R.Govindan, Siruthamur Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry, S.F. No. 331/4A,
- 331/4B, 331/5A, 331/5B, 331/6, 331/7A, 331/7B, 331/8A, and 331/8B of Siruthamur
Village, Uthiramerur Taluk, Kancheepuram District, in an extent of 1.76.50 Ha,
attracts Environmental Impact Assessment Notification 2006, as amended under the
category “B1” in the schedule 1(d) of the said notification. Furthermore, the DEE,

TNPCB, Sriperumbudur has also informed the following.

The State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA — TN) issued
the Terms of Reference (ToR) with a public hearing on 29.07.2024 for preparing the
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) report for the said activity under the

Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 as amended.

The project proponent has submitted the draft EIA report to the office of the
District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Sriperumbudur at Oragadam and
requested to conduct the Public Hearing Meeting for its proposed activity. In this
regard, Public Notices for this Public Hearing Meeting scheduled on 09.07.2025,
were published in New Indian Express and Daily Thanthi Newspapers on 03.05.2025
with the approval of the District Collector, Kancheepuram. Further, Public
announcements have also been made via speakers in the surrounding villages about

this Public Hearing Meeting.

The District Environmental Engineer has added that the details of the
proposed project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study conducted
would be explained through a Power Point presentation by the EIA Consultant on
behalf of the Project Proponent. Furthermore, the DEE has requested that, after the
presentation, the public clearly state their name and village details, and then express

their views, suggestions, and comments on the project, either verbally or in writing;
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one by one. Additionally, he informed that the opinions and suggestions of the public
and environmentalists will be recorded and forwarded to the SEIAA-TN and

requested the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram to preside over the Meeting.

The Sub Collector, Kancheepuram has requested the Project proponent to
explain about the proposed stone quarry Project and the Environmental Impact

Assessment (EIA) study conducted to the Public.

Following this, on behalf of the Project Proponent, the EIA Consultant
welcomed the Sub Collector, District Environmental Engineer, Government Officials,
General Public and Environmentalists and then explained the Proposed stone

quarry Project and EIA study conducted with help of Power Point Presentation.

After the Presentation, the Sub Collector Kancheepuram has requested the
Public to express their views / opinions either verbally or in writing by clearly stating
their names and villages. Accordingly, the Public have expressed their views and

opinions as follows.

1) Mr. Sivakumar, Arunkundram Village,

He stated that the public hearing was not properly communicated and
suggested that s_uch meetings could be convened at the respective village panchayat
or schools. Additionally, he expressed concerns that the quarrying activities are
adversely affecting agriculture, leaving insufficient space for grazing goats and cattle.
He further noted that quarry vehicles often exceed the permitted load limits, thereby
increasing the risk of accidents. Moreover, he pointed out that water is not being
sprayed on the roads to control dust. Finally, he stated that no stone quarry project is

required for Siruthamur Panchayat under any circumstances.

2) Mr.Selvam, Thindivanam:

He stated that there are thirty families dependent on the quarry, and that over
one hundred individuals are employed there. He emphasized that they support the

quarry because their livelihoods are directly dependent on quarries.
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3) Mr,Saravanan, Sirudhamur Village.

He stated that a request had previously been made to construct a fence
around the already completed quarries. However, this request was not acted upon,
thereby compromising the safety of goats, cattle, and other residents. Consequently,
he urged that appropriate measures should be taken to erect fencing around the
completfe‘df quarries. Additionally, he expressed concern that school students are
being adversely affected by the heavy influx of quarry vehicles and that the operation
of the quarry is impacting the surrounding forest area. He, therefore, requested that
steps should be taken to plant saplings to mitigate environmental damage.
Furthermore, he mentioned that the land has already been acquired for the eight-
lane highway, and land acquisition is currently underway for the Oragadam-Cheyyar
six-lane highway project, and he formally requested that the project be abandoned.
Lastly, he highlighted that vehicles originating from the quarry are carrying excessive
loads, which are generating substantial dust, and requested that water sprinkling be

done on the roads to address this issue.

Then, the Sub Collector, Kancheepuram, said that if any other members of the public
want to express their opinions, they could come forward to register their opinions,
views, and suggestions. Since no others from the public came forward to share their
views, they invited the District Environmental Engineer to summarize the meeting's

proceedings.

Further, the District Environmental Engineer has summarized the entire
meeting proceedings and also informed that the said views, suggestions, and
responses of the public are recorded through videography, and the same will be sent
to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority, Tamil Nadu, along with the

written representations received from the public.

Fuhhermore, the District Environmental Engineer informed that the
Proceedings of the Public Hearing Meeting will be made to be displayed at the
District Collectorate, Kancheepuram; the Uthiramerur Taluk office; the Sirudhamur
Village Panchayat Office; and the Office of the District Environmental Engineer,

TNPCB, Sriperumbudur, and also on the TNPCB website of www.tnpcb.gov.in after

the said public hearing. Comments, if any, on the proceedings may be sent directly
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to the regulatory authorities (Member Secretary, State Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority—Tamil Nadu / MoEF&CC) and the applicant concerned.
Finally, the Sub Collector, Kanchipuram, has thanked everyone who attended the

meeting on behalf of the Kanchipuram District Administration.
