The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the
District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and project
proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed M/s. Thiru.
V.Nagaraja Rough Stone Quarry, lease over an extent of 2.16.0 Ha at SF.No.

287/1, Venkateshapuram Village, Shoolagiri Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required to



get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority - Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the conducting of
Public Hearing was p'ublished in the Tamil and English dailies, such as, “Dinakaran”
and “The New Indian Express” dated 09.01.2025 and pamphlets regarding public
hearing was issued to the public of Venkateshapuram Village, Kuttalapalli Village
and Menasanadoddi Village with audio announcement through auto vehicle in and
around the villages. Further, he informed that the EIA consultant, representative for
the proposed project proponent would make a presentation on the project, after

which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority -

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagiri)
has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collector, Hosur has
requested the EIA consultant, representative for the proposed project proponent to
explain about their proposed Rough Stone quarry project through power point
presentation and requested the public to obtain necessary clarifications for their
doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.P. Gopinath, EIA Consultant, M/s. Eco Tech Labs Pvt Ltd,
Chennai of the proposed Rough Stone quarry project has made presentation about
the proposed Rough Stone quarry project to the public along with Environmental
Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public to express
their views and comments about the proposed Rough Stone quarry project.

The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:



1. Thiru. Prasanth, Venkateshapuram Village:

Thiru. Prasanth has said that there is no problem for operating this proposed
quarry. The quarry management should follow proper safety guidelines. He asked
them to cover the load completely with tarpaulin while transporting them from the
quarry also he requested the quarry management to control the dust by sprinkling
water at regular intervals on the quarry roads. Finally, he said that the quarry

should be operated by abiding the norms laid down by the government, failing

which he would object the quarry.
2. Thiru. Manjunath, Venkateshapuram Village:

Thiru. Manjunath has said that there is no problem for operating this
proposed quarry. He requested to give employment to the educated youth and
locals from this proposed quarry. He asked to control the speed of the quarry
trucks while passing in the roads and to cover the load completely with tarpaulin
while transporting them from the quarry. Finally, he requested the quarry
management to operate the quarry by following the norms laid down by the

government without affecting the public.
Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority —

Tamilnadu.

Further, 4 number of petitions were received on the M/s. Thiru. V.Nagaraja

Rough Stone Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.

Further, it is informed that there is no written representation was received in the
Olo.
