Welcome n iv Distri ironmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu, Pollution Control Board,
Pudukkottai District has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur who
presided over the function. He welcomed the Tahsildar, Kulathur, other revenue
officials and other Government officials. He also welcomed the Proprietor of M/s.
M/s. K. Nataraj Rough Stone & Gravel Quarry, Project Proponent, Press, NGOs and

general public who were attended the Public Hearing meeting.

He also informed that as per Ministry of Environment & Forest, New Delhi
vide EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006, certain type of projects, public opinion has
to be obtained before the issue of Environment Clearance. He added that the
public notice informing the conducting of public hearing was published in The
Dinathanthi & The Times of India on 30.11.2024. This public hearing was
conducted for M/s. K. Nataraj Rough Stone & Gravel Quarry with an extent of
2.86.0 Ha at S.F.Nos. 111/1B, 111/2, 115/9, 115/10 & 40/5 of Themmavur &
Killukulavaipatti Village, Kulathur Taluk, Pudukkottai District to obtain the views of
public.

He also informed that the views of public would be recorded and it would
be forwarded to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority, Chennai

after getting approval from the District Collector, Pudukkottai.

District Environmental Engineer informed that M/s. K. Nataraj Rough Stone
& Gravel Quarry project proponent would explain about the project after that the

public could give their opinion either verbally or in writing about the project.

Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur:

He welcomed the gathering and informed that the Project Proponent would
explain about their proposed project outlay and Environmental Impact Assessment

study carried out through Power Point Presentation.

Power Point Presentation by the Project Proponent:

Thiru. Gobinath, Senior Environmental Engineer, Eco Tech Labs Private
Limited, Chennai of M/s. K. Nataraj Rough Stone & Gravel Quarry has explained

about the details of the project outlay, Environmental Impact Assessment report and



Environmental Management Plan through Power Point Presentation. (Copy of the
detail is enclosed in Annexure -B).

District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer requested the public to register their
views on this project either verbally or in writing by giving their name and village
details.

Followed by this, Public Hearing process started.

1. Thiru. Veerasingam, Ex Panchayat President, Koppampatti
He introduced himself as Veerasingham, Former Panchayat President,

Koppampatti. He informed that the quarries have been operating in Koppampatti
village for about 35 years. Due to this, the livelihood of the people is improving. He
registered his support opinion by stating that he has no objections to granting
permission for the quarry.

2. Thiru. Aandar, Koppampatti

He started his speech by introducing himself as Aandar from Koppampatti. He
said that the quarries were in operation for about 40 to 50 years. Generally, there is
pollution here. The dust, smoke affects the children. The water here is polluted and
the flow of the water decreased. He added that please see his house, the clay roof
tiles of his house are damaged and his house was damaged. He added that the
temple, the school are damaged. There is no path to the temple, public transport and
agrilands. Everything is affected here. Nothing is true here. He said that no quarry is
needed for Koppampatti whether it is in government land or patta land. He also
added that it is very disruptive. It affects the transportation. The cattles cannot go
and come. We cannot go to the agrilands. Everything is blocked. He informed that
people here are in great distress. Generally, it might look good but there is no need
of quarry. He added that there is no need whatever type of quarry in Koppampatti.
He asked that to look at his built house and it seems many cracks. It may fell at
anytime. He told that he live in that situation. He also said that he protested many
times and conducted road roko agitation for against the quarry five times and filed a
case but no action has been taken so far. He registered his objection opinion against

the project.



3. Thiru. Manikandan, Koppampatti
He started his speech by greeting everyone who came to public hearing

meeting. He said that his name is Manikandan. He added that the quarries were
operating there for past 30 to 35 years. But the people are not achieve any
development. He also said that the cattles were very much affected and the water
was polluted. He informed that for about 15, 20 years there was employment to
people. The people were employed and they earned from it. But now, they bought
machineries so the people could not earn. He added that people went to other towns
in search of jobs. If they went in the beginning by now they would have made on
their own way for living. Today, less employment opportunities for here. He said that
only four or five people get income and he appears that others are not get income.
All are going on the way of drinking water pond and had no maintenance and no one
can do anything. People are suffering from water scarcity. He told that he has a
concern about people getting benefits from quarries by breaking stones. He does not
want any quarries use machineries. He added that if you want quarry, make people
come and break the stones in the quarries and they would earn, that is my concern.

