The public hearing was held on 08.04.2025 at 11.00AM at M/s.Sri Renugadevi
Thirumana Mandapam, Door No.1/ 161, Mangammal Salai, Sengundrapuram Panchayat,
Virudhunagar Taluk, Virudhunagar District under EIA Notifications, 2006 for the Quarry
proposal over an extent of 3.25.5 ha - M/.G.Pandurangan Rough Stone And Gravel Quarry,
S.F.No. 84/1(P), 85(P), 86/1, 86/2, 87/1, 87/2, 88, 109/2, 109/3a, 109/3b, 110/1b, 110/2b(P) &
110/2¢(P) of Sengundrapuram Village, Virudhunagar Taluk, Virudhunagar District. The
District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Virudhunagar .
welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Sattuf, other government officials, all general
public and project proponents who have attended the public hearing. He informéd that the

public notices informing the conduct of Public Hearing was published in “Dinathanthi”



and “The Times of India” on 26.02.2025. He also informed that wide publicity was given
about the conduct of public hearing by circulating pamphlets in the nearby villages of the
project site. Further, he stated that the arrangements for the public hearing had been done
as per the guidelines issued under EIA Notification, 2006. Subsequently, the District
Environmental Engineer stated that the project proponent will make a detailed presentation
on the proposed project and requested the public to express their views after completion of
the presentation. He added that the written statements Would also be received.

Further he stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the public will be
recorded through video graphy and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority, Tamilnadu.

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Sattur initiated the Public Hearing process.
Subsequently,'the District Environmental Engineer requested the project proponent t0
explain about their proposed project.

Then, the Environmental consultant of the project has made detailed presentation on the
project of M/.G.Pandurangan Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry to the public along with
Environmental Management Plan.

Further, the public has furnished their views with respect to the project as follows —
1. Mr. Muthukumar, Sengunrapuram

He stated that there is currently no disturbance caused by Mr. Pandurangan’s quarry
operations to the people of Sengunrapuram. He added that gravel is available at a cheaper
price due to the quarry, and Mr. Pandurangan is also contributing welfare activities for the

panchayat and the public.

7. Mr. Munichamy, Vadamalai Kurichi

He said that the quarry causes no harm to his village. It provides easy access to stone,
gravel, and sand for construction. Instead of buying materials from far away, it's easier to

procure locally. Hence, he fully supports the quarry project.

He mentioned that the quarry operates beyond 300 meters from his place, and hence

there’s no impact. It helps them obtain construction materials at affbrdable rates.
