 The public hearing under EIA Notification, 2006 for the proposed project of
Thiru. R P Rahul, Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry over an extent of 4.99.39 Ha
in S.F. Nos. 719/1(Part), 720/1(Part), 720/2, 720/3, 720/4, 720/5, 720/6, 720/7,
720/8, 720/9, 720/10, 720/11, 720/12, 720/13(Part) and 720/14(Part) of Vadakku
Ariyanayagipuram-II Village, Cheranmahadevi Taluk, Tirunelveli District was
conducted on 27.08.2024 at 10.00 A.M.

District Environmental Engineer(FAC), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tirunelveli welcomed the Sub-Collector, Cheranmahadevi, Government
officials, public, and industry representatives who have attended the Public
Hearing. She informed that the arrangements for the public hearing had been
done as per the guidelines issued under EJA Notification 2006. She also stated
that the views, suggestions and queries of the public will be recorded through
videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Tamil Nadu.

Then the Environmental consultant of the proposed project has made
detailed presentation on the project of Thiru. R P Rahul Rough Stone and Gravel

Quarry to the Public along with Environmental Management plan by Power Point

Presentation.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer (FAC) has requested the public
to express their views on the project orally or in writing and also informed that the

public views are recorded and will be sent to the government.

Subsequently, the public has started expressing their views with respect to
the project as follows.



1. Mr. Arul Rajan - llanthaikulam:-

He said that there is no job opportunity in our town, no agricultural industry
and our survival is due to this quarry. It is because of this quarry work that we are

able to educate our children.

2. Mr. Paul Xavier - llanthaikulam:-

| have educated my 3 daughters by working in this quarry. My daughter
has completed her B.A in 3 years with the salary earned from working in this

crusher.

3. Mr. Pariraj - llanthaikulam:-
I am working in this quarry. My family is running on the salary that | used
to work in this quarry. People from the neighboring town come to work in this

quarry and there is no harm from the quarry.

4. Mr. Anthony Raj - Thalarkulam:-
| am working in this quarry. My livelihood comes only through this quarry -

and | request you to ensure that this quarry runs continuously.

5.-Mr. Shanmugam - Ambasamudram:-

More than 1000 people are employed in this quarry. | am a driver. There is
no guarantee of life for Tamil Nadu drivers if they go outside.If you work in a

quarry near the city, you can stay with your relatives and family. So we need this

quarry.

6. Mr. Robinsingh - Singamparai:-
| have studied EEE. There is no job opportunity suitable for my studies. So

| am going to this company. It is convenient to run my family.

7. Mr. Murugan - North Ariyvanayakipuram:-

| have studied diploma electrician. | am married and was jobless for a
year. After coming to this quarry, | got a job. He has not worked anywhere for a

year he said.

8. Mr. Selvakumar - Cheranmahadevi:-

He said when taking soil in a stone quarry, soil should be taken layer by
layer. Itmakes people climb from the bottom to the top. Also, many accidents are
happening so qualified drivers should be employed. This is the owner's job.
Thirdly, the poor people in this town should be given jobs.

9. Mr. Chenbagam - Ariyanayakipuram:-

| have completed Diploma in Electrical Engineering. | have worked in all
the companies around.l got salary of 10000, 9000, 8000 in all companies. After
joining here | am getting expected salary. This quarry is the reéson for my living
without difficulties. He said that as another quarry is coming the educated youth

around this town will get jobs.



~ 10. Mr. Francis Xavier - Singambarai:-

He said, | have worked in_many places. Working here in the quarry is
relaxing and earns good income. Quarry is a source of livelihood for many
people. No one is disturbed by the quarry. This quarry has improved our
livelihood.

11.Mr.Navaneethakrishnan- :

| have been working outside for ten years. This quarry will give me a job
opportunity and live happily with my children in my hometown. So | welcome this

Quarry.

12. Mr. Balakrishnan - North Ariyvanayakipuram:-

Many youths of our village work in this quarry. | was jobless in Chennai for
ten years. | am taking care of my family by coming here and working as a driver.

We must have this quarry.

17. Mr. Issakkipandi - Arikesanallur:-

4 | have been driving for ten years. It feels good to see family. It will be good
if this quarry comes.

18. Mrs. Arockiya Varuvel:-

My husband works in a quarry. | have three children. If we leave this job

now, we have no choice. So the proposal of this quarry should be accepted.

19. Mrs. Ramalakshmi - Mukkudal:-

| come to work by bicycle. Even for making beedi we are not paid as much

as we deserve. There is no job opportunity anywhere else. | have been working



here for more than 2 years. | have paid all my debts by working here. It is

because of this quarry that we are at peace. We need this quarry.

20. Mr. Varghese - llanthaikulam:-

| used to stay outside this village and do construction work. | come to town
only once in a month. It is good to work nearby only after the arrival of this

quarry. Having a quarry helps us. So we definitely need this quarry.

