The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Coimbatore South has welcomed the District Revenue Officer, the public and the quarry
owners According to the 2006 Environmental Impact Assessmént Notification of the Ministry
of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, it is necessary to obtain prior environmental
clearance for 8 types of industries, and while obtaining such prior environmental clearance, it
is a rule to hear the views of the public and record it and submit it to the State
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority. Accordingly, he informed that the details of this
public hearing meeting had already been published in the Tamil and English dailies,
Dinamalar and The New Indian Express respectively on 22.04.2025 and the Environmental
Impact Assessment Report and Project Summary were placed for public at the necessary
Government offices. Further, the information about this meeting has been announced
through Flex boards at two prominent places in the village and handouts have been
distributed to the publicThe photographs of which are given here. He further informed that on
behalf of the quarry owners, the project consultant will explain the details of Rough Stone
and Gravel Quarry to the public and after that, the public will be asked to record their views
regarding the project. The entire hearing is recorded and audio and video recorded and the |
proceedings and notes of this meeting will be Submitted to the Tamil Nadu State

Environmental Impact Assessment Authority.

The District Revenue Officer inaugurated the public hearingmeeting and said that the
purpose of the meeting is to record the environmental comments raised by the public. The
project consultant of the rough stone and gravel quarry project gave a presentation on the

proposed ordinary rough stone and gravel quarries.

Following ihis, the Environmental Impact Assessment Consultant of the Rough Stone
and Gravel Quarry, Mr. M. Sheikh Nawas, Geo exploration and Mining Solutions Salem,
welcomed everyone and gave a detailed explanation through a video presentation about the
proposed Rough stone and gravel quarry project and the environmental management plan to

be implemented during its operation.



Then, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Coimbatore
South, said that the public's comments on the rough stone and gravel quarry project, will be

recorded and submitted to SEIAA.
Accordingly, the public recorded their following comments and suggestions.
1. Thiru.Mathan Mohan, Madukkarai :

Hello everyone. My name is Madhan. | come from Madukkarai. | am doing building

contract work. Our business will be improved if quarry is permitted.
2. Thiru. Kannan, Palathurai :

|'am Kannan from Palathurai. | am selling building material. Now when permission is
given for stone quarry, | will buy material at low cost from them and sell for profit. when
there is a delay in getting approval, | am taking stone from Pollachi and Udumalai. Due to

which the transport cost is getting more. Hence, material cost is increased.
3. Thiru.Kanagaraj, Nachipalayam

My name is Kanagaraj. | come from Nachipalayam. | am a wheel loader operator. |

need this because my job opportunities will be higher if | have a crusher and quarry like this.
4. Thiru.Kaliyappan, Madukkarai:

Sir, ‘Hello Everyone. | have a lorry. | get more stone only If quarry is operated. Now,
the price of the material is high because we bought from farther villages. If we get it nearby,

it will be a useful for us.
5. Thiru.Easwaran, Madukkarai:

My name is Easwaran. The public opinion is that if this stone quarry is started in this

village, all the material will be available at a slightly cheaper rate. Thank you.
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6. Thiru.Zahir Hussain, Madukkarai:

My name is Zahir Hussain. | come from Madukkarai. Since | am driving a lorry, my

job opportunities will be a little more and my livelihood will be a little better.
7. Thiru.Karthik Krishnan, Madukkarai:

Hello. | am the president of the Kattampatty Agriculture Youth Association. If you see
the benefits of this stone quarry, last year there was a severe drought. In the summer, we
took water from this quarry and saved a lot of coconut trees. We also poured it to nearby

banana plantations. This project has no adverse impact. It is beneficial.
8. Thiru.Thambiraj, Pachapalayam:

My name is Thambiraj. | am from Pachapalayam village. We have a lorry. We bring
all the stones from outside and supply to public and crushers. | would like to inform you that

since it is nearby, building materials are available at a low cost.
9. Thiru.Saravana Kumar, Palathurai:

Hello everyone. My name is Saravana Kumar. | come from Palathurai. | have a paver
block unit . If these quarries are operational, | will get the material at a reduced cost
because it is nearby. | can. reduce the rate for the public. | think that my livelihood will be

better. Thank you.
10. Thiru. Saravana Kumar, Palathurai:

| am Saravana Kumar. | am from Palathurai. | have a grocery shop. If you give them
a license, more vehicles come. With that, my livelihood will be better. There are hotels

nearby. They will also buy materials. My business will be better. Thank you.



11. Thiru.Velliyangiri, Palathurai:

I 'am coming from Palathurai. Since all these stone quarries are functioning, a person named
Maheshwari is giving free materials to the construction of group houses. Since, the stone
quarries are not functioning, there is a little difficult for them. They will also supply all the
materiéls at a lower price. Now all activities are standstill. . About fity people were working in
that quarry. They are unemployed and are struggling, now . That is why | request to open

the quarry and request to operate without impact on the surrounding environmeht_.
12. Thiru.Thangavel, Madukkarai:

My name is Thangavel, Supervisor. | am in the construction business. | have come
from a village. When | took material at low cost. from them and worked, | g'ot it at a slightly
lower cost previously. Now the material is available on high cost. Due to non availability of
material, my supervisor position is downgraded as labour. . | have to go to work as a wage

laborer.Our livelihood is affected. | request that a quarry shall be opened at earliest.
13. Thiru. Mohana Sundaram, Nachipalayam:

My name is Mohana Sundaram. | am from Nachipalayam. My opinion is that this
quarry will bring great benefits to the poor and the labours. That is why | solemnly state that |

have no.objection to the operation of this quarry.
14. Thiru.Govindaraj, Palathurai:

My name ié Govindaraj. | come from Palathurai. | own a lorry. If there is a quarry

here, there is no problem in taking materials from here and supplying it locally.
15. Thiru. Vellayangiri, Palathurai

i come from Palathurai. Since this quarry is not operating, the construction of group
houses will be éffected. They all belong to an honest family. They supply building material at
free cost without any compromise to construct group houses without expecting anything for
last sixty to séventy years. Not only here, but wherever temples, ponds and houses are built
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in Madukkarai union, if we go and ask, they supply building material for free. They provide all
the raw materials for that. Therefore, | humbly request to issue license without any harm to

them.
