Wel te given by District Envi al Endineer:

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Pudukkottai District has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur who
presided over the function. He welcomed the Tahsildar, Kulathﬁr, other revenue
officials and other Government officials. He also welcomed the Proprietor of M/s. V.
Sasikumar Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry, Project Proponent, Press, NGOs and
general public who were attended the Public Hearing meeting.

He also informed that as per Ministry of Environment & Forest, New Delhi
vide EIA Notification dated 14.09.2008, certain type of projects, public opinion has
to be obtained before the issue of Envifonment Clearance. He added that the
public notice informihg the conducting of public hearing was publish'ed in The
Dinathanthi & The Times of India on 30.11.2024. This public hearing was
conducted for M/s. V. Sasikumar Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry with an extent of
2.07.0 Ha at S.F.Nos. 30/1, 30/3, 30/4, 30/5, 30/6, 30/7, 30/8A, 36/9, 30/10, 30/11
and 31/2 of Killukulavaipatti Village, Kulathur Taluk, Pudukkottai District to obtain
the views of public.

He also informed that the views of public would be recorded and it would
be forwarded to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority, Chennai
after getting approval from the District Collector, Pudukkottai.

Distric Environmental Engineer informed that M/s. V. Sasikumar Rough
Stone and Gravel Quarry project proponent would explain about the project after
- that the public could give their opinion either verbally or in writing about the project.

Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur:

He welcomed the gathering and informed that the Project Proponent would
explain about their proposed project outlay and Environmental Impact Assessment
study carried out through Power Point Presentation.

Power Point Presentation by the Project Proponent:

Thiru. Gobinath, Senior Environmental Engineer, Eco Tech Labs Private
Limited, Chennai of V.Sasikumar Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry has explained
about the details of the project outlay, Environmental Impact Assessment report and



Environmental Management Plan through Power Point Presentation. (Copy of the
detail is enclosed in Annexure -B).

District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer requested the public to register their
views on this project either verbally or in writing by giving their name and village
details.

Followed by this, Public Hearing process started.

1. Thiru.K. Pandiyan,Koppampatti
He started his speech by greeting everyone and introducing himself as

K.Pandiyan from Koppampatti. He informed that he was a graduate. Thiru.Sasikumar
who asks permission for this quarry have already operated a stone quarry. Now, if he
operates the quarry, about forty families would get direct benefits from it. He added
that the other quarry owners have employed other state employees due to their
selfishness but Thiru.Sasikumar have employed workers only the local people.
Because of it 40 families were benefitted. He also said that he belongs to this village.
The quarry was in operation since his birth and Koppapatti village had a good
development. Further he added that now in the meantime, when the quarry was not
in operation these forty families have under went very worst financial crisis. The
quarries were operated in that area and knows that two big quarries were operating
in that area. He also said that people did not get any benefit from those quarries
because North Indian labours only working there. So, we didn’t get any benefit from
those quarries. He further informed that now, if Thiru.Sasikumar operates a quarry
the local people will be employed as driver and operator and they will get direct
benefits. He believed that it will create a social environment in the village. He said
that he is a graduate and-he wants economic development to him, so, he need stone
quarry. He registered his support by saying that asking the authorities must to grant
permission to stone quarry.

2. Thiru.Arumug' am, Koppampatti

He welcomed Revenue department officials, important people from village
and stone quarry owners for the public hearing meeting organised by TNPCB. He
introduced himself as Arumugam from Dharmapuri District and he came to this



village for 20 years. He added that he had seen this village 20 year; before when he
came to this village and now after 20 years. The development of the village is 100
percentage due to the village people who break stones, shed their blood and work
hard. He also said that why he left Dharmapuri and work here, Also if we did not
develop the business in the local area, neither the village nor the people no one will
develop. He learnt it from himself. He told that the drivers, operators and stone
breaking workers in the surrbunding area belong to this village. He further added that
more than 500 people involve in this business and working. More than 500 means
500 families which means 5000 people living around this village depends on the
quarry. He said that the quarry was not operated for two years due to which the
people who worked in the village travelled 30kms, 40kms, even 100 kms like him to
work in Kerala, Andhrapradesh. He further said that they were working without
safety, some of them even lost their leg, hand and even some people died. If they
worked in local, if anything happens like this the local people, relatives could help.
They even approach the company and settle the issue with compensation. He told
that so that only they should do business in their own village and that is safe for all.
He questioned that if anything happens out of town, whether they will ask. If any
accident occurred to their driver in Thanjavur whether we can ask anything, he
questioned. Only if it happened locally they can ask anything. He stated that he
appealed to the local of the village is only they can improve their livelihood. He said
that one of the need for yplift of their livelihood. If the economy is going out from the
village and they should earn what they need from their village. He further said that
people should welcome it and keeping this in mind. He thanked the authorities,

