The proposed Thiru.R.SathishKumar Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry Project at
Orattukkupai Village, Madukkarai Taluk, Coimbatore District has a total area of 1.13.00
hectares. The District Revenue Officer, the bublic to attend public hearing and the quarry
owners were welcomed by the District Environmental Engineer, Coimbatore TNPCB South

According to the 2006 Environmental Impact Assessment Notification of the Union Ministry



of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, GOl it is necessary to obtain prior
environmental clearance for 8 types of industries, and while obtaining such prior
environmental clearance, it is a rule to obtain the views of the public and record it and submit
the same to the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority. Accordingly, he informed
that the details of this public hearing had already been published in the Tamil and English
dailies, Dinamalar and Indian Express respectively on 22.04.2025 and the Environmental
Impact Assessment Report and Project Summary were placed for public viewing at the
necessary offices. Further, the information about this meeting has beén announced through
Flex boards at two prominent places in the village and handouts have been distributed to the
public. The photographs of which are shown here. He further informed that on behalf of the
quarry owners, the project consultant will explain the details of ordinary stone and gravel
quarry to the public and after that, the public will be asked to register their views regarding
the project. All this audio and video recording of proceedings will be submitted to the Tamil

Nadu State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority.

The District Revenue Officer inaugurated the public consultation meeting and said that the
purpose of the meeting is to record the environmental comments raised by the public. Later,
the project consultant of the ordinary stone and gravel quarry project gave a presentation on

the proposed ordinary stone and gravel quarries.

Following this, the Environmental Impact Assessment Consultant of the Rough Stone and
Gravel Quarry, Thiru.B.Swaminathan, M/s. Creative Engineers and Consultants, Chennai,
ha's weléomed everyone and gave a detailed explanation through a video presentation about
the proposed ordinary stone and gravel quarry and the environmental management plan to

be implemented during its implementation.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Coimbatore
South, said that the public's comments on the ordinary stone and gravel quarry project,
which was currently being explained in detail through a video presentation, can be recorded

and they will be recorded on the video as well.

Good Morning sir. My name is Satish. | come from Orattukuppai. This quarry will
provide employment to many people directly and indirectly. We fully agree with the quarry

coming here, we have no objection. Thank you.
Thiru.Soundararajan:

| would like to express my greetings to the District Revenue Officer and fhe District
Eﬁvironmental Engineer and every one who are attending public hearing. It is very essential
that the quarry comes to this area. Ten families of construction workers like me depend on
this. It is very necessary. The funds generatéd from the mineral resources sector shall be

spent to public. | arh saying goodbye by thanking for the opportunity.

Thiru.Soumya, Orattukuppai:

Hello, my name is Soumya. | come from Orattukuppai. If this quarry comes, the
demand for stones will be low. Thus, rate will be reduced. It will be useful for everyone. That

is why we agree to the quarry coming.

Thiru.Aadish:

Hello everyone. My name is Aadish, when the quarry begins everyone in the

construction sector will get materials.

Hello. | come from Orattukuppai . My name is Yogesh. | have no objection to give a

Thiru.Sureshkumar, Mayil & Co, Orattukuppai :

Good Morning. | come from Orattukuppai. My company is Mayil & Co Builders. Ten
people depend on me. When the stone quarry was there, the material was available at a low

price. Now it is in high demand. It has to be purchased from outside.
Thiru.Shanmugam, Orattukuppai :

Hello everyone. My name is Shanmugam. | come from Orattukuppai , Chettipalayam.

I request you to give him permission to set up this stone quarry.
Thiru. Vinod Kumar, Periya Kuili :

Hello everyone. My name is Vinod Kumar. | come from Periya Kuili. Since all the
quarries do not get permission, the prices of all the construction materials are increasing.
This is affecting everyone. Therefore, | would like to inform you that if the licensing process

is regularized and issued soon, everyone will be benefitted. Thank you.
Thiru.Karthik; Periya Kuili:

My name is Karthik. | come from Periya Kuili. Now there is a shortage of job
opportunities for all drivers and operators. If many such quarries are commisioned, the job
shortage will be eliminated. The demand for material is also very high. If there are many
quarries, the material demand can be met. That is why | think it is good to give a license to

the quarry. .

Thiru. Madhavan, Orattukuppai:

Good Morning everyone. My name is Madhavan. | come from Orattukuppai . It is
good to give a license to this quarry. So a lot of laborers will be benefitted. Let's give a

~Hello everyone. | come from Chettipalayam. We have no objection to give a license
to this quarry. Because of this, many people here will get direct and indirect employment

opportunities.

My name is Prabhu. | come from Chinniampalayam. Construction is very affected

due to the shortage of raw materials. | hope that this will reduce the demand a little.

