The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai, on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board
welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar who presided over the
public Hearing meeting, other Government officials, the public & the NGOs
and explained the need for the conduction of Public Hearing for obtaining
Environmental Clearance for the proposed Rough stone and gravel quarry as

follows:




“The public hearing meeting is being conducted for the proposed
project of M/s. Thiru. R. Seenuvasan over an extent of 2.14.30 hectare in
Elacheri Village, Vembakkam Taluk, Tiruvannamalai District for obtaining
prior Environmental Clearance from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority (SEIAA)as per the Environmental Impact Assessment
Notification 2006.”

As per the EIA Notification 2006, the mining projects (Individual or
Cluster) having extent above 5 hectares require the conduction of public
hearing meeting for obtaining Environmental Clearance from the State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority. This public hearing meeting will
be recorded and submitted in the form of audio and video to the State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority. Accordingly, the public notices
for this public hearing were published in dailies of “The Times of India”
(English) & “Daily Thanthi” (Tamil) on 02.07.2025 with the approval of the
District Collector, Tiruvannamalai for the proposed Rough stone and gravel
quarry of M/s. Thiru. R. Seenuvasan to be conducted at M/s. Sri Lakshmi
Vijayachandran Marriage Hall on 06.08.2025 @ 01.00PM.”

The District Environmental Engineer further stated that “The project
proponent will explain the proposed quarry project and its Environmental
Impact Assessment Study report details through power point presentation.
Following the presentation, the general public and NGOs can express their
views, suggestions and comments on the said project one by one either in
oral or in written format during when the public should register their name
& village name. The opinions & suggestions of the public &
environmentalists will be recorded and submitted to the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority. Thereafter, the authority will consider the
issue of Environmental Clearance to this proposed quarry. The Revenue
Divisional Officer, Cheyyar will inaugurate the public hearing meeting
thereafter the project proponent will explain the Environmental Impact

Assessment Study report.”



The Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar requested the project
proponent to explain about the proposed rough stone and gravel quarry and
the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them to the
public in detail and requested the general public to mention their name and
their village name while expressing their views, suggestions and comments

on the said project.

On behalf of the project proponent, Thiru. M. Sheik Nawas,
Coordinator, M/s. Geo Exploration and Mining Solutions, Salem (Consultant
for the proposed rough stone quarry of M/s. Thiru. R. Seenuvasan)
explained the details of the project and the Environmental Impact

Assessment study conducted by them through power point presentation.

Subsequently, the Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar requested the
public to express their views/suggestions/comments in oral or written

statement one by one.

The following are the views/suggestions/comments represented by the

public:

1. Thiru. Karunagaran, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated that, "The establishment of this quarry will provide mining
funds. Schools are functioning with the support of these funds.
Infrastructure development, such as road construction and well-digging, are
also carried out using these funds. This funds will bring numerous benefits
to the Elacheri village” and concluded his speech by expressing his support

for the proposed quarry.

2. Mr. A. Pillaivar, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated that, “The quarry's establishment has not led to any
insignificant concerns or difficulties for us. We would be perfectly satisfied if
the road is properly maintained up to Mangal Koot Road" and also to clean
up the soil deposited on the roads and concluded his speech by expressing

his support for the proposed quarry.



3. Thiru. V. Chandra Sekar, Elacheri Village.

He stated, “the establishment of this quarry will provide us with
mining funds. With these funds, we can address the panchayat's needs,
such as road issues, drinking water problems, and school expansion
projects. Not only that, this quarry provides direct or indirect employment
opportunities for approximately 50 families, enabling them to earn for living.
Therefore, we have no objections to the quarry's establishment in our village.
We only request that the road and other aspects should be properly
maintained and managed. Apart from this, we wholeheartedly support the
quarry's establishment here & have no objections” and concluded his speech

by expressing his support for the establishment of the quarry.

4. Thiru. C. Anandhan, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, “Our house is located at a distance of 2 kilometers from
this quarry site. we have no objections for the establishment of this
proposed quarry. We would be happy if the quarry operates safely and
without disturbing the public. I support this quarry” and concluded his
speech by expressing his support for the establishment of the quarry.

5. Thiru. R. Nandhakumar, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, “Two years ago, I was working in SIPCOT. Due to health
issues, I had to quit my job there. Now, I'm working in a quarry which is
located in our village. I have no objections to the quarry's presence. In fact,
it's provided me with a job opportunity” and concluded his speech by
supporting the establishment of the quarry.

6.Thiru. E. Moorthy, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, “I mentioned this while speaking on behalf of
Sithalapakkam village. I have been a ward member in Elacheri village for the
past five years. [ have already mentioned what projects can be implemented
and what can be done using the mining funds. Using this funds, we've

implemented various projects in Elacheri village over the past five years,
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including Road construction, Drinking water facilities, Electricity supply,
large water tanks. We've utilized the funds to provide these essential
services and infrastructure to the village. The owner of the Srinivasa quarry
is very helpful and will assist anyone who approaches them, regardless of
who's asking. That's because they've been. here for a long time and have
previously owned a quarry. He's a kind-hearted person who will even lend a
helping hand by providing materials like sand and gravel for building
houses. He has done many favors for the village. It's the month of Aadi now.
For festival funding, we know where to turn to with assurance. We approach
the quarry owners directly. The quarry's presence enables our festivals to be
celebrated successfully. Therefore, we in Elacheri village support the
quarry's presence. My request is that they follow the rules and regulations
provided by the government. There's a quarry association. If they take care
of road maintenance, water sprinkling, and ensure the public isn't affected,
that's sufficient. Protect the public, and after that, you can do whatever you
want, whether it's earning money or helping others. Some lorry drivers slow
down when we are travelling behind the lorry, while others don't even notice
and just keep going about their way. Please advise them to yield to
pedestrians and slow down when we are behind to avoid creating dust.
Pedestrians can't get through when the lorries are going in front of them. If
you regulate these activities and follow the government's guidelines properly,
then we have no objections” and concluded his speech by expressing his

support for the establishment of the quarry.

