Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry located in Poomalur Village, Palladam Taluk at S.F.No: No. 302/1A,
303/2A1, 303/2A2B(Part) ‘& 302/1B on behalf of the District Administration, and the District
Environmental Engineer of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Tirupur South Office.

This public hearing meeting is being held on the application for environmental clearance by
M/s. P. Sénniyappan Rough Stones and Gravel Quarry. Regarding this public hearing meeting, repori‘s
in this regard have been published for the public in Dinamalar and Indian Express newspapers on
15.02.2025 thirty dz{ys in acivance. At present, the EIA consultant of this company is going to explain
this project and the environmental impact assessment report to the public through PPT, i.e. through
video. Following that, the public can register their views in writing or orally. 1 kindly réquest the
public who registér orally, while registering their views, to register their name, which town they
belong to and their views briefly and clearly.

I also kindly request the public to express their views only about this quérry when they
express their views. I:kindly request our Revenue Divisional Officer to initiate this public hearing

meeting.

I would like to welcome the District Environmental Engineer who is presiding over this
public hearing meetijné regarding the M/s. P.Senniyappan Rough Stone and Gravel quarry to be
located in Palladam Ta]uk, Poomalur Village at S.F.No.302 /1A, 2A1, 2A2B (Part), 302/1B, and the
public farmers and people who have come to express their views in this public hearing meeting. 1

would kindly request those who continue to express their views to express their views one after the

other.
Currently, the project EIA consultant is going to explain the project via vidéo conferencing.
Accordingly, the pilblic expressed their following views and suggestions

PUBLIC VIEWS:

1. Thiru. Subramani, Valiyapalayam

There is a quarry within ten meters of our Farm land. Stones fall every day under the license
that has already been given. When I ask, the license is like that. They said that it will fall like that
only. While ten people are cutting onions, the stone fell down in the middle. When [ go and tell them,
they say do whatever you can. I filed a complaint at the Mangalam police station. They said that
stones will not come. But stones fall frequently. Cows and calves cannot graze nearby. Stones also

fall in the poultry farm. Stones fall in the weaving shed and fall on the people working below. A stone



weighing almost fifteen kilograms fell. They came from the Mangalam police station to see. 1 still
have the written order that the rock should not be broken anymore. At night, they bring ten people
and threaten them, asking why they said this. Then, should we get beaten up? Are we afraid of the
stonecutters? Do we want to do farming? We don’t know what to do. ' ‘

We have sown maize; gram, and spinach. The soil is falling all over. A lot of soil is‘coming
out of the existing crusher. We have complained many times before that the license should not be
given. They did not listen to that either. They are also getting the license for the crusher, They have
given permission for readymix. A person has built a godown next door. They have stopped it by
telling the panchayat that they should not give electricity connection to it. We have been keeping the
garden for a long time. We are able to build houses. Some people have started building houses. They
are not letting them build houses.

They themselves are bringing JCBs into our gardens and demolishing them. They have the
authority to do so. Those of us who have been here for a long time have no authority. What action
should the government take against this? Tell us. We don't want a quarry. If we give a quarry,,we will

pour kerosene on ourselves and set ourselves on fire. The government must take responsibility for

. this.

2. Thiru, Krishnamoorthy, Valiyapalayam .

I'am one hundred and fifty feet away from the quarry. They explode every day. | have been
fighting for thirty. years. Nothing happens. How many times has the Talukdar come this year? Call
~and ask yourself. Nothing happens. When the Talukdar comes, he says that there will be no more
stones and leaves. They set fire to the quarry and the entire powerloom explodes. If the powerloom
falls, do you ask the quarry or the government official? | don't know. I'am standing in the middle of
the road. When the explosion occurs, smoke and houses are not visible. They do not give any answer.
. Even after filing a complaint at the Mangalam police station, nothing happéns. So if permission is
given to the quarry, if any action is taken, if my life or my family is harmed, the quarry or the
government or the licensing officials are responsible for it. Even if I set myself on fire, both.of them

are responsible. Thank you.

