Kumarapalayam.

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the public hearing for
M/s. Sivasakthi Rock Exports is to be conducted and as per the EIA Notif’ication,'2006
certain projects among which for the cluster conducting public hearing is mandatory. Th‘is_
public hearing is not a grievance redressal meeting and requested to express their views

against or favour of the proposed quarry and the same would be registered and will be




sent to SEIAA, Tamil Nadu. If the views are expressed short and clear would be
conducive to translate in English. The technical expert will be explained‘about the

proposed project.

The technical expert representing M/s. Adhi Boomi Mining & Enviro Tech (P),
Limited, Salem has invited the District Collector, District Environmental Engineer, other
- officials & public and power point presentation was displayed about a 1 No. of proposed
quarry. After the presentation, District Environmental Engineer has invited the publlc to

express their opinion/views either in verbally or by written representation.
The proceeding of the public hearing is furnished as below.

PUBLIC VIEWS:

1. R. Anand Kumar - Periya soormapalayam

He has informed that is no connectivity between quarry and our village. Also, no
no environmental issues or impact and has not affected so far. Hence, the permission

may be granted to the quarry Nothing was affected. Permission can be given.

2. Thiru. Raju- Soorampalayam:

He has informed that we are very happy this quarry is functioning in our village.

3. Vaseekaran, Nadanthai Village.

He has requested that the sivasakthi quarry is located nearby house. no
effect water bodies have affected and also there is no explosive vibration in the
area. Hence I request you to permit the operation of this quarry.

4. Thiru. Arun, Paramathi

He has informed that It's a great thing that conducting Public hearing here.
In this meeting, it is to be allowed first preference to the native local public to
express their views and to be given more time to them. But it is giving an
opportunity to the people who come from other districts as social activist. The
opportunity should be given to the men of the soil who have born in this locality
and also the brothers and sisters who are born from the village here should be
given an more opportunity. Because they are only know the ‘pros and cons of
village and functioning of the quarry. The people who have says that the social
activist are doing everything. However, they did not come forward for the people’s
basic needs problems like road facilities to raise the standard of living of the
people and the social activist to be avoided for participating in any public hearing

meeting.

She has informed that that we don’t have any problem by the functioning

of the quarry. The quarry owners are helping lot to peoples in this surrounding

area.

. Thiru. R. Gunasekaran, Periya Surampalayam.

He has informed that we do not have any objection for granting permission
to the quarry of Sivashakti Rock Exports and the same is expressing on behalf of

the village of Periya Surampalayam.

Thiru. Guru, Nadanthai Village, )
He has expressed that I am working in Sivashakti Rock Exports only and I just

came to the quarry by discontinued my B.com degree. Now, they make read me. -
Similarly, they also helping to my sister studies and both are studying now. There
is no problem due to operation of this quarry. If the quarry is stopped then they

would be faced lot of problem.

Thiru. K.S. Senthilkumar, Lawyer Grandson of Indian Freedom Fighter,
Namakkal.

He has informed that I would like to express my gratitude to the respected
Revenue Divisional officer, Thiruchengode who is conducting this public hearing
meeting including the public. In this third event of this public hearing, I would like
to record the following statements as a comment in this public hearing meeting.

According to the siting criteria of the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession
Rule 1959—36(1) recognized government houses, green houses, Village natham
and habitation of Scheduled Caste people all are located around Sivasakthi’ Rock
Exports. Therefore, this quarry is not eligible to operate in any way in according to
the law and action should also be taken against the government employees who
helped to prepare fake documents for the establishment of this quarry.

It is most important that to stop operation of this quarry by this time to
protect the social environment and biodiversity need at this time. The legal action

should be taken against this quarry. I would like to express my opinion that the



Sitting criteria is not meet out. Hence, the quarry should not be allowed in any

way. Thank you.

