The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Assistant Commissioner (Excise), Krishnagiri
(Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the
general public and TAMIN officials who have attended the public hearing for the
proposed M/s. Tamil Nadu Minerals Limited, SF.No. 486 (Part) & 736/4, lease over
an extent of 27.04.5 Ha at Jakkery Village, Denkanikottai Taluk, Krishnagiri District
is required to get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the

conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such



as, "“Dinathanthi” and “The New Indian Express” dated 28.11.2024 and pampb'ats
regarding public hearing was issued to the public of Onnukuruki Village,
Malaepalaym Village, Muninathapuram Village, Chinnati Village, Davaragarai
Village, Jakkeri Village and Virupachi Nagar with audio announcement through auto
vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he informed that the project proponent
would make a presentation on the project, after which the public can express their

views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the TAMIN officials will be recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Assistant Commissioner (Excise), Krishnagiri (Representative of the
District Collector, Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the
The Assistant Commissioner (Excise), Krishnagiri has requested the YTAMIN officials
to explain about their proposed Colour granite quarry project through power point
presentation and requested the public to obtain necessary cIariﬁcations for their

doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.E.Ganesan, Deputy Manager, M/s. Tamil Nadu Minerals
Limited Colour Granite Quarry, Krishnagiri of the proposed Colour Granite quarry
project has made presentation about the proposed Colour Granite quarry project to
the public along with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District
Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri
District has invited the public to express their views and comments about the proposed
Colour granite quarry project.

The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:



1. Thiru. Rajeshkumar, President, Jakkeri Panchyat:

Thiru.Rajeshkumar has said that there is frequent movement of wild animals
like elephants and peacocks in the vicinity of the quarry. Also, a lake is located at
the distance of one kilometer from this quarry in Mallepalayam Village. He
mentioned that agriculture is the main occupation in his village and the existing
quarries have affected the farming activities. The road that leading to Onnukuruki

village also damaged due to quarry truck movements.
2. Thiru. V.Manoharan, Jakkeri Panchyat:

Thiru. V.Manoharan has said, the presentation about the quarry as
explained by the proponent was good. However, the operation of the quarry will
affect the flower plants and mango farms in the village and also the roads will bé
damaged, thereby the farmers will suffer a huge income loss. Therefore, he
requested that the quarry should be operated only after providing appropriate

solutions to these problems.
3. Thiru. Lokesh, Mallaepalayam Village:

Thiru. Lokesh has said that his agricultural land is located near the hill where
the quarry activities will take place. He said that due to the establishment of this
quarry wili affect the elephant corridor in Sanamavu area and the peacocks living |
in the forest. The Nagamunishwarar temple is within the vicinity of the quarry. Here
the devotees perform worship and special pujas. All these will be affected by
establishment of this quarry. The road leading td Onnukurki village is affected by
existing quarries. Also, two‘ hills have already been depleted in the area by the

quarries. Therefore, he requested to not implement the quarry project.



4, Thiru. Shankar, Vasanth Nagar:

Thiru. Shankar has said that houses and farms of the farmers are located
near the proposed granite quarry. They were already affected by the stones falling
from existing quarry activities. Also, small lakes are located nearér_ to the quarry
and cattles are utilising water from these lakes. All these would be affected by this
new quarry. The road in the village will be damaged by the quarry trucks.
Therefore, he requested not to establish this quarry' as it would cause a lot of

hindrance to the villagers.
5. Thiru. Shivkumar, Jakkery Nagar:

Thiru. Shivakumar has said that his land is situated in the survey no.736/2
located nearby the quarry and granite stones were mined out from our land
illegally. In this regard, he has submitted a petition for compensation and

requested to take appropriate action on his petition.
6. Thiru. Ramakrishnan, Mallaepalayam:

Thiru. Ramakrishnan has said that in spite of this quarry will increase the
revenue for the government, it will affect the people heavily. Without trees and
mountains there would be no rain. According to the current weather report, there is
no rainfall in Kelamangalam area. Due to this, lakes were dried with heavy drought
thereby affecting the water supply. Therefore, he requested not to establish this

quarry to conserve the nature.
7. Thiru. Nandish, Onnukuruki Village:

Thiru. Nandish has said that lot of trees have to be cut down to establish this
quarry. He questioned that if the saplings are planted to balance this, when will
they grow as tress and prevent air pollution? Further, he said that in his village
there is only a very small road, and if heavy trucks use that rqad,-the movement of

essential ambulance and two-wheelers will be hampered.



