At the outset, District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Vaniyambadi has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, other
Government officials, NGOs, Environmentalists and all the Public present in the
public hearing meeting. He briefed the project proposal of Rough Stone Quarry
proposed at Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk , Tirupathur District explaining that
the above projects falls under the ‘B1’ Category under Schedule 1A of Environment
Impact Assessment (EIA) vide Notification No. S.O 1533 dated 14.09.2006 issued by
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change as they forms a cluster of
more than 5 Hectares area and therefore it is necessary to conduct public hearing
meeting to obtain Environmental Clearance for the quarry project from the State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai.

Then DEE, TNPCB requested the Sub-Divisional Magistrate/Revenue
Divisional officer, Vaniyambadi to preside over and conduct the public hearing
meeting. RDO welcomed all and has informed that she was deputed by the District
Collector, Tirupathur District to preside over the meeting on behalf of the District
administration and explained the procedure to be adopted during the meeting and

commenced the meeting.



Subsequently, District Environmental Engineer, Vaniyambadi, Tirupathur District has
requested the project consultant to present the proposed project details one by one
and requested the public & NGOs and others gathered in the meeting Hall to give
their opinion, concerns, clarification after the presentation.

Technical _ Presentation, M.Vijayaragavan, Environmental _Consultant,

GeoTechnical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri

The Project Consultant, Geo Technical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri on behalf
of Project proponent of the quarry has presented the details of the project of M/s R

Janardhanan Rough Stone Quarry through power point presentation.

He explained that stone quarry of by M/s Thirupathi Govind Rough Stone
Quarry at S.F. NO. 416/35 (PART-3)at an extent of 2.00.0 Hectare of
Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk,Tirupathur District. He also informed that
Press release for the public hearing meeting to this quarry was already published in
Daily English and Tamil Newspapers (“New Indian Express’ and “Dhinathanthi”
respectively) was published on 07.06.2025after getting the approval of the District
Collector, Tirupathur for conducting public hearing meeting on 11.07.2025 at 03.45
Pm. He also detailed the impact on Environment due to the project and Environment
manage plan, requirement of man power, etc.,

After completion of the presentation, District Environmental Engineer has
requested the public to introduce themselves with their name and village before
speaking to express their suggestions, concerns and clarifications about this project
and also assured that their views will be recorded both Audio & video and will be
submitted to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai

for further consideration for the issue of Environmental clearance.



Thiru.Rajini, Kattukollai

He says that

‘Everyone’s desire is to own a house. When seeking a bride, people ask
whether the groom owns a house. | was in a rental house for the past two
years. Later, my quarry manager has helped me by providing jelly and M-
sand for the construction of my house. All houses located in Tirupattur district

has to demolished and also stated he has stated that let us go to hut house.

Hence | support the proposed quarry project”.

Thiru.Arivazhagan, Social Activist, Tirupathur

He says that,

“There are 242 village Panchayats in Tirupattur District, where underprivileged
people live. Government leaders know their needs. Further stated that quarry
owners have helped to provide building, compound walls and other amenities
for the nearby schools.

I request permission to allow the proposed quarry project ”.

Thiru.Mugilan,Sennimalai, Environmental Protection Movement

He says that,

‘As per official records, a house is located 427 m away from the proposed
quarry of M/s.Thirupathi Govind Quarry. Hence, permission cannot be
granted.

RDS Infrastructure Quarry has already excavated the minerals from the
proposed area before approval, which is clear from the plan.

Air quality was measured at six locations (Oct-Dec 2024). Soil, noise, and
water not required electricity, but air monitoring need electricity. There is need
to confirm electricity usage for pollution measuring equipment.They should
ensure electricity usage for monitoring air survey. Photos were submitted but
pollution level was not measured. ;

Quarries have to offer PF, ESI, and insurance for more than 10 workers. But
from the RTI reply received from the Labour Department shows no PF or ESI
was given to any of the workers in quarries.

As per the TNPCB’s 2020 report, the quarry located area comes under
"overexploited" for water resources. Archaeological markers do exist within
500 m and there is no proper 300 m buffer zone provided in the mining plan
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report. Quarry operations should be carried out from 7 am -5 pm, but local
says that the activity continues beyond 5 pm which is illegal.

RDS Infrastructure Quarry began extraction before getting permit and action
must be taken.

Maps confirm the proposed six quarries violate the laws and permission must
be denied.

Import sand from abroad to protect Tamil Nadu's resources”.

Thiru.Saravanan', Kamiyanpettai Pudur

“ M/s.RDS Infrastructure Quarry has not illegally excavated minerals from the
proposed quarry area. Thiru.Gunavalan had already leased and operated the
quarry site for the past 5 years which was clearly shown in the google map.
However, RDS has not excavated any new stones from the proposed area
and is applying for lease at the already quarried area.

The information presented by the previous speaker(Thiru.Mugilan) appears to

be incorrect”.
