At the outset, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Thoothukudi welcomed the esteemed District Revenue Officer,
Thoothukudi District who was present to preside over the public hearing meeting
and also welcomed the project proponent and their representatives and all the
~ public who were present to attend the public hearing meeting and explained the
purpose of the meeting and also about the project. The details about the project,
Environmental Management Plan and the mitigation measures to prevent the
pollution related issues were explained on behalf of the Proponent by the Technical

expert of the project. After this, the public expressed their views.

1. Following are the views expressed bv the public during the Public Hearing

meeting:

1.Thiru. S.M. Santhanaraj, District In-charge, Tamil Vidiyal Party,

Muthivapuram, Thoothukudi:

1. T would like to know the names of the officials who attended here.

2. 1T doubt whether this public hearing is for the public or for port contractors
and officials. Please clarify this.

3. I am an ordinary person. My house is in this area. I am a social activist. I am

also an Indian citizen. I also pay taxes.
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4. 1 am not aware of the public hearing taking place here.

5. Based on the information received now, I am directly coming from

Thoothukudi .

6. The Hon'ble District Revenue Officer should clarify whether the people

were informed about this public hearing?

7. Is this a development plan for the port? Or developmental plan for people
through the port. The date and venue of this public hearing was not
published in newspapers, not even on Facebook pages and Whatsapp. Did
you inform people about this public hearing today? Or have you given any

notice? You are an officer so please give us a proper explanation.

8. No auto ads are given in Muthaiahpuram area where I am living. Therefore
Pollution Control Board has not done their duty properly and the same is the

opinion of Mr. Rommelt.

9. Coastal areas are more affected due to these kind of projects. Fishermen
have repeatedly informed the District Collector about the pollution of the
beach due to the SagarMala Project, but no proper information has been

given about it.

10.This public hearing is happening in Muthaiahpuram whereas, none of the
public from this area participated here because no advertisements were made

in this area and no notice boards were kept.

11.The District Collector and the District Revenue Officer did not approach the
people properly which led to the issues like Sterlite.

12.A 21-year-old youth died due to ammonia gas leak in M/s. TAC Limited, his
family is struggling because the Pollution Control Board is not monitoring

the factories properly.

13.A large amount of smoke is being emitted out of M/s. SPIC Industry.
Ammonia gas is getting released after 1.30 pm. If the villagers talk to the
company about this, they say that if you want, leave the villages. Especially
the people of Susainagar, Thangammalpuram and Shanmugapuram have
approached the company for which the PRO, Manager stated that the smoke
will emit like that only. From this, the pollution control of industries is

evident.
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14.If the Pollution Control Board would have done their duties properly, a 21-
| year-old man would never have died from an ammonia gas leak in M/s. TAC
Limited, we cannot compensate the loss by giving money, no justice. If we
give Rs. 25 lakhs to the family of the deceased, the problems will not end,

we will even beg for that money and will give for that family.

15.The Pollution Control Board has not approached properly from the Sterlite

issue till date due to which only 13 lives have been spared.

16.Similarly, 30 people were affected by the ammonia gas leak from M/s. Nila

Sea foods and 40 people were affected by Coromandel in Chennai.

17.1 request the officials present here not to misunderstand. If the port does not
conduct this public hearing to receive views and opinions from the public, I

request them to conduct this public hearing in Port Trust.

18.1 have previously worked as a supervisor in the same port. I was fired by the
port on the third day from a temporary job since I questioned the issues in
the 110 crore project brought by the port through the Pollution Control
Board.

19.The common man's voice could not be reflected anywhere. I am not

currently on that job.

20.1t is our democratic rights to ask questions and the authorities must answer

them. We want to live.

21.We do not want any project that affects the fishermen. Schemes are brought

by the government for people to live, no scheme is needed for people to die.

22.The Port benefits traders and workers but we welcome projects that are
environmentally friendly, otherwise the issues happened for Sterlite will

happen for every project.

