The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector(i/c), Hosur (Representative
of the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and
project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed

Thiru.V. Venkatesulu Rough Stone Quarry, SF.No. 754 & 760 (Part 6), Lease over



an extent of 4.00.0 Ha, Kamandoddi Village, Shoolagiri Taluk, Krishnagiri District is
required to get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the
conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such
as, “Dinakaran” and “The New Indian Express” dated 02.07.2025 and pamphlets
regarding public hearing were issued to the public of Kukkalapalli Village,
Thirumalai Down Kotta Village, Krishnakothur Village and Kamandhoddi Village with
audio announcement through auto vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he
informed that the project proponent would make a presentation on the project, after

which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also sfated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recprded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector(i/c), Hosur‘ (Representativé of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collector(i/c),
Hosur has requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed rough
stone quarry project through power point presentation and requested the public to
obtain necessary clarifications for their doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.Uma Maheshwaran, EIA Consultant, M/s. Geo Technical
mining solutions, Dharmapuri of the proposed rough stone quarry project has made
presentation about the proposed rough stone quarry project to the public along with

Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer,



Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public
to express their views and comments about the proposed rough stone quarry project.

The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:

1. Thiru. Mohana Kumar, Pillaikothur Village:

Thiru. Mohan Kumar has said that the proposed quarry should give

employment for nearby Village People.
2. Thiru. Sasi Kumar, Thirumalaiyudankotta Village:

Thiru. Sasi Kumar has said that there is no problem with the establishing of
this proposed quarry project, and even though his land is located near the quarry
there is no issues for operating the quarry and employment should also given for

nearby Village People.
3.  Thiru. Ravi Kumar, Pillaikothur Village:

Thiru. Ravi Kumar has said that water should be sprinkled on the roads
using sprinklers during the movement of trucks and tree saplings should be

planted and maintained on sides of the quarry road.
4. Thiru. Rajaram, Kukalapalli Village:

Thiru. Rajaram has informed that many people will get an employment from
this proposed quarry project, and this will improve the standard of living in this

village.
5. Thiru. Subramani, Thirumalaiyudankotta Village:

Thiru. Subramani has stated that this proposed project will bring benefits to

his village temple and he welcomed this proposed quarry project.
6. Thiru. Gopalachari, Thirumalaiyudankotta Village:

Thiru. Gopalachari has objected the establishment of this quarry in the
kamandoddi village since the effect of blasting, will cause cracks on the wall. He

also said that the nearby mango and guava plant around 3 acers will also be
affected by the dust emanated from the quarry. Further He also said that the

qguarry have also encroached the lake.
7. Thiru. Sathish, NGO:

Thiru.Sathish requested the Government to immediately accept the public
requests and to take action, and to ensure that the village's sustainable greenery

remains unchanged.
Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, 11 number of petitions were received on the proposed
Thiru.V. Venkatesulu Rough Stone Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.

District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,
Krishnagiri District from the public on the proposed Rough Stone Quarry project and no
email representation was received in the O/o.
