The proposed rough stone
and gravel quarry of M/s. P. Aruldoss Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry at
S.F.NO.41/2, 66/1A(P),66/1B and 66/8 T.C Kandigai village, Tiruthani



Taluk, Tiruvallur District in an extent of 2.94.5 Hec. is required
environmental clearance from the State Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority. Environmental impact assessment report was
prepared and placed before the assessment committee meeting and
issued letter to conduct public Hearing. Based on the this, public notice
for kpublic hearing was published on 26.10.2024 in English newspaper
Deccan Chronicle and Tamil newspaper Daily Thanthi. He pointed out that
today 11.12.2024 public consultation meeting has been arranged.

Thiru Rajkumar, environmental impact assessment consultant
explained about the project of M/s. P. Aruldass rough stone & gravel
quarry and the environmental impact caused by it, to the public through
a power point presentation.

Following the presentation, the public were invited to express their
views and concerns if any by clearly indicating their Vname and village to
which he/she belongs to the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Tiruvaliur. He also added that their comments will
be recorded through audio and video and will be submitted to the State
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority. Again, the public were

invited to express their views by the District Revenue Officer.

Following this, the detalls of the people who have registered their views

Tmt. Selvi. Maharajapuram Village,

No issues against the quarry and to give employment opportunities in our
village. Since only one bus is coming, another bus should be arranged.
Road facilities should be provided.

Tmt. Eswari T.C. Kandigai village,

we have not received the patta, they say that there is no patta because
the quarry is coming, there is no electricity and requesting should do it.

Tmt. Pramila, Rukmanipuram village,
Temple should be built in our village.
Thiru. Hari and Ms. Hari., T.C. Kandigai village,

While blasting the hill, cultivation land and plahtations adjoining the hills
will be affected. Flower plants will be damaged and hence we don’t want

quarry.
Thiru. Pazhani, T.C. Kandigai village,

There is already a stone quarry, can't do cultivation. Due to blasting,
teak plants, 250 mango trees have been damaged. Inspite of spending
thirty lakhs for plants, everything went vain. Water also gets smells of
that blasting materials. Officials have visited, no action is taken, if we
ask, they threaten us, our lives are not safe. We cannot do agriculture
and we don't need quarries, how can pollution control board give

permission.
Thiru. Rajini, T.C. Kandigai village,

Due to stone quarrying, there is no drinking water, water flow gets
affected and agriculture is affected. Hence no need quarry.

Thiru. Thamotharan, T.C. Kandigai village,

He said we have been Iiving here since the time of our forefathers and we

need Patta. No issues about the quarrying activity.
Thiru, Sanganathan, T.C. Kandigai village,

We requires patta and house.



Thiru. Kumar, Rukmanipuram village,

We need road facilities, noise should be less. He said that we do not have

any problem as the quarry is being set up.

Following this, the District Environmental Engineer stated that the
meeting ended as on one came forward to comment, He also informed
that the hearing report will be sent to the participants of the hearing
through audio and video CDs, and written comments received during the
hearing will be forwérded to the State Environmental Impact Assessment
Authority by Tamil Nadu through Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board.
