The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pbllution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of
the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and
project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed
M/s. Shri Chennai Mines Rough Stone Quarry, lease over an extent of 1.00.0 Ha,
Alur Village, Hosur Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required to get Environmental

Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of




Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the conducting of Public
Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such as, “Dinakaran” and
“The New Indian Express” dated 08.11.2024 and bit notices regarding public
hearing was issued to the public of Alur Village, Dhinnur Village and Kaderapalli
Village with audio announcement.through auto vehicle in and around the villages.
Further, he informed that the project proponent would make a presentation on the

project, after which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of fhe :
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collédtor,
Hosur has requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed rough
stone quarry project through power point presentation and requested the public to
obtain necessary clarifications for their doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.P.Gopinath, EIA Consultant, M/s. Ecotech Labs Pvt Ltd,
Chennai of the proposed rough stone guarry project has made presentation about
the proposed rough stone quarry project to the public along with Environmental
Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public to express
their views and comments about the proposed rough stone quarry project. The views

and suggestions of the public are detailed below:
1. Thiru. Nithin, Kadirepalli Village:

Thiru. Nithin has requested to keep the speed limit of quarry trucks while
carrying loads and to cover them with tarpaulin properly. He asked to sprinkle the
water on the roads during the movement of quarry trucks to prevent dust

emanation on the road.



2. Thiru. K. Narayanan, Alur Village:

Thiru. K. Narayanan has said that two-wheeler riders are get affected
because of dust emanation due to high speed trucks. The quarry management
sprinkle the water on roads to control the dust but at sometimes they sprinkle
water on two-wheeler riders mistakenly that led to 'Iose their vision on roads. This
problem should not be happened for this proposed quarry but the same is being

caused by all other existing quarries.
3. Thiru. Vinod, Alur Village:

Thiru. Vino’d has said that they have no problem regarding this proposed
quarry. He requested the quarry management to abide the rules laid down by the
government while carry out blasting in the quarry. He also requested that the
quarry should be operated in accordance with all the pollution control norms so
that air pollution can be controlled. He requested that the educated youth of his

village should be given employment in this proposed quarry.
Conclusion:

Finélly, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, no petition was received on the proposed M/s. Shri Chennai Mines

Rough Stone Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.
