He welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer and general public who are
attending the public hearing meeting for the following quarries namely of
M/s.N.Karthick Namakkal Kittu in an area of 2.36.0 hectares at SF.No.1(P) (Bit-1A),
M/s. S. Koushik prabhu in an area of 2.00.0 hectares at SF.No.1(P) (Bit-2),
M/s.S.Subash in an area of 2.00.0 hectares at SF. No. 1(P) (Bit-4) and
M/s.Koushik prabhu in an area of and 2.45.0 hectares at SF.No. 1(P) (Bit-1B) of
Kondamanickenpatti Village, Sendamangalam Taluk, Namakkal District. The public
hearing meeting for these quarries is held as per the Environmental Impact
Assessment Notification, for the quarries (ranging from 5 hectares to 50 hectares) as
mentioned in the schedule of this EIA notification. Public notice was issued 30 days
prior on 09.10.2024 in the Dinamalar and The Indian Express Newspapers stating
that the public hearing for the proposed quarries will be held on 13.11.2024 at 10:30
AM. The project proponent will present the details of environmental Impact
Assessment carried out by them. He requested the public to provide their views,
suggestions after listening to the presentation by stating their name and address,
and also requested to submit the views in writing if they felt any inconvenience of
speaking in the meeting. He also stated that all the proceedings of this meeting will
be recorded in audio & video and submitted to the State Level Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority. He requested the project consultant to present the power

point on behalf of the project proponent.

The Project consultant explained about the project and environmental Impact

Assessment carried out to the public through a power point presentation.

The District Environmental Engineer requested the public to present their
views/suggestions regarding the presentation. Following this, the public in the

meeting gave their following views.



1) Mr. Janarthanan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that they will benefit from these quarries. He also stated that they
support these quarries since it will bring improvement in the lifestyle of about 500
families, generate revenue to the panchayat and provide drinking water and

employment opportunities.
2) Mr. Ravi, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that he is involved in the stone breaking activity for past 30 years in
these quarries. He requested for permission to these quarries since it will bring
employment to about 500 families, generate revenue to the panchayat and improve

the road facility.
3) Mr. llango, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that the local villagers will get employment and their lifestyle will

improve because of these quarries.
4) Mr. Rajkumar, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that he depends upon the stone breaking activity since childhood,
since there are no job opportunities in the village he is forced to go outside the
village for employment. People will get employment, other fécilities, revenue to
panchayat and improvements in road and other facilities can be carried out from

mines fund of these quarries. And requested to give permission to these quarries.
5) Mr. Arivazhagan, Aadhithiraavidar Street, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that about 1000 families are depended on these quarries. They
sprinkle the water in the roads around the quarries. There is no impact to us and the

environment due to these quarries.
6) Mr. Palaniswamy, Vadukkappatti.

He stated that he is involved in stone breaking activity and requested to

provide employment from these quarries.
7) Mr. Sankar, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that their livelihood depends on these quarries and insisted for

permission of these quarries to generate employment.



8) Mr. Murugesan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that there are no job opportunities in his village and it will be better

if these quarries are permitted.
9) Mr. Periyaswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that he was driver for past 10 years and now for last 6 month he is
facing difficulty as there is no work for him since the quarries are not in the operation.

It would be good if these quarries are permitted.
10) Mr.Rangaswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that he is doing stone breaking work for the past 60 years along
with his father and grandfather. He requested to grant permission for these quarries.

11) Mr. Hariharan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

- He stated that, there are about six hundred to seven hundred families
depending on this quarry. The environment is good without any impact and there is
no problem they are spraying water at regular intervals on the roads and requested

to grant permission to these quarries.
12) Mr. Venkatesan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working as a driver in this quarry. Since this quarry is not
there, we have no job and we have nowhere to go. We don't know anything else.
Now, without a job, he is suffering and said that it will change if the quarry is

permitted
13) Mr. Saravanan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He requested to, permit this quarry as soon as possible as his family and

children's education depend on this quarry work.
14) Mr. Ponnuswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti

He stated that, the quarry should permit to give employment and improve

livelihood of his village.



