At the outset, the District Environment Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Sriperumbudur welcomed the District Revenue Officer,
Kancheepuram District, other Government Officials, Publics, Social &
Environmental activists for the Public Hearing and informed that the proposed
stone and gravel quarry of M/s. M.S.M. Mining, S.F.No.217/2, 217/3, 217/5,
217/7, 224/1A1, 252/4Al1, 252/4B1, 252/5A2A, 252/5A2B, 252/5A2C,



252/5A3A, 252/5A4A, 252/5A4B, 252/5A4C, 252/5B, 252/11A, 252/11B,
252/11C, 252/11D, 252/11E, 252/11F, 252/11G, 252/11H & 252/12A, over an
extent of — 2.78.50 Hectares, Pazhaveri Village, Uthiramerur Taluk, Kancheepuram
District have approached State Level Environmental Impact Assessment Authority-
TN seeking Environmental Clearance for the proposed rough stone and gravel
quarry. In this regard, SEIAA-TN has issued Terms of Reference (TOR) subject to
one of the condition that Public Hearing shall be conducted and address the
concerns raised during the public hearing to SEIAA-TN.Based on that, the public
hearing was arranged today 21.11.2024 and public notice have been published as
mandated in the newspaper namely “Dinamalar & Time of India” on 11.10.2024.

On behalf of project proponents the Project Consultant will make
presentation about the said proposed projects. After that the public present here
can express their views, concerns and questions if any by indicating their name
and village name from where he /she belongs to and the same will be recorded.

The Project consultant Thiru. S.Gopalakrishnan explained in details about
the proposed project through a power point presentation.

The views, concerns and questions of the public and the clarification from
the project proponent are detailed below.

S.No Name and Village Comments and requests P

1. Mzr. Vignesh, They are common people gathered here don’t
Salavakkam Vadakku know the purpose of gathering. They said that
Onriyam, Tamilaga Vetri | they got proper approval. Whether blasting is
Kazagam Pazaveri. done with only the recommended explosives. I

am the one most affected among the people
here, because my house is so close to the
quarry site. My house is vibrating. whether the
proper watering is used? Please ask the
owners. The report says that residents of
Pazavaveri will be given preference for 14% of
job openings, but no one from pazaveri is
employed at MSM Quarry. We know there is no
way to resolve the stone quarry, and we will
keep protesting even if we were unable to stop
more quarrying operations. The establishment
of quarry is acceptable, but only the people
who live in the village of Pazaveri must be
preferred and give assurance. The next
generation of the native population's will suffer.
During blasting at a quarry, intense vibration is
observed in my house. The festival financial
support is not a major concern which is more
significant than the lives of those living nearby.
We were facing difficulties since we opposed
then. we do not oppose to it, If they operate the
stone quarry in accordance with regulations.




The quarries do not follow regulations during
blasting, which is a prerequisite for blasting.
Blasting should be done only after clearance
which is not followed here. If you clearly
mention that this village is meant for only
quarry, then [ will sell my properties and move
on to other village. Run the quarry as per
norms. Kindly ask the proprietors how many
inhabitants of Pazaveri Village are favored to
work in the quarry there. Only if locals are
favored to work in the quarry the permission
should be granted; if not, we will keep
protesting.

Mr. Rajendiran,
Pazaveri

Welcome to all, I am farmer and I have been
impacted for the past ten years by the quarry,
which is very close to my property. Everything
has been destroyed for the previous five years
since MSM took control of the quarry. I am
unable to do farming. I am unable to survivie
with my cattles. Fake agreement is made for my
land, since I denied it I was escaped. Pazaveri
village does not require a stone quarry. I
strongly disagree with the proposal for this
stone quarry since there is no protection, there
are no sign boards surrounding the quarry,
and MSM quarry is operating illegally. I
conclude hereby objecting the stone quarry
proposal.

District Environmental Engineer, requested the MSM Quarry to reply for the

above problem.

The proponent responded that the maximum number of employees worked
in the quarry is pazaveri locals. We will continue to provide employment to
the residents of pazaveri people

Mr. Manavalan, Pazaveri.

My property, which is 1 acre and 66 cents, is
next to MSM Quarry. Thirty cents of the land
has already been ruined by ultra-tech quarry.
Recently , the tahsildhar and a team of
authorities visited and said there are only
stones up to one acre and thirty cents. I own
25 cents of land on survey number 253, survey
number 254 has now been selected for
quarrying. How permission will be given. The
MSM quarry had devastated all of the
agricultural lands. It is not appropriate to grant
permission for this stone quarry. They live in a
wealthy manner and how we are supposed to
live by selling our land?