He thanked and registered his opinion about the project.

4. Thiru. Muruganandam, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Muruganandam from Koppampatti. He said that he
drives a compressor vehicle so that he wanted a quarry and registered his support

opinion for the project.

5. Thiru. Poopandian, Koppampatti

He started his speech by saying that there was no benefit to this village from
the stone quarry. It is well known to the government officials who came here. He
stated that permission given to the all government stone quarries operating in the
patta land. He gave petitions many times and did many things. He added that the
officials know all that, but there was no action. But for this, public hearing is
conducted and he welcomed the officials. He stated that it seems that one part of the
village was destroyed and no one goes that area. This area became dangerous. He
asked whether the officials visit the site. He further said that people are saying that
the officials are become here but he don't know about it. He said that a Karuppar

temple is located to the northern side of the village, but it has no road facilities. The



people visiting temple by cars and two wheelers are going through agricultural land.
They cannot be stopped by fighting with them. He asked for a solution to this issue.
He requested that it will be good if solution is provided. He added that there is a
drinking water pond located from which the village and the neighboring village took
water from the pond for drinking purpose. The dust fell into the pond. The soil from
the stone quarry is dumped along the edge of the pond and that soil collapses and
fell inside into the pond. Further he said that the people present here are not
questioning them because of fear. That many people came here for asking, and
speaking but no one has the courage to ask it. He added that little thinking in the
mind that there is no benefit to the village. It may be 35 or 40 years we didn't know
exactly but there is no good thing happened to this village. He told that many
peoples are suffering from kidney damage in the area but if we travel 5 or 6 km even
90, 95 aged people are there. But in this village people of age 40, 50 are died and
many people are doing dialysis. They are taking medicines but no one was cured.
He questioned how the people living around 2 to 3 km from this village only were
affected. No one knows about it and government officials were not looking into it. He
added that the Panchayat president, the Ex-Panchayat president was not asking
about this and they does not know anything about this. He thanked and registered
his opposite opinion about the project.

6. Tmt. Mahalakshmi, Koppampatti

She introduced herself as Mahalakshmi from Koppampatti. She said that she
is the wife of Ex- Panchayat president. She is operating a rough stone quarry and
given jobs to 10 to 15 people and not without giving work. She added that the
opinion of other people saying that machineries become is correct. The other people
who opposed machineries, have operating rough stone quarry through self-help
groups. She asked how she will survive. She said that they have given works to
atleast ten people when they were operate quarry. So she needs the quarry and
having no agricultural lands. She told that village depends on this quarry for their
living. The compressor, tractor vehicle owners depends on this quarry. She added
that everyone is doing this business. They are saying their opinion and we are

saying our opinion. She registered her support opinion for the project.



7. Tmt. Kavita, Koppampatti
She introduced herself as Kavita from Koppampatti. She informed that she

was survived by breaking stones in the quarry. She make all children to study. She
added that they have built temples in their villages and chariots were operated. They
did everything from the quarry. They helped many children and schools. She said
that they want to educate their children and she must need quarry. She registered

her support opinion for the project.

8. Tmt. Chinnathal, Koppampatti _
She introduced herself as Chinnathal from Koppampatti. She stated that she

was survived by breaking stones so far. They all worked in the quarry. Now only they
used machineries to break the rocks. She added that, she requested quarry at
present. Only if she worked in quarry and she can able to educate her all childrens

and then only she can look after herself. She registered her support for the project.

9. Tmt. Amuda, Koppampatti
She introduced herself as Amuda from Koppampatti. She informed that she

need quarry. She rely on quarry for educating all their children. She said that her
husband went to other town for job since there was no job here. Further she added
that if quarry is operated in this area and her husband will work here. She registered

her support opinion that they need stone quarry.

10. Tmt. Pandi Meena, Koppampatti
She introduced herself as Pandi Meena from Koppampatti. She said that

since her childhood, her father Was working in a quarry. Now, she educated by her
father and also, he will look after her brother’s studies. She registered her support for

the project by saying that they need stone quarry.