21. Mr. Mariyappan - Odaimarichankulam Village:-

If educated people come to this quarry, there is a job opportunity. | give
my full support to this quarry.

22. Mr. Daniel Dhinakaran - Odaimarichan:-

There is no disturbance from this quarry. There is job opportunity only

after the arrival of this quarry.

23. Mr. Jesu - llanthaikulam:-

| have completed B.Com. | stayed outside and worked. It takes 2-3 days to
come home for vacation. You can't come to your hometown when you want. If

quarry comes, we will get a job in our hometown. | support the arrival of this

quarry.

24. Mr. Durai - Veeravanaliur:-

Establishment of similarquarries will provide employment opportunities to

the youth. So I fully support the coming of this quarry.

25. Mr. M. Ganesan - Velarkulam:-

| worked for seven years in Seshasayee Mill. There is no sufficient
income. | am working in KKM crusher since 2 years now. | am earning enough. |
am also paying off my debt. As far as KKM is concerned, there is no risk and no

environmental pollution. So KKM should continue to grow prosperously.

26. Mr. John Peter - Singamparai:-

My family is living only because of this quarry. | have no other income.

27. Mr. Arun - Kaakkanallur:-

| think it will be good if this quarry comes. 200 people like me suffer in

other towns, better let us suffer in our hometown. So we think that everyone
wants this quarry. They do it right without harming the environment. No one is
harmed by the quarry, the whole town is benefited. So | request that Quarry is
required. |

28. Mr. Selvaraj - Suthamalli:-

As R.P.Rahul Quarry starts there is a lot of job opportunity for the youth.

So | request the Sub Collector Sir to give permission to allow this quarry.



29. Mr. Murugan - Arivanayakipuram:-

I am selling leaf bundle only. Only 3 bundles are sold. This will affect it.

30. Mr. Muppulipandian - Kakanallur, Ambasamudram:-

| am 30 km away. | am working in Chennai. This quarry provides
employment to 200, 300 people. This quarry is there without any impact to the
nearby town. So | welcome this quarry. "

31. Mr. Muthupandi - Kovilkulam:-

This quarry is 25 km away from us. 500 families have livelihood due to this

‘quarry. Therefore, this quarry is needed.

32. Mr. Michael Raj - Veeravanallur:-

| have been working in Quarry recently for 3 months. Water is sprayed 3-4
times in this quarry to keep dust from flying. Peoplye ‘'who come to work are
properly given food for 3 times.Medical expenses are also taken care of. No harm

from the quarry. They pay according to the job. So livelihood is good.

33. Mr. Michael Anthony - Singamparai:-

| have 2 girls and 1 boy who is not walking; Here | am working in this

quarry and there is no disturbance from the quarry. Must have this quarry.

34. Mrs. Jennifer - Singamparai:-

It has been 2 years since | joined this quarry. Working in this quarry
makes it easier for my children to study and support the family. If you support the

coming of this quarry, you will get employment. It will be easier to run the family.

35. Mrs. Barberal - llanthaikulam:-

If we want to go to work, we have to go to Tirunelveli. If the quarry comes
nearby, we will get good work. | have small children and it would be easier to go

home early. So, | request you to have this quarry.

36. Mrs. Rajathi - llanthaikulam:-

There is no company nearby. We have to go to Tirunelveli for work. It is

difficult to go to Tirunelveli leaving small children. So | support this quarry.

37. Mr. Isakiraj - Thalarkulam:-

| have been a lorry driver for ten years and there is no proper wage. Now

my family is happy and relieved as | work here in this quarry.



38. Mr. Vellapandi - Melakuniyoor:-

[ was working in Chennai and was struggling a lot. | came to town and
looked for work in many places. They provided work. My family is fine. My son is
studying IT and it also helps to pay for his studies. We don't have any other way

to survive.

The details mentioned in the complaint are as follows:-

The proposed quarry of 4.99.39 ha in North Ariyanayakepuram Part 1
Village in Cheranrhahadevi Taluk, Tirunelveli District. Public hearing rheeting for
rough stone and gravel quarrying in the area will be held on 27.08.2024.
Mr. Rahul already has a quarry in that village. If the permission granted to start
one more quarry in the area the environment will be damage and also it will
cause environmental damage and the groundwater level will also be affected.
Also there is a pohd near the quarry which is used by the people of the village

and therefore it has been suggested to cancel the public hearing meeting for the

quarry.

At the end of the meeting, after receiving the total number of 74 petitions
(supporting petitions 74 and objection petitions has not been received) given by
the public in written form to the Sub Collector, Cheranmahadevi. The District
Environmental Engineer thanked all the bublic who remained silent till now and
voiced their opinions. The meeting was concluded after informing that all
comments of the public have been recorded and the recorded comments will be

sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA).