village people and quarry owners for the opportunity and registered his support

opinion for the project.

3. Tmt. Maruthambal, Koppampatti

She introduced herself as Tmt. Maruthambal from Koppampatti. She informed
that her husband was working in the crusher. She added that if she wants to educate
her children, then she needs stone quarry. She thanked and registered her support

opinion to the project.

4. Thiru. Karuppasamy, Koppampatti

He said that his name is Karuppasamy from Solagampatti. He was working in

Sasikumar stone quarry. He was working as a driver for the past two years. He
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stated that due to non operation of quarry it is difficult for him to get food. He
requested that only if quarry is operated his family and people from surrounding
villages will get work. He thanked and registered his support opinion to this stone
quarry.

5. Thiru. Nadanasundhar, Thanjavur
He introduced his name is Nadanasundhar from Thanjavur. He informed that

he was working in Sasikumar rough stone quarry for the past ten years. The people
came here have told that education have not improved, sports have not developed.
But as for as he knows that for the past ten years, the company has done many
financial helps for school development and sports in the surrounding villages. He
added that some people said that they are not using human power. The workers got
their hand or leg broken when human power is used. Only for that dangerous

situation human power is not used. For that difficult situation only, they were using

machines. He said that this work cannot be done entirely with human power and it
cannot be done entirely without machines. He stated that people from 50, 60 families
in the surrounding villages was given work in rotation basis. We encourage sports
among youth, and we are giving donation who was asked for the past ten years.
They have also given donations to Aachapatti and Kariyapatti for school building
renovation. He told that only if stone quarry is operated well, they can earn and they
can help whatever possible for school education development. They have helped
their workers and  for school education development by giving donations. He éaid
that this stone quarry should operate. The majority of the people here depend on the
stone quarries than the agriculture. He added that they abide by the rules given by
the Government and TNPCB and they doing something. He iformed that they are not
doing things for not affecting the public and we want to develop. He registered his
support opinion by saying that the stone quarry must be operated.

6. Thiru. Suthanthiraselvan, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Suthanthiraselvan from Koppampatti. He said that
he waé working in the crusher for the past 15 years. As the stone crusher was
operated, the village people got huge employment opportunity. He added that M-
sand and P-sand were obtained due to this quarry, since the river sand was not
available, M-sand and P-sand was being used in the construction. He stated that

there is no objection to operate stone quarry and registered his support opinion to



the stone quarry.

7. Thiru. Sannasi, Koppampatti

He said that his name is Sannasi from Koppampatti. He informed that he was
a lorry driver for the past eight years. Since the quarry is closed for the past two
years, it was very difficult for them. He said that they cannot form é group and cannot
do an_yything and cannot ask money. They cannot ask for the owners. The livelihood
was not good so they cannot be asked. He stated that if the stone quarry operates
they can develop and make a livelihood. He registered his support opinion by saying

that he need stone quarry.

8. Thiru. Veerakumar, Koppampatti

He said that his name is Veerakumar from Koppampatti He was working in
Sasikumar quarry for the past ten years. Since the quarry was not under operation
for the past two years, around 20 to 30 people were unemployed and staying at
home and it is very difficult to survive. He registered his support opinion by stating

that permission must be given to the stone quarry and there is no objection to him.

9. Tmt. Chellammal, Koppampatti

She introduced herself as Chellammal. She stated that permission should be
given to Sasikumar to operate the stone quarry and they need stone quarry .They
were working in Sasikumar crusher. She added that she was unemployed for the
past six to seven years. People worked for Sasikumar have to go to other village
doing work for weed plucking or work for others. She added that they need stone
quarry and the crusher should be operated. She registered her support opinion to the

stone quarry.