Thiru.Bharani, Chettipalayam:

Hello. My name is Bharani. | come from Chettipalayam. | have no objection to give a
license té) this quarry. Moreover, since the Government is doing a lot of projects, there is no
proper supply of any construction materials for it. Only forty percent of the supply is being
made. The rest is in demand. That is because of non availability of the raw material. All the .
matefials are made from stone. That is why | request the Government shall take action and

give the license as soon as possible. Thank you.
Thiru.Murugan, Kallappalaiyam:

Hello. | come from Kallappalaiyam. There is a demand for raw material on all sides.
That is why the workers are suffering a lot. By giving a license to this quarry, many common

people will get employment opportunities. | think there is no harm in giving the license.



17. Thiru. Velusamy, Periya Kuili:

My name is Velusamy. | come from Periya Kuili. Since all the quarries are closed, it is
difficult to get stone and gravel. The price is high because it is bought from outside the state.

That is why | have no objection to giving a license to Sathish Kumar.
18. Thiru. Lokesh, Chettipalayam:

Hello everyone. My name is Lokesh. | come from Chettipalayam. | have no problem
with this quarry. Because when the quarry is open, everyone will get more job opportunities.

19. Thiru.Arushamy, Pachapalayam.

Because of non-availability of stone, all business are stopped still. We request that

permission be given soon.
20. Thiru.Vijayakumar:

My name is Vijayakumar. | have come from the area where this stone quarry is going
to start. We have not given any notice about public hearing. No body is related to this quarry.
We were not given any information, for this meeting is being held for the general public.

Public present here are not related to this quarry Iocation.. No notice was given.
District Environmental Engineer: Which town are you from?

Vijayakumar: Orattukkubai

District Environmental Engineer: Do they have advertisements in Orattukkubai?
Vijayakumar: They haven't given any.

District Environmental Engineer: Wait, listen to what I'm saying. He also enquired the

place where hand out was given in Orattukkuppai?
Vijayakumar: Ask them to show you a photo of where they have been placed.

District Environmental Engineer: Wait a minute, The Project consultant showed the photo.



Vijayakumar: This area is not related to our places.
District Environmental Engineer:

Wait a minute. According to the law, advertisements should be given in two dailies.
We have given notices and flex banners like this so that the more public can come and
express their views. It is not legal. This awareness campaign is carried out in addition to the

legal procedures.
Vijayakumar:

My land boundary is adjacent to the quarry. They have given notices in an irrelevant
place. Shouldn't they have given notice to me? Notices have not been given fo the relavent
people. They have kept the meeting secret. They have not given notice to anyone in the
area. The quarry was operates by disconnectingbthe road between two Villages. This time
also applied like wise. We have given many notices we take steps to get a stay order.
Because they have given notices in an irrelevant place and not to us. Shouldn't they have

done something about it?
District Environmental Ehgineer:

Tell us your views. Tell us that you have nof received the notice. We can record it.
Vijayakumar:

Why was the notice not given? We are the most affected persons. There are many

people not related to this project. We are affected due to air and water Pollution. Why notice

- was it not given to us? Why should you hide it? You are hiding it because you are making a

mistake.
District Environmental Engineer: You should not talk unnecessarily.
Vijayakumar: We did not talk unnecessarily. Shouldn't we have been given a notice?

District Environmental Engineer: Listen quietly, we have doné what is required by law.



Vijayakumar: Okay.

District Environmental Engineer: According to law, we should give an advertisement in

two daily newspapers.
Vijayakumar: Okay
District Environmental Engineer:

We have made an additional efforts to invite more people to invoI\)e in public hearing
through placing flexboard and distribution of handouts. We have recorded your comments. If

you have any other comments, please tell us

Vijayakumar; No. Nothing. From one village to another

District Environmental Engineer: Don't keep repeating the same thing, sir
Vijayakumar: Okay

District Environmental Engineer: You have said it once

Vijayakumar: Okay

District EnVironmentaI Engineer:

If you have any other comments, please tell us. The comments you made have been

recorded. That it the notice was not received. Are there any other comments?
Vijayakumar:

No. Due to this, the smell of explosives is coming from the quarries in our area. We
are already very affected. The storage level of water has gone very low. There is no clean
water. Even the quarrymen are selling the stored water from pits. There is no use to nearby
farmers. We are already raising objections every time, despite number of the quarry is

increasing. But the Government is not doing anything as per the rules.

District Environmental Engineer: Tell me, sir, tell me your views.

Vijayakumar: | am telling you.

District Environmental Engineer: Water is being affected, land is being affected, tell me.
Vijayakumar»: Water is being affected, air is also being affected.

District Environmental Engineer: Tell me like that.

Thiru.Jayapal:

My name is Jayapal. We are from place where the quarry is nearer. As my brother

says, they have brought people from all over the town and made them talk in this meeting

we are not aware of this public hearing. We have come here from ten directions. This quarry

and Government quarry are nearby 10 feet distance.