7. Thiru. K. Ellappan, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, " The quarry's presence here doesn't pose any problems for
us. In fact, it provides livelihood opportunities for people from our village.
The presence of quarries have raised the people’s standard of living and
they're very helpful when we ask for assistance. They support our village
festivals, schools, and other initiatives and even provide drinking water
facilities when needed. They also provide help whenever needed. Therefore,
we have no objections to the quarry's presence. In fact, we welcome this

quarry” and concluded his speech by supporting the establishment of the
quarry.



8. Thiru. Baskar, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, "I would like to extend my warm greetings to the officials
who have honored us with their presence today. I'd also like to express my
heartfelt thanks to the police personnel who've come to ensure our safety. I'd
also like to thank the Elacheri VAO and his assistant, Arun, for their
support. I'd like to extend my warm greetings to all the members of the
public who've taken the time to join us despite being invited. The quarry
o@ed by Mr. Seenu from Arasanipalayam is located about 1 kilometer away
from our village. According to the rules, quarries can be permitted if they're
300 meters away from the village. However, his quarry is actually 1.5
kilometers away. Therefore, I would like to express my opinion that we have
no objections. As everyone has suggested, the quarry owners should advise
their lorry drivers to give way to two-wheeler riders, allowing them to pass
safely when they're driving their lorries. We request to sprinkle water on the
roads to keep it clean, as the dust from the quarry is a nuisance when we
travel. We urge them to address this issue by regularly cleaning the road
and reducing the dust. We wholeheartedly welcome the quarry's
establishment, as we have no objections to it” and concluded his speech by

supporting the establishment of the quarry.

9. Thiru. Subramani, Andhara pradesh NGO.

He stated, "Today we are all participating in the public hearing
meeting as part of environmental impact assessment procedure. Thanks to
the Village President. So, today we are participating to obtain environmental
clearance for the proposed rough stone and gravel quarry. The gravel &
rough stone are important materials in the infrastructure field. We use both
these materials for landscaping and laying roads. The materials are utmost
important. So not only important but employment sources are also there.
So, I request all the participants to encourage this mining and gravel mining
for development. Thank you.” and concluded his speech by supporting the
establishment of the quarry.



10. Thiru. Manoharan, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, "There are both benefits and drawbacks to this quarry. I'd
like to share a small incident. One Monday morning, my wife and [ were
heading to work when five lorries came together. We stood aside to let them
pass. However, another lorry coming from the opposite direction splashed
water on us. We had to go home and change clothes before heading to work.
We talk about protecting the environment, but nobody seems to care.
Watering the road would help, but it's rarely done. Even when it's done, it's
only once a day, either in the morning or evening. With 5000 lorries passing
through daily, why not water the road twice or thrice? It would help to
protect the environment. We are the ones operating and staying here. The
roads are used by many people, and it affects them greatly. Watering the
road would make it safer. But no one seems to be doing it. I'm requesting
the lorry owners to please consider watering the road, especially in the
morning. Drive safely and provide some protection to the public. If you
provide safety, we can use the roads. If not, it's difficult for us to travel.
Please water the road and drive safely. Thank you." and concluded his

speech.

11.Thiru. Inbasekaran, NGO, Arakonam.

He stated, " While the quarry has both advantages and disadvantages,
it provides permanent income opportunities for unemployed youth and rural
communities. Therefore, we kindly request that you grant a no-objection
certificate (NOC) for the quarry's operation” and concluded his speech by

expressing his support for the quarry's establishment.

12.Thiru. M. Dilli Babu, Sithalapakkam Village.

He stated, "I wholeheartedly welcome the proposed quarry, as it
provides employment opportunities for the people of Chithalappakkam,
Chinna Elacheri, Arasanipalayam, and surrounding villages” and concluded

his speech by expressing his support for the quarry's establishment.



13.Thiru. R. Mohan, Arasanipaalai Village.

He stated, "Around 50-60 families from our village work in this
quarry, earning their livelihood in various ways. Therefore, the presence of
this quarry is beneficial to our village” and concluded his speech by

expressing his support for the quarry's establishment.

14.Thiru.Prabhu, Chinna Elacheri Village.

He stated, “we have no objections to the quarry's presence, and we
wholeheartedly welcome it” and concluded his speech by expressing his

support for the quarry's establishment.

15.Thiru. Sunantha Reddy, NGO.

He stated, “My best wishes to the management. The purpose of the
public hearing is the environmental impact on the laying water land. The
mining permission and gives NOCs, the mining is the governmental
property. The government has right to sale or lease. The proponent has also
a right to choose whatever his business. In this contest, the consultant has
prepared EIA report and promised here to control plastic, proper of
transporting and plantation. I request to give unconditional permission to
this management”’and concluded his speech by expressing his support for

the quarry's establishment.

16.Thiru. Ramachandra, NGO.

He stated, “Greetings to the officials and everyone present. This
industry is crucial for public life, development, and government revenue. It's
an essential industry for public life. Without it, there would be no buildings,
and without buildings, there's no world. Therefore, this quarry is necessary
for public life. I urge everyone to cooperate with the quarry, and I request
the officials to grant the necessary permissions. Thank you.” and concluded

his speech by expressing his support for the proposed quarry.