" 3. Tmt.Ramathal, Valiyapalayam

My name is Ramathal, Valiyapalayam, Mettangadu. There is a.garden near the rock pit. We
are having a lot of trouble. Everything, including goats, cows and chickens, falls into the soil. That is
why we are unable to farm. What will the government do about it? Whilé ten of us were cutting weeds,
~arock came and fell. When we asked why, they said that it falls like that. The water pipe broke. In
the evening, they brought ten people and made a noise. My husband said, I will go and ask. You don't
go, | told you not to go, thinking that there will be some commotion. This is how it happens. The

government should answer this. If an explosion occurs in the rock pit, the entire wall of the loom



vibrates. Even if the food is covered, the soil falls into it. I don't know what to do. Will the government
do this? If we ask anything, they bring in a lot of people like mercenaries. We cannot recruit like that.
Where can we go to recruit? There are only four of us. I don't know what the government will say to

this, My request is that this should be stopped first. Thank you, greetings.

4. TI;iru. Nataraj, Valiyapalayam
Our house is near a rock quarry. Smoke comes out when the crusher runs and the blasting
occurs, Coconuts fall Stones also fall near our house. We cannot graze our goats, cows, or chickens.
Therefore, we do not want a rock quarry.
5. Thiru. R.S. Mugilan, Coordinator, Tamil Nadu Environmental Protection Association
Tiruppur District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Tirupur South
jointly run the Tifupur District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Tirupur

] Meetmg, the Chairman of the Tirupur Divisional Commissioner, the Pollution Control Board Dlslncl

Environmental Engineer who is leading and conducting this meeting, the officials from various
departments, the police and the journalists who are participating here, the town and the soil should
not he destroyed. On behalf of the environmental movement to which we belong, we extend our
greetings and best wi§l1es to the local public, social activists, the representatives of the Tamil Farmers'
Protection Association, the representatives of the Noyyal River Irrigation Association, the quarry
owners, and everyone brought by the quarry owners, who have come to express their concerns that
the future generation should not be affected by someone acting illegally and looting.

My name IS Mugllan I am the coordinator of the Tamil Nadu Envnronmental P10tcct10n
Movement At the flst hearing on this quarry, the air, soil, noise, water, biodiversity, and socio-
economic environment will be affected by the establishment of a quarry here. The project dCSlgnel
has shown how we will fix this impact through the power point of the environmental impact
assessment report, This (ium'ry is not a new quarry, It is a quarry that has already been operating with
permission. It is a quarry that has come for permission again.

Insuch a qudrry, has this quarry already becn operating legally? Is the location of this quarry
legal? We went through government documents such as village maps, field maps, A-Registration, and
Google images, and we did-our research from the outermost area that they may have given, and from
those areas where the boundaries have been drawn based on latitude and longitude.

In that study,-specifically in the eastern part of 303 and 302, where the quarry field is located,
there is field number 301. This is the computer field map of that 301. They had given the village map
to the last meeting, They did not put the village map to this meeting. If they put it there, it would be

a fuss. That is why they did not put it there. If they put it there, everything would be clear. We searched



and bought the village map we got from someone. It is not visible to the naked eye. We did not buy

it from the authorities. We bought it from a worker. | am in a situation where 1 cannot point it out

" from it.

We are in a position to show you what is in it from the computer field map. If we look at it,
there is a house in field number 301/3, that is, thirty meters away, in the eastern part of thé quarry

field. That house belongs to Krishnamurthy. Krishnamurthy's house is constantly damaged by falling

stones from the quarry, and the house is split. The stones have fallen into the house. He has put a

loom. The people who come to work in it do not come to work for fear that the stone will fall at any
time. He has filed a complaint with the police station about this. | would like to bring to your attention.
There is a recognized house thirty meters away. That house does not exist now. It is almost in the

revenue department documents from the 1979 to 1985 UDR period. There is a house thirty meters

~ away. Similarly, in the southeast part of the quarry, in field no. 304, there are two houses. That is also

in the computer field map. It is so small that it is invisible in the village map. -

Then if you ask who these two houses belong to, the one at 301/4 is Subramani's hotse. The
house that Palaniswami bank loaned. There is a poultry farm here. That pqultry farm has been
approved by the Town and Country Planning Department of Poomalur Panchayat. As far as the quarry
is concerned, there should not be any approved house or house within three hundred meters. There
should not be any village. But three hundred meters and one hundred meters away from the quarry,
there are lhrée houses and poultry farms in plot no. 301 that have been approved by the Panchayat.
The bank has taken a loan. Therefore, permission cannot be given based on Fhis quarry law.