11.Thiru. Shanmugam - Coordinator of Anti-Illegal Quarry Movement, Karur:

If a quarry is to be operated, it must be obey the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral
Concession Rules, 1959 enactedlby the Government of Tamil Nadu. If the quarry is to be
operated according to law, the law sayé that there should be no houses, dwellings,
buildings, bore wells, temples, or sacred symbols within 300 meters from the quarry. But,
there are houses, Village natham, village drains, bore wells and road ways all are located
within a radius of 300 meters around this quarry. He has come here to say that the

permission should not be given to this quarry.

This quarry is located in 490/1 (Part). As I have already informed that don't give
permission to the quarry any part of S.F.No. Because, they have illegally mined out
differer!t types of minerals as part and also if it is put part in S.F.Nd., it cannot give
-permission to this quarry ourselves. In Karur district, there are 46 quarries have been
collected as fine Rs. 160 crores. The High Court of Madras, Madurai Bench has also

directed to inspect and to take action around 325 quarries in this regard.

Because, if it say part in S.F.No, we don't know which part of S.F.No.is being
quarried. We are informing in all meeting that sub-division of S.F.No should be done and
earmark stone should be installed and then permission should be given the quarries. In
this connection, you should not give permission to this quarry as it has been mentioned
as part. There is a house located within the radius of 300 meter of S.F.No. 519 and two
houses located  within100 radius. Similarly, there is a house located at a distance of
158 meters in S.F.No.465 from the quarry site. Also, there is a house located at a
distance of 290 meter in S.F.No. 515. On the north-west side of this quarry site there is’a
Village Natham houses at survey number 553, 534. Similarly, There is Urnatham in china
surampalayam village at a distance of 290 meters from the S.F.No. 551 ‘and found it is lot
of violations. They have informed that there are no houses within 300 meters of this
'quarry .but it was there more than ten houses located around this quarry. Hence,

permission should not be given to this quarry.

Apart from that, if this quarry is operated in that area, then the soil, water, air
environments and the socio-economic environment are will be affected. How, it should be
addressed the problem and non of the quarries have addressed this problem. Similarly,
they did not provided the green belt development and fencing all around the periphery of
the quarry site. Further, they dont have any scheme which benefits the lobours /

workers of this quarry.



Also, the existing quarries did not have any green belt development and fencing
all around the periphery of the quarry site. Because of this, the earthquakes are
happeni'ng frequently in this area and lots of damage occurs here. Now, it is monsoon
season and currently about 104 - 105 degrees of temperature and could not tolerate this
scorching temperature. Tamilnadu government is spending Rs.700 crores for planting-
trees. If these quarries owner joined together and plant trees together, Tamil Nadu will
be green tamil nadu. Finally, He has informed that many violations noticed hence the

permission should not be given to this quarry.

12.Thiru. K.Periya samy, Periyva soormpalayam:

He has informed that my house is located just next to sivaskathi quarry and there
is no problem in my home. I am doing agriculture actiivity within 100 feet radius of this
quarry and there is no problem. They have informed that there are two houses are
located in S.F.N0.589 which is my house only. Hence, he has informed that no problem to

our home. Thank you.

13.Thiru. K. Palanivel, Kondaraan palayam:

He has informed that the resolution passed in the Chittapoondi Gram Sabha
meeting and the same is submitting to the Revenue Divisional Officer. On the basis of. -
this resolution, we request to the District Collector and Revenue Divisional Officer to

approve and implement this resolution.

14.Thiru. Mugilan, Co-ordinator, Tamil Nadu Environment Protection

Movement:

He has expressed his wishes to the District Collector and Revenue Divisional
officer, District Environmental Engineer, all revenue officers, all various department
officials who are conducting this public hearing meeting jointly organized by the District
Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board. Also, I express my wishes and

greetings to all public and quarry owners to who have participated.

I would like to remember one thing. In 2010, Thiru.Sagayam IAS,  then District
Collector a similar public hearing meeting was conducted to an industries, it was opined
that the come to operation, the livelihood of the people in the area would be destroyed’
and this area would be greatly affected. The public were opposed the factory in the public
hearing meeting. He has expressed and appreciated to Thiru. Perungurichi Mani and I
salute him for his effort on the public hearihg. It was banned the public hearing during
2010, since the tributary and branch river of cuavery is Manimutharar located at a

distance of 3.5 Kilo meter from the Sivasakthi Quarry.