8.  Thiru. Munikrishnappa, Onnukuruki Village:

Thiru. Munikrishnappa has said that the area was fully planted with trees
during 1980s by the Mettur Soil Conservation Association. All these trees have
now been cut down for establishing the granite quarry. Also, farmers and tribal
people are living near this TAMIN's Proposed quarry. Further, he said that, the
elephant corridor is passing through this area. All livelihood will be affected by the

operation of this quarry.
9. Anonymous Person:

He said that a Shiva templie called Nagalingeshwarar temple is located near
this quarry. Deepam will be lighted here during the season of Thiruvanamalai
deepam festival. If a quarry is established here, there will be more vibrations
generated and the temple will be damaged. The cattle of five to six nearby farming
villages depend on this mountain. Therefore, he said that establishment of this
quarry will cause more damage to his village. (He expressed his opinion in

Telugu Language)
10.  Thiru. Krishnappa, President, Farmers Association:

Thiru. Krishnappa has said that the dust emanated from the nearby quarry
has been settling on their cabbage farm. This causes huge loss to the farmers.
So, he asked the quarry management to provide compensation to the farmers in
his village once in 6 months or a year. If this is not provided, then permission
should not be granted for this quarry. (He expressed his opinion in Telugu

Language)
11.  Thiru. Ravi, Onnukuruki Village:

Thiru. Ravi has said that we have been living in this area for 29 years. So far
no such public hearing meeting has been held here before for any quarry

operation. Further, he mentioned that the quarry managements have never



provided any financial assistance to our villages like Onnukuruki, Jakke
Mallepallam. The houses of the villagers, cattles and elephant corridor will be

affected by the establishment of this quarry.
12.  Thiru. Rajappa, Onnukuruki Village:

Thiru. Rajappé has said that his patta land is located near this TAMIN quarry.
A lot quarry waste is dumped on our land by the existing quarries. They have
manipulated me and dumped quarry waste at my land because | know only Telugu
and do not know Tamil. He said that it cost 20 to 30 lakhs to remove this waste
from my land. Also, the shivan temple here is very important for the villagers.
Therefore, he opposed this quarry establishment in this village. (He expressed his

opinion in Telugu Language)
13.  Thiru. Rajeshkumar, President, Jakkeri Panchyat:

Thiru. Rajesh Kumar has said that the villagers intend to take legal action
against this quarry. He also said that the ancient Shiva temple here is very
importanf to the public. Therefore, he requested to stop this quarry project for the

concern of public welfare.
14. Thiru. Ramakrishnan, Mallaepallam Village:

Thiru. Ramakrishnan has said that the 800-year-old and famous Shiva
Temple and Cave Temple are located near this quarry. Deepam will be lighted
here during the season of Thiruvanamalai deepam festival. Now, the establishment
of this quarry will affect these temples and will go against the religious faith of the
people. He warned that many workers who worked in the existing quarry were

died.
15. Thiru. Shankar, Vasantha Nagar:

Thiru. Shankar has said that they cannot do:the cattle rearing due to existing

quarry operation. Also, the"Gangamma temple, houses and lakes in our village will



be affected by this quarry project. Deepam will be lighted here during the season
of Thiruvanamalai deepam festival. He said, the establishment of this quarry will
affect the Hindu people’s faith. He also informed that, the public hearing meeting

may have been held near the quarry during holiday.
16.  Thiru. Lokesh, Mallaepalayam Village:

Thiru. Lokesh said that the information about the temples here is available on
the Google Maps and requested that this quarry should not be established here so

as not to disturb the faith of the devotees.

Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, 6 number of petitions were received on the proposed M/s. Tamil Nadu
Minerals Limited Colour Granite Quarry project during the public hearing meeting. The

petition is enclosed herewith.

Further, it is informed that there is no written representation was received in the
Ol/o. District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,

Krishnagiri District from the public on the proposed Colour Granite Quarry project.