23.What is certain that the problem that happened in M/s. TAC Limited will not
happen tomorrow in M/s. SPIC? Officials should clarify this.

24.1 consider this to be a meeting to listen to the port's views about this project

and not a Public Hearing Meeting. Thank you

District Revenue Officer:

Information has been published in the newspaper on 23.07.2024 that Public

hearing will be held on 03.09.2024 and said that copy of the same will be given.

Also, the District Environmental Engineer said that pamphlets were distributed and
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auto advertisements have been made about this public hearing. This is a public
hearing and this many peoples gathered here, so I request you to express your
views. Also Chief Engineer, V.O. Chidambaranar Port Authority is requested to

explain about the advertisements made.

Chief Engineer, V.Q.Chidambaranar Port Trust:

About this Public hearing we have given advertisements on 23.07.2024 in
Daily Thanthi newspaper that consultation meeting is going to be held on
03.09.2024. We have placed Advertisement board in several places, distributed

notices and Auto ads were given in many places.

2. Thiru. Mr.Rommelt, Poopalaravapuram, Koromandalam Executive

Committee Member:

1. Auto advertisements not given in our area.

2. Almost 99 percent of the fishermen’s population living in
Boopalarayarpuram, Threspuram and Inigo Nagar But no advertisements are

made in these areas.

3. It is the fishermen who are affected by this project, but you are accounting
for it by advertising in other places without doing any advertisements on
behalf of the port in the area where the fishermen live. In this regard, the
District Revenue Officer and the District Environmental Engineer sitting in

dias should answer for this.

4. Because only fishermen need to know about this project, any project

developed in the sea will affect the fishermen at the first.

5. This is already the case in the Sterlite issue during which the fishermen were
affected to a large extent due to which, the lot of fishermen participated in
the protest. We lost 13 lives. PeopIe living here have shed blood during that

issue. You have come up with this kind of project blindly.

3.Thiru. Sivaganesan, Shanmugapuram, Thoothukudi:

1. I am from Shanmugapuram, Thoothukudi. Auto ads and notices were

distributed in our area. I found it.

4. Thiru. Mr.Selvakumar, General Secretary, Thoothukudi Coromandalam

Community Welfare Association

1. Our welfare organization involved in the upliftment of coastal people
including their education and employment.
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2.

In any develdpmental projects, there will be set of people who will lose their

livelihood.

. Due to this project, the coastal people, éspecially those who are engaged in

country boat, thoni traditional fishing will be affected. Even though, there
are objections for this project, considering the progress of the country,
people and trade with other countries, we have fo do it definitely. Also, the
people who will benefit from this scheme includes the livelihood of the
working employees and pensioners of the port. Therefore, we have decided
to welcome this project with certain conditions. The condition is that the
international companies, MNCs and Corporate Companies which are about
to participate in this project has opposed that the estimated cost of the
project is too low. The estimate of the project is Rs.8,500 crore and at the
completion of the project it may cost Rs. 13,000 crore. Therefore, the
difference in cost will be provided by Central Government through Viability
Gap Funding (VGA) for the company implementing this project. The MNC
companies which benefits through VGA should give compensation for the
people on Coastal area who are involved in thoni, country boat and
traditional fishing industry by giving 50% of the VGF should be spent as
CSR fund for the development of coastal peoplé losing their livelihood.
According, 50% VGF compensation fund should be created as corpus fund
snd should be utilized for the development of coastal people. With the above

condition, we welcome this project.

5.Thiru. Mr. A. Marivappan, Tsunami Colony Fishermen's Alliance Leader:

1.

2.

The Chief Engineer said that there was no sea erosion.

The stones placed 4 or 5 years ago have been washed away due to the sea

erosion. No stones present between Water tank and Mullakkadu.

. If this continues, the beach will disappear in 10 or 20 years.

. Therefore, neclessary preventive measures should be taken for the fishermen

living in the area and for the fishing community.