15) Mr. Poovarasan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, the job opportunities and livelihood will improve because of

these quarries.
16) Mr. Murugesan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, his livelihood depends on breaking stone in these quarries,

and requested to permit the quarry to generate job opportunity.
17) Mr.Ravi, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He requested to permit, these quarries since their livelihood and children

education are dependent on it.
18) Mr. Rajkamal, Muthukkappatti.

He stated that, he worked as driver for past 10 years in these quarries and
finds difficult to afford food because of unemployment. He requested to permit these

quarries.
' 19) Mr. Chettu, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working in the quarry for six years and for the past six
months suffering from unemployment. He requested to permit these quarries.

20) Mr. Madheshwaran, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is unemployed for last four to five months and it would be

helpful if these quarries are permitted.
21) Mr. Selvam, Sendhamangalam.

He stated that, he is working in these quarries for 23 years and currently
facing difficulty due to the non-operation of this quarry. If these quarries are

permitted, their livelihood will improve.
22) Mr. Dhanapal, Anna Nagar.

He stated that, the stone breaking activities are done from his grandparent

period.The quarriesare located outside the village and there is no disturbance.



23) Mr. Prabhu, Kosavampatti.

He stated that, his children's education and his family's livelihood depend on

these quarries. He requested to permit these quarries.
24) Mr. Jayakumar,Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working in these quarries for23 years, and now his

livelihood is affected due to unemployment.
‘25) Mrs. Sangeetha, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, her father gave them education by carrying out stone
breaking for past 30 years. If the stone breaking activities are not there, their

livelihood will be affected and requested to permit these quarries.
26) Mr. Nagamuthu, Muthukkaappatti.

He stated that, these people are doing stone breaking works. Emission and
vibrations occur due to use of explosives in the quarries, blasting should not be done
after 8pm.Therefore, they should take appropriate measures for this. This is

important and should be considered.
27) Mr.Bharathiraja, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working as a lorry driver in this quarry. My livelihood

depends on this. He requested to permit these quarries.
28) Mr.Varadharaj, Kondamanaickenpatti

He stated that, he is working in these quarries for 25 years.He requested to

permit these quarries as it will provide employment for him.
29) Mr. Manikandan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working as a driver for the past 15 years and currently
due to unemployment he goes to the northern states, where the situation is
dangerous and requested to create employment opportunities locally. He requested

to permit these quarries.



30) Mr.Sivaji, Minnampalli.

He stated that, there is no job opportunity for past six months it will change if

the quarries are permitted.
31) Mr.Ramaswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, they are doing stone breaking activities from his grandparent
period. There is no job opportunity for past six months it will change if the quarries

are permitted.
32) Mr. Mohan, Pottanam.

He stated that, he is doing stone breaking activities for past 15 years, his

livelihood will improve if the quarries are permitted.
33) Mrs. Maheshwari, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, her son is also doing stone breaking work in this quarry.
34) Mr.Subramaniam, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, there is no job since the quarry is not in operation for the past

five to six months and requested to permit the quarry to create employment.
35) Mr. Jaishankar, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is doing stone breaking work for 14 years. Now for the last
one and a half years it is difficult to work in other cities with children. He requested to

permit these quarries which will improve education of children.
36) Mr. Arjunan, Thaaramangalam.

He stated that, he is working as stone breaker now there is no job in his

village. It will change if the quarries are permitted.
37) Mr.Ramaswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, it would be convenient if permission were granted for these

quarries.



38) Mr. Kumar, Pennagaram.

He stated that, he working as an operator and facing difficulties for past six
months because of unemployment. He requested to permit these quarries which will

enable to get a job and beneficial for children's education.
39) Mr. Murugesan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working as a JCB operator. Currently, he goes to other
places to find job, if the quarry is permitted, he will get job locally.

40) Mr. Prabakaran, Namakkal.