Mr. Venkatesan, Pinayur

['ve frequently saying no quarries should be
allowed. Everyone saying quarry is located at
my village and my village people should be
preferred for employment. We don’t have stone
quarry but we use the same path by which
quarry lorries transporting quarried materials.
if any accident occurs due to quarry lorries, the
owner of the quarry should give the afflicted
person or family Rs. 1 crore. Assurance to be
given by them for this. Stone Quarry owners
must provide information about which lorry
vehicles belongs to which quarry, with the
vehicle's number and data, so that we can get
in touch with the owner right away and deliver
the information. An information board must be
provided. If someone died, Rs. 1 crore shall be
compensated, and a guarantee should be
provided.

Mr. Ellapan, Pazaveri

Both Manavalan and Rajendiran spoiled the
village by accepting the stone quarry Pazaveri
village is affected by rajendiran and manavalan.
We have lived our life but our kids have no
place to live. Let the stone quarry may be
granted permission and take lives of the people

Mr. Megavvanan,
Pazaveri

Many opposing the stone quarry, but the
landowners want stone quarries. There is
nothing wrong with giving approval to the stone
quarry. Truck drivers must transport quarried
materials correctly so they don't disperse
across the roadways.

Mr. Haridass, Pazaveri

In Pazaveri village, there are currently four
stone quarries operating. Government officials
conduct meetings only during approval stage
but nobody speaks about any structural
formalities. It is also not properly regulated
about, how much extent a quarrying operation
can be conducted. Kanchipuram district's
Uthiramerur taluk has numerous stone
quarries. The MSM quarry already exists, and a
new one 1s set to be established soon.
Regarding the careless rash driving of quarry
lorries and there is lack of an appropriate
speed breakers. These quarry lorries passing
through pazaveri panchayat roads. Many
accident keeps on occurring. No action taken
against this. The venue for this gathering is a
mahal. How many residents are from the village
of Pazaveri? If you want to hear from the local
villagers, this meeting should be held close to
the panchayat office to understand their

situation. Public is most affected here. This
route is used by farmers and schoolchildren.
No appropriate response is received, even when
truck drivers are advised to keep the pathway
clear. Also, the government bus does not run
correctly at regular times so we filed complaints
about the incorrect bus schedules. It is well
known that the local population will be
impacted by the approval of the stone quarry.
Nobody is concerned about death caused by
quarry trucks. Therefore, in Kancheepuram
district's Uthiramerur taluk, stone quarries
should be avoided at all costs. Particularly in
uthiramerur taluk existing quarries should be
closed and no more new quarries should be
granted permission.

Mr. Sivakumar,
Arunkundram

We keep saying that the residents of Pazaveri
and Sirimailoor doesn’t need quarries. There
are many disputes among farmers as a result of
these stone quarries. Public transportation
delays and accidents are caused by stone
quarries. Why is it necessary to have stone
quarries in our hamlet, even if we don't request
them? What advantages does a stone quarry
offer? It is advantageous only when it does not
cause harm. Because of the quarry trucks, our
village does not have proper timing for buses or
ambulances. Has there been any research done
by government official regarding dust settling in
our village?. Please consider this. We don't
require any quarries because this particular
area is completely destroyed and turned into
graveyard. In Uthiramerur Taluk, no new stone
quarries should be permitted.

Mr. Balamurugan,
Pazaveri village

Numerous fatalities have already been caused
due to stone quarries. About 500 meters from
the community, we had a lot of issues five
years ago and we also protested. We were
adamantly opposed to the operation of stone
quarries, and even after five years, other new
quarries are receiving approval. I don’t know on
what basis this meeting is conducted. The
operation of the stone quarry can’t be
confirmed with 20 village residents. Our
community lacks adequate transportation for
school  childrens. Traveling is really
challenging, even when riding a bicycle is
difficult here. The government school in
Uthiramerur does not have adequate
transportation. Only one government school is




located in uthiramerur for upto 10t standards.
There is no adequate water sprinkling
available. Within a year, a road that was
constructed between Pinayur to Pazaveri was
damaged due.to Poor quality. Government
regulations must be followed by existing
quarries, and no new stone quarries should be
allowed.

10. Mr. Ramesh, Madhur Crusher trucks passes through my patta land.
At first, | gave a small area for travel, but now
it is completely covered with dust and stones.
Now, I am unable to harvest. Following the
filing of numerous petitions with the
collectorate, I was imprisoned three times for
filing petitions. For the past ten years, I have
not planted any crops.

With the above comments, no one has turned up for sharing their views and
hence the public hearing meeting was concluded with thanks to the District
Revenue Officer, Kancheepuram District, Officials, Public and NGO’s. It was
informed to the public that the proceedings (audio and video recording) of the
meeting along with the hard copy of the minutes of the meeting will be sent to the
State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA-TN), Chennai.