11. Thiru. Balaiva, Koppampatti

He started his speech by saying his name is Balaiya from Koppampatti. He is
driver. He said that he can earn only when the quarry is operated. House can be built
only if there is Jelly. Even if government has given the house, how can one built it
without stone jelly, he questioned. He cannot buy jelly from outside. He registered

his support opinion that he want quarry.



12. Thiru. Murugesan, Koppampatti
He introduced himself as Murugesan from Koppampatti. He stated that the

quarries should not use machineries for breaking stones instead people should be
employed for breaking stones like old days. The Karuppar koil has no path. They
cannot do agriculture since there is no path. He asked them to rectify these. Further
he added that the permission can be given to quarry only if they give work to people
like old days to break the stones by manual for their people can make a living out of
it livelihood. He registered his opinion for the project.

13. Thiru. Arivazhagan, Koppampatti
He started his speech by saying that his name is Arivazhagan from

Koppampatti. He said that he had no objection for giving permission to
Thiru.Sasikumar and Thiru.Natraj stone quarry. He stated that he worked as a labour
for about 10 to 15 years. Now he owns 10 to 12 lorries and these lorry drivers
belongs to the local village. He said that about 15 families depends on him for a
living and also he depends on them. He added that all environment is good and
there is no broblems. He said that if local quarries are operated then only quarried
stones will be prosperous can be easily transported. Further he added that we have
crushers and quarries and without getting any benefits from these and no benefits for
long way for going to Pudukkottai or Viaralimalai. He registered his support opinion
by saying that he has no objection to operate the quarries and requested to grant
permission to both stone quarries.

14. Thiru. Govindaswamy, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Govindaswamy from Koppampatti. He stated that he
has no objection to operate the stone quarry. He added that only if the quarry is
operated many people will get job and will grow. The village will also develop and he
registered his support opinion for the project.

15. Thiru. Prabhu, Poochikudivayal

He started his speech by saying his name is Prabhu from Poochikudivayal.

He informed that he was a JCB operator. There are 20 to 30 persons working as
JCB, Hittachi operators along with him. Also many people from nearby villages and
Koppampatti village were working in the crusher. Almost 50 to 100 persons were

working. He added that they will get job only if stone quarry is operated. He



registered his support by saying that to grant permission for the stone quarry.

16. Thiru. Prabhakaran, Koppampatti

He informed that his name is Prabhakaran from Koppampatti. He is working
as a manager in a crusher. He told that his father worked in a crusher and he studied
by his father and now he was also working in a crusher. The people in the village
making a living by using many stone quarries. He registered his support opinion by

stating that we need stone quarry in this area.

17. Thiru. Veerakumar, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Veerakumar from Koppampatti. He stated that he
working as a operator in a crusher. He said that he was jobless for two years, since
the crusher is not operating. He borrows money from outside on interest and
manages with it as his stage. He added that only if stone quarry is permitted, he will
manage his family. He further stated that he do not have a single rupee, definitely we
need stone quarry. Everybody was good earning from stone quarries. Everything
was going good. He added that definitely we need stone quarry. He can manage his

family only if stone quarry is operating and registered his support for this project.

18. Thiru. Kamaraj, Koppampatti

He introduced himself Kamaraj from Koppampatti. He informed that the stone
quarries were operating well for about 35 years in this village. Now, for about four or
five years, the quarries were not operating well. He added that before 25 years ago
people called Koppampatti as Singapore. People got employment to that extent. He
told that only people were employed for loading & unloading of jellys and breaking
rocks. He added that his opinion is to reduce the work of machines to break rocks
and request to give more employment to the people to break the rock directly. He

registered his support opinion by saying that he has no objection to operate the
quarry.

Revenue Divisional Officer, lluppur:

After that, the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur said that if any public has to
say any comments / opinion, they can inform. Then he said that the public hearing

meeting was closed as no one from the public came forwarded to say their opinion.

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the public could
submit their comments in writing at the office of the District Collector or the Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board, Pudukkottai office. The District Environmental
Engineer thanked the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur for presiding over the
Public hearing meeting and the other Government Officials for attending the
meeting and also he thanked the Proprietors of the stone quarries, Workers,
Project Proponent, NGOs, Press reporters, Police officials, social activists and

general public who were participated in the Public Hearing Meeting.