10. Tmt. Marikannu, Koppampatti

She said that her name is Marikannu from Koppampatti and she is working in
sasikumar crusher. She added that stone quarry permission should be given to the
stone quarry and he is like her brother and hence only they can work, educate their
children and have food. She registered her support opinion for the project by saying

that they need stone quarry.

11. T‘mt. Pandimeena, Koppampatti

She introduced herself as Pandimeena and her father name is Arumugam
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and he is working in Sasikumar stone quarry. She informed that they won't think he
is a labour and treat everyone as alike. Many of them.present here was working for
him only for this reason. She also said that if the stone quarry did not operate,
everyone might leave this area. Those who said opposed opinion previously it were
worked there, once their children grew up and went outside, and their needs are
over. They are objecting stone quarry because their children would take care of
them. Even then, when the quarry is present the houses were damaged but they
would say they need stone quarry. She further informed that if they are objecting
now means it is their personal opinion. She added that if the families staying here
are need to develop for stone quarry is required. She registered her support opinion

by saying that permission should be given to the stone quarry.

12. Tmt. Kavitha, Koppampatti
She introduced herself as Kavitha from Koppampatti .She stated that they are

about 40 families working together and everyone is fine and he is doing good for the
village. He must need stone quarry. She further added that they need to educate
their children, so they must need stone quarry. She requested that the permission
should be given to their owner's stone quarry. She also told that their owner did
many things to their village and to people. They are doing well. She stated that they
were 40 families and quarry workers working together are good. She registered her

support opinion to this project.

13. Thiru. Mathialagan, Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Mathialagan. He stated that when the quarry
operates people from ten villages were survived it. But today they were going for
work to next village. He said that they woke up by 4 am and went for work. He said
that if there is no work and they returned to home. They had no employment
opportunity. He added that all the stone quarries should be operated and they to do
work. He registered his support opinion for the project.

14. Thiru. Murugesan, Thuvakudi

He introduced himself as Murugesan from Thuvakudi and working here. He
informed that the livelihood of the people here depends on the stone quarry.
Whether it is breaking stones or driving compressor vehicle, the people were
affected without any livelihood for the past two years. He further said that, people



should not have hunger and poverty. Death can come anytime but it should not

happened because of hunger and poverty. The government would not simply see

| this. He also said that in order to provide livelihood to the people, he requested the

authorities permission should be given to operate the stone quarry. The stone quarry .

owner is a good and humane person. Though there is no work he was helping 40 to
50 families without any profit from it. They are doing it so that the families staying
there could live. He concluded by saying that the government should propose and

give consent so that people will get employment and registered his support.

15. Thiru. Ravi ,Koppampatti

He said that his name is Ravi from Koppampatti. He is working in R.V crusher
for fifteen years. He further added that he only knows this job and he did not know
any other job to do. He registered his support opinion for requested to give

permission to the stone quarry.

16. Thiru. Sakthivel ,Koppampatti

He introduced himself as Sakthivel from Koppampatti. He said that about 40

to 50 families depend on the stone quarry and improving their livelihood. They are
struggling for the past two years since there was no work. He concluded by saying
that permission should be granted to stone quarry in the interest of the people and

registered his support opinion.

17. Thiru. Vadivel ,Koppampatti

He said that his name is Vadivel from Koppampatti and he was driver of
compressor vehicle. He added that his family depends on the quarry for living. He
concluded by requesting for stone quarry. He registered his support opinion by

stating that he requested the authorities he needs stone quarry.

Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur:

After that, the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur said that if any public has to
say any comments / opinion, they can inform. Then he said that the public hearing

meeting was closed as no one from the public came forwarded to say their opinion.
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Vote of Thanks:

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the public could
submit their comments in writing at the office of the District Collector or the Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board, Pudukkottai office. The District Environmental
Engineer thanked the Revenue Divisional Officer, llluppur for presiding over the
Public hearing meeting and the other Government Officials for attending the
meeting and also he thanked the Proprietors of the stone quarry, Workers, Project
Proponent, NGOs, Press reporters, Police officials, social activists and general

public who were participated in the Public Hearing Meeting.