Survey numbers are also adjacent to each other. These two quarries are very deep
and there may be chances of accident. They have encroached the water stream. There is no

place of safety.

Our wells are 70 feet depth. But quarry has done more than the above depth. Hence,
over water is flowing to the quarry. Many houses are cracked and we felt vibration. The roof

we have erected ié made up of cement sheets only M/s Ultra Sahara was taken more than

they are permitted. They have dug up the entire soil and closed the quarry and applied fora

new license. If you are giving licenses to everyone, Where will all the gard‘enérs nearby go?
Similarly,‘the height of your quarry is high, and our garden is in a low area. Hence air
pollution is high in our.area. They are‘ putting rigs. When they put out rigs, the house shakes
and everyone here feel fear. The quarry people are relatives only. Who will solve our

probklem, where will we go to solve it?
District Environmental Engineer:

Sir, tell us your views. Others have already told us their views.

Jayapal:
People living ten kilometers away from here don't know the problem.
District Environmental Engineer:

We are listening to your views. You should not talk about others. This is a public

hearing . Otherwise, give a petition to mines department if necessary.
Jayapal:

My opinion is that the distance between one quarry and another is too small, so no

license should be given.
District Environmental Engineer: Is anyone else speaking?
Tmt.R.Rajeshwari, Thoppaiyan kadu:

Hello everyone. | come from Thoppaiyankadu and | am right next to them.
Previously, somebody was quarrying. There was no stream at that time and no objection
was raised. Now we have purchased land and the road is far away. However, they are
raising objections. All the stones that were broken by other people and we are not involved

in it. There is no harm in breaking the stones. Thank you and greetings.
Thiru.Velusamy

Hello District Collector, | am here before them. My name is Velusamy. They are far

~ away from this quarry. They are almost half a kilometer away from the quarry, and | am

within 1000 feet. | have also built a house there, and lived there for 50 years. There is no
such vibration. The quarry has been working for a long time. As they say, there is no chance
of water level decreases due to this quarry. If there is rain, the ground water will be raised.
The existence of the quarry is good for them. They take the water from the quarry and
release it into the earth. They do their farming with that water. There are seven or eight
farmers there who rely on the quarry and use the water from the quarry for their farming. The

complaint people are far away from the quarry. But there is no chance of vibration or any

other impact like they are telling. You must have seen and confirm. If you want, visit it again.

There is no relation between their house, and the quarry. They are talking like that. Thank

you.
Thiru.Dinesh Kumar, Orattukkupai :

Hello everyone. My name is Dinesh Kumar. | come from Orattukuppai. The previous
speakers have talked a lot about this. Goverenment generate income from these quarry.
Many road facilities and other needs will be provided, and with this tax money, many benefits
will be provided to village people. If this is the case, it will be good for the people. Similarly,
many people are going out to work without getting employment. Have you give a license to
the quarry like this, many people will get employment opportunities directly and indirectly,
ahd we will also be benefitted from this. Therefore, | request you to grant a license to Satish

Kumar-quarry as soon as possible. Thank you.

25. Thiru_.ThiIagavathi, Orattukkupai:

We live next to the Orattukuppai quarry. My name is Thilagavathi. We have no problem.
Please give them license. We ten people get work . We depend on the quarry for our
survival. Before some time these people depend on us. But now oppose our project. We are
relatives. My house is nearer to their farm. But my house does not have any cracks. Told

that the roof tiles are falling due to this quarry. Thank you, greetings
Thiru.Thangavel, Orattukkupai:

Hello, my name is Thangavel. | come from Orattukuppai. My house is two hundred
meters from the place where this quarry is being operated. All the people | have just
mentioned are all beyond my house. First, we should be affected. All the houses are
cracking. Second, the dust that comes out during blasting is very harmful. The water
resources have reduced a lot. Anyone can sa'y that they have 1500 feet deép borewell. But
the water does not come from that quarry. They use the water for their own use. That water

does not reach the agricultural lands. The rainwater does not go to the pond, but it is -
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collected in quarry pits. All the quarries are located nearby. My house is two hundred meters
from the place where the quarry is being to be set up. | do not know if this distance is okay

as per law, Please check and give me a license. Thank you.
Thiru.Thiagarajan, Pachapalayam:

My name is Thiagarajan, | come from Pachapalayam village. In my village, there is
no PAP irrigation. There is no solution for water problem. Everyone is doing business with
trucks. This quarry is useful for everyone. No one is without getting benefit. They can also
follow the rules and do it properly. There are at least 20 families can be benefitted, due to

this quarry. A license can be given. Thank you.

At the end of the meeting, the District Environmental Engineer thanked the District Revenue
Officer who chaired the public hearing meeting and all the public and the police department

officials. Thank you and greetings. He thanked everyone and said.