Similarly, in the northern eastern part of the quarry plot, there is an apprdved house and house
plots in Poomalur village in S.F.No. 277. It is on my phone. | did not print it. The approved house
and house plots are one hundred and fifty meters away in plot no. 277. Similarly, in the northeastern
part of the quarry, five houses are shown in plot no. 278. Five houses are shown in the computer plot

map. The house in 277 is the house of Palani and Karuppan from the Scheduled Caste community.

Plot no. 277/1A1AID is included in it. Five houses in plot no. 278 are the houses of five people

including Marappan, Natarajan, and Marudachalam. This is on the computer plot map. It is’also on
the village map. [ already said it in the last meeting. But I will say it again now. What happened in
the morning is separate? What happened now is separate.

A house on the UDR map. Whether it is shown on the plot map, villagebmap, A-registration,
or has been approved by the Urban and Rural Development Department or has been approved by the
Panchayat, even if it has been demolished or damaged, it should be considered a house. The quarry
owner may have also bought this place. But if we say that we have seen this, then there are almost
nine houses and more than ten approved residential plots in Field No. 30 i,'301/3, 301/4, 277, 278, as

shown in the field map and A-registration.



Therefore, this quarry can be given illegally. That is, by giving bribes and buying with fake
documents. Permission can be obtained by violating the legal regulations. If it is violated, if it comes
back to you in a complaint or goes to court, the license will be canceled for those who bought it.

There is nothing you don't know. The quarry of Prakash, which was near the quarry field,
was a quarry that had permission until 2027. But they also added the PAP Parambikulam canal next
to that quarry. We saw it ourselves and complained to the District Collector. The permission given to
this quarry was canceled for the quarry of Prakash. The quarry located north of this quarry has been
in the same town. Therefore, if there is a violation, the quarry owner has already said in the affidavit.
He has filed an afﬁ‘davif with SEIAA that he kﬁows that if | have given wrong information, given
false ’information, or concealed information, the permission given to me will be canceled. He has also
given it in the application for permission to the quarry in the first place.

Then, hiding the fact that so many houses and houses have been approved, those who come
to talk to me next can say, if it is legal, give it. It was said that it is against the law. That is what we
have-to talk about. There is no way to say after that. Not only that, we saw Google images within a
radius of three hundred meters of this quarry field. This is a Google map. In this, in the eastern part
of the quarry, there are four houses at 201, 208, 107, 279 meters, two houses at 274, 285 meters, one
house at 244 meters in Athe west, one house at 233 meters in the south, three houses at 93, 235, 29.5
meters in the southwest,‘and one house at 164 meters in the southeast. We are showing these houses
from the outer edges of the quarry in Google Earth Pro.

We are giving this as a document to the authorities. What those who say should say is that all
these houses are there. They should say that these houses do not exist. They should say with evidence
that this is an unaﬁthorized.house. Otherwise, permission can be given to the quarry. We should not
say that it is good to have a quarry. Because this is not a matter of giving charity or charity. It is a
matter of whether it is legal or not.

If you do not wear a helmet, you will be fined one thousand rupees. If you drink water and
drive, you will be fined ten thousand rupees. They will fine you regardless of who you are. As far as
the law is concerned, it is the same for everyone, Why am [ showing this much, so that it can be
recorded? All dista.nces are included in this. Google Earth Pro has downloaded and shown houses
within three hundred meters of almost twenty houses. Therefore, permission cannot be given to the
Senniyappan quarry. -

Not only fhat, there should not be any temporary housing for workers within a three-hundred-
meter radius of the quarry. Because everything shown is an approved plot. It is based on government
documents. We have built plots, sets, and buildings that are not based on such documents. The law
says that this should not be given. As 1 said earlier this morning, the explosion at the Vijayalakshmi
temple in Kodangipalayam has affected the Sulur airport. A distance of three kilometers.