The certificate issued by the village administration officer and the mining plan
were mentioned that there is houses within the radius of 300 méters from the quarry
.site. But in the affidavit given b'y the owner of this quarry has to sworn that there are no
houses within 300 meters. If this is wrong then the license of this quarry should be
cancelled.

Further, On the day of Vijaya Dasami, there was an explosion from a quarry and
the impact was observed around three and a half kilometers away. There is a house
located at a distance of 150 meters in S.F.No.462, in S.F.N0.519 and there is a house at
a distance of 200 meters in S.F.No.553 énd in S.F.No.512. Also, the village natham is
located at a distance of 260 meters in S.F.No.553 and S.F.No.554.

Similarly, they have informed that no building located at a distance of 500 meter.
They are asking license for the quarry wi.th all these irregularities. However, there is a
village water tanks, a borewell, a community hall and a canteen and anganvadi (for
below five-year-old children). But, the quarry owners have reported in page 319 that no

building is within 500 meters.

There are green houses are located within a radius of 300 meters and they are
hiding all this facts and submitted the report. They are giving fake confession. Also, the
Hoh’ble Chief Minister, Tamil Nadu has spoken an one day that the people like Thiru.
Mughilan are fighting to close all the illegal quarries but they have put him zinto the jail.

- But, now days the government is implementing and telling with this terrorist name only.

During 2011, the commissioner when he was in the District Collector, he had
conducted the pollution control board grievance day meeting once a month at
Tiruchengode and we are singers of the soil and people. The people living within 500
meters radius of the quarry will be are affected in various ways, due to the poisonous gas
released during the explosion. And the Tamil Nadu government is planting trees through
the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board by using the tax money of the people. But, the
Quarry owners have been obtained 3 to 4 lease to mine of mineral and they have to be
planted at lease 2000 trees. The wire fence is also not provided by the unit quarry

“owners and the labours/workers who is being died here and not quarry owners.

‘ Similarly, Hon’ble Union Minister of Road Transport, Nitin Gadkari has sent a
circular to the state governments that not more than 10 tonnes weights should be
allowed on rural roads. But, they are being transported more than 70 to 80 tons and it
was found 1.5 feet depth of ditch in the road. All these roads are maintained by the
Central and State Governments and are paid by the people tax money not the quarry
owners money. In the last DMK election manifesto it has been announced 200 manifesto,

out of which the granite licenses should not be granted to private individuals by the



government of Tamil Nadu. Hence, granite quarries should be run by the government and
it should be operated by the state government. The quarry owners have to pay green

fund is 10% and to pay CSR fund about 2 % to the Government.

Further, he has informed that the granite quarries should not be given to private
individuals and the District is a Model District where many protests have taken place.
Therefore, the permission should not be granted as there are doing many violations. I
also request the authorities to act properly and do their duty to protect this soil an_d has
requested that the quarry should not be permitted. He also informed that if SEIAA gives

permission to the quarry, it will face legal consequences. Thank You.

After the public expressed their views, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board, Kumarapalayam asked to the public to submit written
petitions directly to the District Collector/Revenue Divisional Officer. The public and non-

governmental organizations submitted their views in writing to the District Collector.

After expfessing the views of the people the Revenue D'ivisional Officer,
Thiruchengode stated that in both videos and audio recording of the proceeding would be
sent to SEIAA and finally asked the quarry owners to provide fencing all around the
premises, development of greenbelt, earmarks the boundary with stones and instructed
to follow the government rules and operate the quarries. The issue of Environmental
Clearance to the proposed quarry will be decided by the SEIAA, Tamil Nadu. Further, it
has stated Green belt/corridor will be constructed from the funds obtained from the

quarry and further fa(filities to this near village.

After the public hearing, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board thanked all the public for attending the public hearing on behalf of District V
Collector. There is no written statement/petitions received during the public hearing.