. Furthermore, it is necessary to provide information about the disposal of

~ materials such as stone and soil dredged from the sea during the excavation.

Already, the coral reefs are destroyed due to these kind of project. Further,

it is affecting marine resources and fishing community.
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7. Earlier, the fishing nets were severely damaged due to dumping of stones

and muds dredged from the sea.
8. Dumping of dredged material will affect the coral reefs and sea resources.

Chief Engineer, V.0Q. Chidambaranar Port Trust:

1. The dredged materials like stones and sand will not be disposed into sea and

will be utilized within the port.

2. Further, a study had been conducted on the erosion in the areas and the
report states that there will be no major impact of sea erosion due to this

project.

3. The study has been conducted and it states that there will be no erosion.
Fishermen setting nets in shipping lanes causes’ damage. Also the Port is
informed in advance of the dredging of shipping lanes in the further, we will
give advance information notice of dredging the shipping lanes. So don’t

have any fear.

4. The damaged material will be routed through pipelines and the same will be
used to reclaim land for construction on berths. Hence, the dredged materials

won’t be dumped in sea.

6.Thiru. Mr.Rommelt, Poopalarayapuram, Coromandalam Executive

Committee Member:

1. It is regrettable that no brochure has been given with the detail of the project

2. This public hearing will be completed and will pass on as it is. We will not/
be aware of follow up action. Therefore, at least 1000 copies of brochures
with details of project like in and outs, Pros and Cons should have been
distributed which will make the common man to understand about the
project. Further, a fellow friend said that announcements have been made to
Shanmugapuram but that area is inhabited by very few fishermen.
Information on this Public hearing was not given to densely populated
fisherman village and publishing news about it in the todays newspaper
should be considered very important. If there is any accident whom to be
contacted, the details of phone numbers, E-mail id also not available.
Communication boards should be placed by the port in case of any impacts
to the fishermen. E-mail address should be provided for feedback of

fishermen. I record with great regret that even these minimum facilities are
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not provided on behalf of the port. Hence, safety should be given top priority
by the Port Authorities. ’

. The port authorities should make this happen at least in the coming times.

As Mr. S.M. Santhanaraj said, if we give Rs.25 lakhs to the family of the
deceased, the problems will not end that we will even collect the money by
begging beg for the money, so I request you to provide safety provisions and

facilities.

. It is stated that this project will create employment but clarify how many

permanent employees are there in the port. There are less than 200 workers

at most.

20 years ago, there were 2000 permanent employees in port trust. Now, there

are not even 300 employees.

. Creating Employment is correct but the same should be should be created

without affecting fishing community.

Monitoring cell, grievance cell should be created and the notice boards along
with emergency contact details should be placed in coastal areas like
Threspuram, Inigonagar, Lurthammalpuram, Mettupatti, Alangarathattu,

etc.,

7. Thiru. Mr. Suresh , CITU, Thoothukudi:

1.

The Chief Engineer has explained well. However, as the individual who
spoke before me stated how many permanent employees are there,
regardless of the progress that has been made? Our growth is not alone based

on growth of Industry but also includes growth of employess. Hence,

- Employment opportunity should be given on permanent basis and we are not

supporting contract based employment.

. There are many educated youth in this area and they should get permanent

employment.

. This project shall be implemented without affecting the environment.

This project should not affect the fishermen living in Soosai Nagar, Tsunami

Colony, Threspuram, Alangarathattu etc .,

. This project shall be implemented along with Sethusamudram project. This

will be help in connecting the ports in East Coast.
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6. We support this project with these conditions.

8.Thiru. Sivaganesan, Shanmugapuram, Thoothukudi:

1. The port itself was initially established with a opposition.

2. There are hundreds of fishing boats in the harbor today, but there were only

around ten boats on that particular day.

3. Therefore, the project should be established without affecting the livelihood

of fishermen.
4. Safety is very much important and shall be ensured in this project.