He stated that, he is working in this Kondamanaickenpatti quarry for the past
several years. It has been difficult for the past few months due to unemployment.

Therefore, he requested to grant environmental clearance for these quarries.
41) Mr. Ramaswamy, Marudhapatti.

He stated that, he is working as a driver for the past 15 years and currently
facing unemployment for the past six months. He further stated that he will be happy

if quarries are permitted.
42) Mr. Janarthanan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, lot of benefits happened to this village because of these
quarries. It has provided employment to many stone breakers and sculptors.

Therefore, he requested to grant permission as soon as possible.
43) Mr. Prabhu, Pudhansandhai.

He stated that, there is no job opportunity for past six months it will be good if
the quarries are permitted.

44) Mr. Kumaresan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, if these quarries are permitted, everyone will be comfortable
and happy.

45) Mr. Rajkumar, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, there were no environmental or other impact occurred

because of these four quarries. Our houses are located around this quarry. There is



no dust or smoke from these quarries and there is no impact. Due to the non-
operation of these quarries, people are forced to go outside this village in search of
employment. At least, the families that reside now should work locally and improve
their livelihood. If our panchayat receives financial income from these quarries, the
village will be better, this is the demand of the people of our village. We are not
affected in anyway by these quarries. All the people here are the residents of
Kondamanaickenpatti, there are no outsiders and all these people have come here

for this purpose. He requested to permit these quarries. -
46) Mr. Gunasekaran, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, they are working in these quarries and humbly requested to

permit these quarries.

47) Mr. Senthilkumar, Advocate, Namakkal.

He greeted the, Namakkal Revenue Divisional Officer, who is presiding over
the public hearing meeting seeking permission for the 4 quarries in
Kondamanaickenpatti Village, jointly organized by the Namakkal District
Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, and the District
Environmental Engineer, who is coordinating this event and the public who have
gathered to this public hearing meeting on behalf of Tamil Nadu and Pondicherry
Consumer Groups Federation as a Namakkal District Secretary. He introduced
himself 'as advocate Senthilkumar, grandson of a freedom fighter and involved in
various social organizations and currently working as a lawyer in the Namakkal
district.

In this context, | am attending this public hearing today, explaining the pros
and cons and providing information on the environment to SEIAA.

At first, we have to gather knowledge about Kondamanaickenpatti Village in
which these four quarries are located. Most of the people in this village are basically
stone breakers, sculptors or other allied workers of quarries and hence requested to
permit these quarries. It is understandable that employment is necessary, however it
should be noted whether these quarries are legally feasible. Further, under Section
36 Sub-section (1) of the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959, if a

quarry is to be permitted, there should not be any approved houses, plots and any



other structures within 300 meters, but there are many houses, plots, approved
structures, temples and patta lands around these four quarries within 300 meters.

Further, the rules are clear that there shall not be any overhead water tanks,
government-owned water bodies, streams, lakes, or other government lands within
500 meters from the outer periphery of the quarries. But within 500-meters periphery
of these quarries there are.

(His comment caused an uproar among the public, and the police immediately
rushed to settle the situation).

He continued that it is not good, public hearing means the public participation.
If this is a law-and-order issue, then this should be cancelled and held afresh at
Salem after getting proper permission.

He stated that he is a lawyer and studied law, if in a public hearing a person
from Namakkal can't provide his view, is this a public hearing? why people are
standing around? Why is there so much law-and-order problem?

He further stated that as per siting criteria there is no basic qualification for
these four quarries as per their report. Further, under Section 36(1) of the Tamil
Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959, and as per Indian Electricity Act, 2003,
numerous low and high voltage electric towers are present in the periphery of these
quarries.

If the permission for these four quarries are requested based on compliance
of any rules or any act is valid. But these four quarries didn’t even match the siting
criteria, however has applied to SEIAA concealing the facts.

Further, based on the protest held in front of the SEIAA office in Chennai on
19.09.2024, the senior officials of SEIAA, including the chairman discussed about
the application received by concealing the siting criteria. This is one such incident.