Then, similarly, when it happened in Virudhunagar Adiyur last year, six people who were

within a kilometer died at the scene. Let me be clear. There should not even be any temporary housing.



You can set up a set. For what purpose, to store food bags and things. Except for that, no one should
stay within a three-hundred-meter radius. That is the law. The rules and procedures for many quarries
~are clearly stated in the procedural orders. But this is not the case for this Senniyappan quarry.
Therefore, permission cannot be given to this quarry. |
Next, there should be no low-voltage power line within fifty meters. In the mining plan of
this quarry, which can be called a mining plan, they have stated that there is no power line within fifty
meters. We visited this place. In the southern part of the quarry, the low-voltage power line runs for
~ fifteen meters. Are these villagers going? Or not? Tell me. The power line runs fifteen meters away
in the southern part. Similarly, the high-voltage power line and tower line should not go within a three
hundred meter radius. But in the northeastern part of the quarry, the tower line runs two hundred
meters away at the end of field no. 277. Since the tower line runs within a three hundred meter radius
_ of the quarry, this quarry cannot be given permission according to the law.
| The rule is that if a railway line passes near the quarry, a ten meter gap must be left. This
quarry field 301/1 is the railway line. There is a house at 301/3, 30174. A cafriageway passes near
301/1 on the'eastern side of quarry field number 302, 303. Since there is no ten meters and thirty-five
feet clearance for this carriageway, permission cannot be given to this quarry on legal grounds.

In addition, according to the Minor Mineral Concession Rules, there should be no overhead
water storage tank or water supply stations within a radius of five hundred meters from the outer edge
of the quarry. When we looked at its images on Google, it was a black image. The company's English
summary report states on page six. There is a village called Valiyapalayam four hundred and ten

meters to the north of the quarry. |

- On page three of the Environmental Impact Assessment Report, it is said that there is a village
four hundred and ten meters to the north-east of the nearest residential area. There is a borewell and
an overhead water storage tank in Valiyapalayam. Then it should be five hundred meters away. But
the document says that it is four hundred and ten meters. Similarly, there is a town in the western part
- ofthe quarry. Its name is unknown. Therefore, since there is an overhead water tank and water loading
stations five hundred meters away, according to the Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 36, permission
cannot be given if there are water intake stations of organizations like Panchayats, "Central
Covernment or State Government institutions, Water Supply and Drainage Board, or deep tube wells
or water storage places of those institutions. On that basis, permission cannot be given to
' Senniyappan's quarry on a legal basis. '

Senniyappan has applied for permission for his quarry, and if you look at the minipg plan,
that license is B1. B1 is the report of the plan. If there is a quarry near BI quarry, it is ten meters. If
agricultural land is seven and a half meters. If government land is 10 meters. They have cut stones as
- if they were glued to the quarry in the southeast part of this B1. There is no ten meters gap for this in
the southeast part. It is one thing that they got permission. It is another thing that they took the land

of another person without permission. They have cut illegally in that place. According to the rules,



they did not leave a ten-meter gap to the nearby quarry. Therefore, p‘ermission cannot be given based
on the rules and site criteria. Moreover, we are filing a case of robbery under Section 379 of the Indian
Penal Code for cutting stones from the quarry field in a place where they did not get permission‘, and
we are requesting that écﬁi'on be taken under the Explosives Act to find out where and how they
illegélly obtained the explosives for this.

Because no one is afraid. The PAP canal, the canal that goes to a hundred acres of irrigation,
is'the one who cut anvd removed it without conscience. None of the quarrymen filed a complaint. We
went and inspectéd it, did everything, and then the Prakash quarry was closed. It did.not happen
anywhere. The incident happened in the nearby field no. 253, adjacent to this quarry. Therefore, on
that basis, this quarry should not be operated legally.