9.Thiru. Jeyanth, Muthiahpuram:

1. T'am working in a private shipping company for the last 26 years and living

in Muthiahpuram area.
2. This outer harbor project is proposed to handle containers.

3. Nowadays, ships started using sulfur fuel as a green initiative and also, these
cargos will not cause any dust emission since all the 4 berths proposed are

going to handle containers.
4. over the past 26 years the port has created 1000 employments.

5. Employment generation is not only in the corporate sector, many small
industries including shipping agents, cargo handling agents, customs broker
agents, container terminals, repair works, empty container yards, surveyors
stuffing and de-stuffing operations, truck drivers, fumigation activities and
repair workers. This leads to employment of 10,000 people directly and

indirectly.

6. People who are trained at Thoothukudi container terminals are now working
in the middle east and Dubai, because of the valuable training provided by

these terminals.

7. Thoothukudi youths employed as ship Captain and Chief Engineers
international has obtained reputation and found renowned. Thoothukudi port
has a maximum draft of 14.2 m, however, Vizhinjam Port, which is 200 km
away from us, is having a draft of 18 m. Even One meter draft variation will
lead to handling of additional 2000 to 3000 cargos. Accordingly, the
industries and its employment depending on this cargo will get affected. The

current export contribution of 20000 containers per month will go down.
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. This outer port project will increase cont_giner handling capacity by 5 times.

One meter draft increase will raise the standard of living of 1000 families in

the organized and unorganized sector. |

. In my company, we had only 15 to 20 employees in the year 2000 and now

we have 80 to 90 employees because of the industrial development of
Tuticorin happened due to port. Comparison of the infrastructure available in
Indian ports with Colombo port, 20 years ago our port draft was 11m and
Colombo port’s draft was 14m.

10.Now their draft is 18 m and ours is only 14. Further, Colombo is planning to

increase their draft to 21 meters. However, we are struggling to increase the
draft to 16 meters. Further, the government's Maritime India Vision 2030

states that all the 12 major ports should create a bare minimum draft of

16.5m.

11.Unfortunately, the present inner harbor does not have the capacity to

increase the draft more than 14.5 meters. That is why we are moving to the

present outer harbor project.

12.The companies in and around Tuticorin are approaching colleges in

Tuticorin for recruitment to their companies. Many cleaner industries have
shown interest in Thoothukudi due to other infrastructure such as port,

airport, rail connectivity etc.

13.We are already 20 years late.

10. Thiru. Lino, Vice-President, Tuticorin District Tiny and Small Scale

Industries Association (THUDITSSIA):

1.

Our organization THUDITSSIA is 33 years old organization which supports

and encourages micro and small industries of Tuticorin.

We welcome this project.

. There is no development without port. The Industrial development happened

in Thoothukudi because of Port. We extend our support to the proposed

outer harbor project.

Further, the safety of fisherman community which includes fisherman

pathways and fishery resources shall be ensured.

. It is requested to ensure that more employment and contracts are given to

people from Thoothukudi.
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11. Thiru. Samsuddin, Thoothukudi Islamic Organization:

1. The majority of the industries in Thoothukudi including Central and Statc

Government organizations, do not provide employment opportunities for the

people of Thoothukudi.

. Most of the examination center and interviews are located in Mumbai and

Delhi. As a result, the people in Tamil Nadu and Thoothukudi are getting
affected. Hence, the employment information centres and examination

centre may be located in Chennai and Thoothukudi.

. In most of the central government offices, the outside people are deployed.

Hence, it is requested to give priority for the people from Thoothukudi.

Even the security guard working at the central government offices in
Thoothukudi are from other states, so communicating with them in Tamil
language is very difficult. Hence, it is requested to give priority for people

from Thoothukudi.

12.__Thiru. Jessiah Villavarayar — Thoothukudi (President, Tuticorin

Stevedores Association & Vice President, All India Trade Union):

The port of Colombo is getting developed with the revenue generated

through Indian cargo.

We have adequate land bank and facilities.