He further requested that these quarries shall not be permitted not any
ground. Since these doesn’t comply with any act/rule. Therefore, under Section 36(1)
of the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959, these four quarries should
not be allowed, Jai Hind.

" 48) Mr. Jayapal, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, this (stone breaking) is their livelihood and it shall be ensured.



49) Mr. Venkatesan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, his family is doing stone breaking activities from his father's
time. We didn’t study anything, we know nothing. But | am working as driver in the
quarry. For last two generations stone breaking carried out here, till this time there is
no harm. Now suddenly someone appeared from nowhere and saying so many

things, where were you before. If it is stopped, what is the solution?
50) Mr. Ravi, Kadamangalam.

He stated that, he is working in the quarry for past 5-6 years. His family
depends upon these quarries. His son is studying 3" standard, girl is studying 5"
standard and elder son is studying 7" standard. His family stays and work for this
quarry. If there is no work they don’t have any means to live. Please consult with the
villagers. If they say so, please accept otherwise please permit the quarries, sir.

51) Mr. Kandhaswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

~ He stated that, If the quarry is there, their livelihood will be good. He

requested to permit the quarries.
52) Mr. Rajesh, Sendhamangalam.

He stated that, 100's of laborers like himself are working in these
Kondamanaickenpatti quarries. If this job is not there, there will not be any livelihood

for them. We can only survive with hard work based on your guidance.
53) Mr. Kumar, Pudhansandhai.

He stated that, he is working in the quarry for past 20 years. People come
from other places and say like this. Here 500 families depend upon these quarries.
Today, he will say that and he will go somewhere and earn for his living. How do
these 500 families earn to live? Can they run abroad? Can they save their families?
Can they pay off the loans they have taken? You are the big officials and take the
right decision on this. Don't believe what someone says, look at these 500 families.

54) Mr. Periyaswamy, Sendhamangalam.

He stated that, they are dependent on these quarries and struggling for 6
months without work. 4 villagers around this hillock are dependent on stone breaking



activity. Please help us. We are suffering a lot because of non-operation of quarries.
We are dependent on these quarries and allied work for our livelihood. We don’t

know any other job other than this.
55) Mr. Sankar, Villupuram.

He stated that, he is staying here for past 15 years. His children's education
and his family's livelihood depend on these quarries. He requested to permit these

quarries.
56) Mr. Ranganathan, Vettampadi.

He stated that, he is working as a driver for the past 20 years and currently
facing unemployment for the past one year, there are 500 families who depend on
these quarries for their livelihood. He further stated that he will be happy if quarries
are permitted.

57) Mr. Murugesan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He requested the drivers, sculptures, stone breakers and everyone to stand

up and support them.

The RDO interfered saying that it was enough to only register their views and
majority showcasing is not required.

He further stated that all their livelihood depends on these quarries and
wanted to show how many people are suffering. We are losing our hands and legs,
while you claim to support the environment, consider how much security they
provide; they spray four tanks of water every day and are always on standby in case
of any issues. Don't listen to anything they say. Listen to what the local people say,

because our livelihood is what's truly important.
58) Mr. Kadhiresan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, his mother raised them by depending on these quarries. Two
hundred families live here, and the environment is not polluted at all. Vehicles also
affect the environment; the smoke from vehicles harms birds and everything else.
Therefore, these quarries will not cause any harm. If permission is granted for these

quarries, 200 families will be benefit, and the environment can be maintained without



pollution. The air is already polluted everywhere. These quarries will not harm the

air, mountains, land, or soil. He requested to permit these quarries.
59) Mr. Manikandan, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is working as a driver for the past 10 years. Since last year,
no work due to no tender. Their livelihood depends on these quarries tender. He

further stated that it will be good if quarries are permitted.
60) Mr. Rajendren, Tharamangalam.