Silﬁilarly, I have mentioned the forty-five types of documents that should be kept for the
quarry. No village map was kept. When [ looked at the village map kept in the morning, they measured
three hundred meters from'the center of the quarry. | don't know what they have kept in it. Out of
these forty-five types of documents, thirty types of documents are missing. How can we speak without
documents? Can we speak with ideas? Anyone from anywhere can write to object to this. They can
also write in support.‘ If there.are documents, Mugilan doesn't need to speak here. There is no need to
take up your time and the time of the officials. Because since there are no documents, the people of
this area have to see the field. Many details are available only by looking at them.

" Ifthere are-documents, this is not necessary. These reports can be organized more easily. We
can express our opini‘ons on it. In the future, those who can provide them, please post the documents
in PDF format. [f.we add these documents, what was already four hundred pages will now take five
hundred pages. It will be a little more MP. Five hundred pages is everything these days. The same
Pollution Control Board, Sutur taluk, Coimbatore district, has uploaded one thohsand and one
hundred pages of documents on the website for a quarry called Paramasivan in Chettipalayam. So the
problem is not from the number of pages, but someone is conspiring to prevent the facts from bcin‘g
known. Even if they hide the document, the people are a huge document. The truth never hides.
Therefore, this basic fact Génnot be given permission for this quarry.

Similarly, there are many court orders that there should be no ponds within five hundred
meters around the quarry field. If there are lakes, ponds, etc., they give forty meters to the quarry.
When it reaches two hundred feet, the water will go into the quarry. There will be no water body
around. Agriculture will not be possible. There will be no agriculture for livestock. The rules have
been‘made because there will be no drinking water, But the field number. There is a pond on the
northeast side of the quarry in 276, Since it is not shown and hidden, permission cannot be given (o
this quarry according to the law.

Next, you must have seen the quarry cutting. The rules clearly state how it should be operated.
They} keep cutting straight and perpendicular to the quarry. If that were the case, six people.died in an

accident in Karur, But according to the rules, cutting should be done in a bench method based on a



length of five meters, a width of five meters, and a height of one meter. Cutting can be done gtadually
in a bench method. Only then will there be no landslide. No soil coilabse. Safety for the workers
working in the quarry. Nature protection too. What is given in the PPT that it-should be cut in the
. bench method is that on page ten, it has been cut vertically. It was not cut in the bench method. The
rule is that sugar tastes sweet only if you give it to your hand. Not if you write it on paper. Similarly,
since this is not done in the bench method, permission cannot be given to this quarry according to the
law. Even if it is given, it is wrong according to the law.

Not only that, as | already said in the morning, the quarry was not prdperly notified by putting
up a notice on the A-1 notice. The notice that the notice should not be put up.was given only at the
end of 2023 when Irayanbu retired. The notice that the notice should not be put up is no more.
Whatever it is, it should be announced through a loudspeaker. They say that we have already put up
a notice on the quarry. Now many people have said that we did not know the crowd asking for the
' opinion of the quarry. They did not know that the quarry was coming. At that time, it \_N'as not a big
expense. There is a garbage truck in the panchayat. They have a microphone attached to the garbage
truck. They told me to pay the house tax by the 31st. They told me the same thing for Corona. The
district magistrate gives you a one-day notice. He gives it to the village administrative officer through
. the taluka magistrate, |

Al Notice should be posted in a place where everyone knows, such as the Panchayat office,
the village administration office, especially at ration shops, public water points, bus stops, and make
ten or ten people stand there and take photos at each place. Apart from that, do this through a
loudspeaker. Who has a problem? Afier coming, a stone fell on our house. When | went and asked,
the quarrymen said that it would fall like that, what will you do? He said that he had filed a complaint

at the police station.

?

" Why is this situation happening? Valluvar has clearly said that before coming, life will be
ruined like a fire. You are bringing a company. You are giving permission to quarry for ten years.
. There is no‘éccount for M. Sand Crushers. When giving permission, can this plant be set up here?
No? This is because the National Green Tribunal in 2018 said that even if a'quarry is set up in a ten-
.cent area, a public hearing should be held if the area is five hectares or twelve and a half acres,
including all quarries within a radius of five hundred meters. This public hearing is being held.