He stated that, he is breaking the stones. He is working here alone, leaving
his family in village. There will be job for one day another day it won't be there. Now
there is no work, and couldn’t properly send his children to school. So many days |
have spent on petrol for commuting without any work. | humbly request you to permit
these quarries since it will shed some light to people like me. We do not know any
other work; we only depend on these stone breaking work. We had gone to town to
do any other work, but no other work is known to us, so we humbly request you grant

permission for these quarries.
61) Mr. Selvam, Tharamangalam.

He stated that, he is a stone breaker and his livelihood depends on these

quarries.
62) Mr. Ramaswamy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, they don’t know any other work apart from stone breaking,

further he stated, no other work will be suitable.
63) Resident of Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he supports to permit these quarries since it will provide

employment to the people of this village.
64) Mr.Sathiyamoorthy, Minnampalayam, Muthukappati.

He stated that, he is from Minnampalayam. So many educated people are
there in his village. The people tend to call a painter as painter. Nothing changed

from the previous generation, even a degree holder is doing the same job as their



parent. He requested to establish some kind of training center or something like that
by the government for the Muthukkapatti Panchayat.

65) Mr. Jayakumar, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, since there is no quarries here, people have to go out of
village for work. Since there is no stone breaking work here, people go to places like
Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Hosur for work. Most of the men and women in our
village are depend on these stone breaking work for livelihood. If these quarries
function it will generate fund to our panchayat and facilities like road, drinking water,
etc. can be done. These quarries will not cause any environmental impact. It would
be good if this happens. That is why we have gathered here. You should stand by us

to improve our livelihood.
66) Mr. Ravi, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, they depended on stone breaking job and now struggling to
have food because of unemployment. If the quarries are permitted the situation will

change.
67) Mr. Chellaiya, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He greeted the District Collector and stated that his house is near to these
quarries. We have petitioned you many times and these quarries are causing us
various problems. It should be consider that if permission is given to these quarries,
especially the people who have houses around these quarries and the farmers will
be affected. If the permission is given based on the few request, most of us will be
affected. The Tahsildar has taken photographs of my house and all the areas where
the explosion occurred. Also, with the help of the Village Administrative Officer, we
have taken photographs of all the explosions and sent them to the Tahsildar. If you
act in support of these quarries, we will be definitely affected. He further stated that
they have so many petitions and no response has been received.

68) Mr. Ravi, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, he is doing stone breaking work here for about forty years. Till
now they didn't have any problem. Now they are facing unemployment situation.

Therefore, he requested to grant permission for these quarries.



69) Mr. Jaishankar, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, many families are depend on these quarries. Since there is no
quarry work for six months, they have to go to other states to find employment. This
is affecting our children's education. Therefore, he stated that the quarries will create

employment and thus support to permit these quarries.
70) Mr. Selvam, Sendhamangalam.

He stated that, he is working as a driver. He requested that permission be
granted to open these quarries as soon as possible, as these quarries will improve
~ their livelihood and the education of children.

71) Mr. Ponnuswmy, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, their houses are located at the foot of these quarries. When
there is blasting in these quarries, the livestock’s (goats, cows) cannot stay there due
to the noise of the explosion and the drinking water is contaminated, we do not know

whether we live or die and requested to arrive at a conclusion.

72) Mr. Chellaiya, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, because these quarries lot of noise is coming from blasting
and they can't breathe due to emission and odour because of these explosives. He

stated his age is 75, he can’t breathe & live here and requested to arrive at a

conclusion.

73) Mr. Jayakumar, Kondamanaickenpatti.
He stated that, he is residing near these quarries and there is no.

environmental impact due to these quarries.
74) Mr. Mohammed Safik, Sendhamangalam.

He stated that, since there is no work for about six months, their livelihood is
affected and are depending upon ration shop for food. He further stated that he will

be happy if quarries are permitted.



75) Mr.Thangavel, Kondamanaickenpatti.

He stated that, there is no difficulty because of these quarries and requested
to create employment through these quarries.