In the past, there would have been no consultation meeting. Before the DMK government
~ came to power, no consultation meeting was held for any quarry. It is only because wé have been
fighting continuously and the National Green Tribunal has given such an order that many people are
able to express their problems here. The officials have come. But this is to say that we have a pl'Obl&m.
So please, whether it is a quarry that comes for consultation, or a quarry that does not come within a
. radius of five hectares, that is, five hundred meters, where consultation does not come, please inform
all the people in a manner that the A-1 notification can be properly communicated. | have also been

making a request since | took over as District Environmental Engineer. That is, please print one



i

hundred posters and paste them in that area if there is a consultation meeting, if it affects a radius of
ten kilonﬁeters. '

This proéedure is being implemented in Karur, Dindigul, Madurai, Namakkal and Erode
districts. This is not new news. Mani Shekhar Ayyappa introduced it three years ago in Maduf‘ai when
he was the District Collector. Visakhan Ayya has brought it in Dindigul and Karur. He has brought it
in Namakkal. Krishnan Unni Ayya has brought it in Erode when he was the District Collector. It is
not in Tiruppur district, The government is not paying for this, If a public hearing is held, then the
newspaper advertisement alone is paid for in Tamil and English newspapers, that is, in English
newspapers, for the whole of Tamil Nadu, and in Tamil newspapers for the whole of the district, for
the whole of the district.

They spend three lakhs just for one day's advertisement in the newspaper. It costs one
thousand rupees to put up one hundred posters. It costs one thousand rupees to paste them. Everyone
within ten kilometers will 1'<now. Those who want to will express their opinion. We can do it easily
with that, Please, at least for the next meeting, the chairman came today. He said I don't know. We
are telling everyone that the government has changed many things by telling us.

Already before 2022, there will only be a summary report of the EIA report. We fought
continuously and got the entire report uploaded on the internet. It should not be given only in English.
They'are continuously ﬁghting to have it given in Tamil, and today they are uploading all the public
hearing reports in Tamil on the Pollution Control Board website a month in advance. Nothing is going
on. The situation is changing as we continue to do it.

Many of us have died for that. We have been oppressed. We have gone to jail. But all the
officials here know that we have not only fought, but also fought and won the right .to do so. Sir,‘ it
has been ten years since he took office. But he knows how it was before? How it has changed today.
How many years we have worked for this. So please, upload forty-five types of documents on the
internet and put up posters to inform the public according to their opinions. Even putting up posters
is difficult. A poster costs two to three thousand. If you put up a poster, it will be widely known. |
also request that it be implemented. ‘

Similarly, fegarding the quarry, the operation of this quarry causes air pollution, water
poliution, noise pollution, and soil pollution. Due to air pollution, children develop type 2 diabetes.
Adults suffer from asthma, allergies, and various lung problems. Apart from that, hearing is severely
affecfed by the noise ofexpiosions. The forty-five-minute reed blast that comes in it should be blasted
in a manner that does not make any noise outside, such as a mudbull blast, which can be fired once
every twenty-eight seconds. Mudpull means digging a quarry and putting wet soil bags in it before
blasting. Putting a tarpaulin or sack on top of that, Putting a tractor tire on top of that. It does not
vibrate. It does not lift stones. There is a rule that it should be blasted in accordance with the law.

Everything is on paper.



[f you put a bomb in this quarry, Krishnamurthy, the next-door farmer, could not opérate the
loom. The person who operates the loom refuses to come because the s'toﬁe will fall on his head. This
is the situation. So, you should respect the rule you mentioned. It may be peoplé like us who violate
the law. lft1‘1e law is violated, you, the officer, have the authority to take action. But if all the quarry
owners only want to violate the law, and the officers who should take action on it are watchin)_g, what
can we do? We can only tell the officers. You are the officer responsible for that.