76) Mr. Prabhakaran, Namakkal.

He stated that, he is working in these quarries for about ten years and facing
difficulties due to unemployment for about six months, which forced to take loan at
higher interest to support his family. Therefore, it would be good if these quarries are

permitted and requested to accept the petition on behalf of their association.
77) Mr. Konguvel, Namakkal.

He greeted the District Collector and stated that so many people requested to
permit these quarries. The Revenue Divisional Officer visited their houses located
below these quarries and recorded the fissures due to blasting. Due to frequent
movements of heavy trucks roads are damaged. So, if you come and inspect this in
person, you will understand the real situation. Blasting causes a lot of noise and
vibration. If you measure the blasting with the Richter scale you will know how much
the land shakes. Our house is located near this hillock. They did quarry day and
night, upon approaching the mines proprietor they stopped quarrying at night and did
quarrying day alone. During blasting, houses are shaking. They say they are going
for labour works but none are peaceful. You should make a way for that. There is a
lot of agricultural land around these hillocks. Further requested the District Collector

to inspect this in person.
78) Mr. Subramani, Rasipuram.

He stated that, he is working in this Kondamanaickenpatti quarry for about
fifteen years and have been unemployed for six months now. He further stated that
he will be happy if quarries are permitted. '

79) Mr. Bharadhiraja, Rasipuram.

He stated that, he is working as a driver in this quarry for 25 years, and his
livelihood and children's education depend on this quarry, he further requested to

permit these quarries.



80) Mr. Sudhakar, Sendhamangalam.

He stated that, he is working as a driver in this quarry for the past ten years
and have been unemployed for six months now. Therefore, he requested to permit

these quarries.
81) Mr. Gajendhiran, Anna Nagar.

He stated that, he is working as a driver. When they go to other states, they
were beaten up and there was a fear of theft, it will be safe if we work in the local

Kondamanaickenpatti.Therefore, he requested to permit these quarries.
82) Mr. Dhanapal, Anna Nagar.

He stated that, they are doing stone breaking work for generations, in Anna
Nagar about 100 families depend on these quarries and requested to grant

permission for these quarries.
83) Mr. Nagamuthu, Muthukkaapatti.

He stated that, he has worked as a driver for about 10 years and is facing
difficulty without job now. He is accustomed to driving and doesn’t know any other
works. The price of jelly (aggregate) might go up and all other prices will also

increase.
84) Mr. Rajendhiran, Muthukkaapatti.

He stated that, he is working as a driver. Their livelihood is depended on the
stone breaking works. If the quarry is permitted local people will get employment.

Therefore, he requested to permit these quarries.
85) Mr. Mariyappan, Muthukkaapatti.

He stated that, he is working in these quarries about ten years and currently

there is no work. This situation will change if this quarry is permitted.
86) Mr. Prabhu, Kosavampatti.

He stated that, his family depends on his driving job. There are 2 graduates in
his house and depend upon his job to complete their studies. His wife is a home
maker. | have to earn money for her and | have to save property for my two children,

and all that can be done only by relying on this quarry. | can't go out and earn money



from anywhere, | am not healthy, | am a diabetic. So, if you permit these quarries, it
will be good for my family and Kondamanaickenpatti.

87) Mr. Siva, Poombareddypatti.

He greeted the District Collector and stated that he is from Mettur taluk of
Salem district. He is working in the Kondamanaickenpatti quarry for the past 5 years.
He and 10 people from his village are working here. Everyone came here with their
families and send their children to school here. Since there are no quarries like this
in Salem district we are working here for the past 5 years. Since there is no job
opportunity in our native village, we all are working in these quarry in
Kondamanaickenpatti village, Namakkal. | and my relatives about 10 are working as
laborers here. We are depending upon these hillocks and working in these quarries
for the past 5 years without any problem or incident. He further stated if there is such
an opportunity in his village they wouldn’t come here. He requested to permit these
quarries to generate employment. He further stated all of them brought a petition