Times are not the same. Various conditions are changing. Awareness is rising. There is air
pollution, noise pollution, soil pollution. Someone said this morning. Our village.is in the Mettangattu
area, When the wind blows, it blows the soil not three hundred meters but two kilometers away, and
the soil falls on the house, on the cloth that is wrapped around the wound, on the crop stalks and
blants. If you look at the stomachs of the goats today, there is only soil in‘their intestines. The reason
is that they graze on the dusty soil that can settle on the crops. Thus, on the one hand, soil pollution
CGecurs. v ‘

On the other hand, last month, a consultation meeting was held in Kodangipalayam, near your

' village, Gopal, Gangesan Quarry. They said that they had conducted a water survey for a distance of

ten kilometers. Only two hundred TDS is suitable for drinking. Five hLmdred TDS is suitable for

. agriculture. Water that is more than five hundred TDS should not be used fér any reason. It is polluted

water, But within a radius of ten kilometers, that is, three kilometers from Kodangipalayam, there is

Poomalur. The village is close by. It has one thousand four hundred and sixty TDS. I did not say this.
Itis in the report they have examined.

The credit for changing the water with all these peculiarities, such as TDS, chloride, goes to
" the owner of the quarry. Quarry owners don't even know if it's black or red. The problem is that if
everything is fine according to the quarry rules, Mugilan can't speak: The authorities can't speak
either. Can they say that the criteria have been violated, that the Minor Mineral Concession Act has
been violated? If they speak against it, it's slander. It's illegal. But we have shown through documents
. that it's not like that,

- So the water pollution here is very severe, and not only humans but also the living creatures
here are affected. Think with your conscience, quarry owners. How is it right to run a company by
spoiling this water and making your relatives, neighbors, uncles, and cousins suffer, losing their lives?
We didn't say this. It's in the document you gave. ‘

There is a house three hundred meters away. There is a five hundred meter power line. There
is a tower line three hundred meters away. There is a pond five hundred meters away. The water is
all spoiled. There is not even a ten meter gap to the carriageway. You have illegally mined minerals
worth lakhs of rupees within your quarry. For this, you have illegally obtained explosives, which is a
_ crime of national treason. With such numerous violations of rules, there is a risk of earthquakes and
landslides in this area. Therefore, this Senniyappan's quarry is a quarry that is not eligible to operate

legally. Permission should not be given to this quarry.



In addition to this, after giving all these documents, we gave five hundred thousand rupees to
the SEIAA officials. We gave it to the minister, and even if we were to get permission, that quarry
cannot continue to operate. The officials themselves have stopped many quarries. Did you stop the
Santosh quarry in Maravapalayam? Or not? They went to court and got permission. It stopped in onc
day. ' ' -

Therefore, all the documents and evidence that we are giving are not in vain. For this, many
highly educated people, people with various social concerns, can all come together and submit a
petitipn. But the documents for this are compiled by people from various fields of knowledge.
Knowledge is not the property of anyone. That is why Tamil Nadu is growing. Who is saying that
Tamil Nadu will fight, Tamil Nadu will win, we seck knowledge ourselves and get it, and who should
implement the law? We are informing those officials how it is illegal.

Therefore, this Senniyappan quarry is unfit to operate. Unfit. Unfit. Permission should not be
given. Permission should not be given. Permission should not be given. If further permission is given,
the officer who gave the permission will go to jail and will not be able to get pension. We are clearly
telling you that you will not be able to get proper retirement. We are clearly telling the IFS, IAS and
various other doctoral d‘egree holders in SEIAA. We are ready to die. But you are in office with your
education, With this, if you support the conspiracy that destroys the society and causes earthquakes,
severe heat, severe floods, natural disasters and social degradation, you will go to jail. Thank you for

the opportunity, greetings.

I would like to express my first greetings to the Revenue Commissioner of our district and
the Environmental District Engineer who are presiding over this esteemed public hearing, and to the
respected environmental activist Ayya Mugilan, who has dedicated his life to the protection of this
soil, water and nature with'a visionary mind, and who has created thousands of youth across Tamil
Nadu with a visionary mind that nature should be protected today, and who is working at the risk of
his life to protect agriculture, soil and water today, and to the agricultural and social activists, media
lovers, police officers and the respected quarry owners and friends who have come here to argue that
we have the right to do business, give recommendation letters, and all of you who have come here to
present your views,

Why is the government delaying the horse-trading of companies that have applied to produce
artificial 'sand and M-sand as an alternative to Indian sand? There are so many problems with it.
Because only if it is fixed will nature be protected. Our region will be protected. Nature is protected
in Kerala today. Its soil is protected. The people who live there are protected. The farmers there are

protected. Water, land and soil are protected. But why is there an exception in Tamil Nadu? We

In addition, we humbly request that the government should respond wi’thout delay to allow
| the sale of sand imported from abroad to prevent natural resources. If this is done, fifty percent of the
problems will not arise.