with full addresses and request to consider it for their employment.
88) Mrs. Sangeetha, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, she is from Kondamanaickenpatti, her father is working in a
quarry for about 30 years. He doesn’t know any other job. He got chikungunya and is
unable to walk. He gave us education by working in these quarries. He doesn’'t know
any job and can’t go to any other job. He works for a while and relaxes for a while

and doesn’'t know anything else. Hence, we need these quarries.
89) Mrs. Maniyamma, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, there is no work, they were just at home, there was no work

at all.
90) Mrs. Kamatchi, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, they are dependent on the lake work. They definitely need it. -
91) Mrs. Chithra, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, Respected Madam. We are from boyar community, and the
quarries are important to us. We don't have any agricultural land. We need these



quarries; my husband is working as stone breaker for 30 years. We don't know any
other job. So, please help us by permitting these quarries. |

92) Mrs. Ambika, Kondamanaickenpatti.

She stated that, they need these quarries.
The District Environmental Engineer requested to record new comments/views.
93) Mr. Habibullah, Kalangaani.

He stated that, he is working as a driver and 400-500 people are working like
him. There might be some pros & cons. We are transporting building materials such
as large pillars, M Sand, P Sand and aggregates that are used for constructing green
houses, roads, etc. It may be hindrance to some, but it is beneficial to many.

Therefore, he humbly requests to grant permission for these quarries.
94) Mr. Ravi, Kalangani.

He stated that, he is working in these quarries for the past 5 years and he is
an outsider. His children are studying and their livelihood is dependent on these
quarries. He further stated that he will be happy if these quarries are permitted.

95) Mr. Mugilan, Karur ‘

He stated that, he is the coordinator of Tamil Nadu Environmental Protection
Movement, and have worked in Namakkal District as coordinator of all Farmers'
Association and social welfare movements during 2010-2011. | am currently residing

in Karur.

| would like to express my greetings and best wishes to our esteemed and
respected District Collector, who is presiding over the public hearing meeting of the
four stone quarries that located in the village of Kondamanaickenpatti,
Sendhamangalam Taluk, Namakkal District, namely Karthik Namakkal Kittu, Kaushik
Prabhu's two quarries, and Subash's quarry, the Namakkal Revenue Divisional
Officer, the Namakkal District Environmental Engineer and other government
officials, the journalists, the police, the environmental activists who strive to save the
people and the environment on any account, the people who have expressed the
impact of these quarries, people who have supported these quarries the project

proponents.



He is stated that the public hearing is not about 100 people who support and 2
people who object. It is about the impact on the air, land, water, noise, socio

economic, bio diversity by these quarries and how to mitigate this impact was

presented in the power point. The same was uploaded as a comprehensive 700 -

800-page report in the website.

On that basis, | have come to discuss about how the operation of these
quarries will pollute air, water, soil, noise, biodiversity, and the socio-economic
factors and how it can be mitigated.

First of all, the basic for this public hearing meeting is the law book called
Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959. The section 36(1) of it clearly
states that no quarries should be permitted within 300 meters from nearest
residential area. Based on which the district collector should see whether any
residence is there as per the section 36(1) of Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession

Rules 1959. Let us see whether these four quarries are adhering to this rule.

First, many people may have built houses near these quarries. But not all
houses are houses. As per Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959 it is
clear that an approved house means a house which is shown in village maps, field
maps and village documents like A-Registration. These houses must be approVed by
the panchayat or DTCP. This house can be anything made up of asbestos, concrete,
hut or anything irrespective of size.

Now, regarding these quarries, we have taken all the government documents
such as FMB, as well as the field map and village map of these quarries. If we look
at the approved houses on this basis, the village map taken for the meeting for
M/s.Meghana rough stone quarry in S.F number 420 is unclear.