Because | have been
watching all this. We know how and in what way they are doing it. We are watching everything. We
also have honest officials. There are former judges who honestly protect natural resources and have
a social mindset that they should be protected. There are judges today. There are district coilectors.
There are mineral resources department officials.

There are millions of well-meaning young people who have a genﬁine desire to protect Tamil
Nadu. Please stop making fun, teasing, trolling, and threatening. If you want to do business, you have
to do business fairly. Everything is happening in this country only under the Indian Constitution. Next
to that, the Minerals Act and the Mi‘nor Minerals Act are all included in it. Therefore, it should be
implemented. Respected Mugilan has already told us how we should apply and how we should
behave. | requést you to document and record his views as my views.

Not only that, he has already made some demands to the government. We request you to
recommend that too. Therefore, when businessmen carry soil from the quarry, they do né)t put a
~tarpaulin on top. School children are affected. They dump soil on concrete roads. The negligence of
_ the vehicle driver. The quarry owners should monitor this. Apart from that, there are vari'Qus practical

problems. Please, we are saying all this for the benefit of your business. We are saying it for the

benefit of the people: who may be here. We are saying it for the benefit of the farmers in this area.
The water level should not be affected. The water, land, lake, pond should not be affected.

They have already.said in NIT. In our area, five kilometers from the Noyyal basin, twelve
perceént of the people have cancer and lung disease. On the contrary, people who various jobs today,
even yesterday in Tiruppur, have say that there is no pollution. The respected environmental engineer
knows, the district administration knows, even a small child can tell you with evidence how much
this area has been affected. The respected Mugilan has clearly explained how much water, land and
agriculture, air pollition have been affected.

to see the owner of this quarry, Mr. Senniyappan.



Hello sir. Is the license granted to you for this quarry still valid? Or has it expired? According
to the law, if it has expired, you should not operate the quarry, and if the quarry has expired, you
should not operate it. You are operating it in violation of that. That is a violation of the rules.

In addition, your quarry is polluting the environment. Water, land, air, everything is polluted.
As Mr. Mugilan said earlier, many rules have been violated. Due to this, the people living around
your quarry are affected in many ways.

My name is Lokanathan. | live in 63-Velampalayam. | am déing lorry business. Without
quarries we cannot do business. Our livelihood will be very affected. We are investing a lot on this.
People cannot build buildings or anything without this. If there is no quarry, nothing can be done. So

" if everything is done properly, it will be good for everyone. Our livelihood will not be affected either.

As far as | am concerned, not only as the District President of the Non-Party Tamil Nadu
Farmers' Association, but also as a fighter who has fought on the field against various problems, the
people of the Farmers' Association and the farmers here know that I am living. There are quarry and
crushers near my house and garden. It is not an ordinary crusher. There is a crusher in the area under
Poomalur Panchayat. in 63, Velampalayam. When smoke comes from that crusher, when | tell the
crusher owner that we should also live in this village, they listen to it, completely stop the smoke from
coming, and are making those crushers work well.

Therefore, all 1 ask is that any business that is within the law and against the law that can
affec; people is not right. I have no alternative to saying that it is a disaster. If that crusher and quarry
are affected, you, the?higher authorities, are in a position to take action. Take action. But at the same
time, if I say that it is not a business, then I am different in saying that it will not be a quarry, and that
it will not be a quarry.

+Tam from the farmers' association and no one should express an opinion agairist farmers. The
reason is that a quarry is 63, if we take Velampalayam, there have been quarries there since almost
four years.

When a few.. peoble in that area have different opinions about each quarry nearby, those wﬁo
spoke before me believed in it and said that if those quarries are stopped, we are making a living.