- First, Karthik Namakkal Kittu's quarry proposed to locate at Bit-1A, as per
FMB, A register and village map there are houses available at 180m in S.F no 2 in
northeast direction. In SF No. 4, residential plots are available within 210 and 260
meters in northeast direction. House is located at SF No. 12 at 130 meters, similarly
houses are located at SF No. 25 at 200 meters. These houses might be ruined or
damaged in this regard our district Assistant Director- Land survey has given a clear
report dated 11.07.2024 which state that “the houses will remain as such as UDR



and Natham land map in the field where the quarry proposed even when the houses
are demolished or ruined now”. The Erode District Collector has issued circular
stating “that the while issuing NOC or VAO certificate, the houses or residential plots
must be stated whether approved houses or not even if the houses are ruined”. Not
only this, if you go to Google and search it shows 14 houses within 88 to 299 m. We
are submitting it as proof to the District Collector and to SEIAA. There are houses in
all the survey numbers. The people of that area said the same how much they have

affected.

Therefore, based on this, there are houses on all four sides of the Karthik
Namakkal Kittu quarry and within a radius of 300 meters. Apart from that, Namakkal
AD Mines has given a condition to Sivakumar quarry in Kokkalai village and circulate
to all quarries stating that there should not be any temporary labor shed located
within a radius of 300 meters from the quarry site. They say that within 300 meters
around this quarry there should not be even temporary sheds, but temporary sheds

are here.

Next, Kaushik Prabhu is bit number 2, proposed new quarry in an extent of 2
hectares. For this new quarry there are, a house at 40 meters in the northern
direction in S.F No. 2, a house at 230 meters and residential plots at 200 meters in
S.F No. 4, a house at 200 meters in the southern direction in S.F No. 12, residential
plots at 250 m in S.F. No. 14 and a house at 120 meters S.F. No.25. | am saying
these because the district administration doesn’t permit these quarries, it is done by |
State Level Environmental Impact Assessment Authority, which is an independent
authority such as election commission. We give all the documents that we say here
to that authority. They will decide upon verifying these documents. Similarly, as per
google map houses are located in S.F. No. 32A at 225m in northern direction, 274m
in the north, southwest, and southeast directions, 194m in eastern direction, similarly
191m northeast and in S.F.No. 70, 299, and 238 in the southern direction. We are

submitting google map image as proof.

Further, the quarry of Subhash is an existing one at Bit - 4, in an area of 5
acres, there are houses in S.F. No. 12, at 295m, residential plots are available at
S.F. No. 14.There are houses located at S.F. No.25 & 26, 5 houses are located in
S.F. No. 28, in S.F. No. 30 house is located at 108m and in S.F. No. 31 house is



located at 200m. These details are available in computer FMB, Village FMB ladder
available with village administration. Since | came from outside, | downloaded it
yesterday and saw houses everywhere, at the said distance. This is the government

document.

Similarly, the fourth quarry of Koushik prabhu is an existing one at Bit —1B, in
an extent of 6 acres, a house is located at S.F. No 12 in eastern direction at 80m,
residential plots are available at S.F. No. 14 in 290m, a house is located at S.F. No
25 at 280m. Similarly, a house is located at S.F. No 28 at 270m. There are
temporary houses, as per Google map.

As there are houses and residential plots are located around these four

quarries it is not legally eligible to permit these quarries.

Similarly in a public hearing meeting the Namakkal District Collector has
cancelled the meeting for 4 quarries. | will tell you one more thing, they attacked me
when | came in, madam. | was going to say this as last thing. They attacked me in
front of the officials and said that they would file a complaint. Is this the situation for
us who protect this land? there might be agreement or disagreement on opinion and

stated that he was attacked.
The District Collector instructed the police to take appropriate action.

The District Collector received petitions and stated that the final decision
would be taken by the state's Environmental Centre. There is nothing to worry, he
expressed his opinion, the home makers expressed their opinion, all of the your
views are recorded through the videograph. So, no need to panic. Final conclusion

will be decided by the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority. Thank you.

The District Environmental Engineer thanked the participants and said that the
minutes of the public hearing along with enclosures will be sent to the State

Environmental Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA).
