District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer in her welcome address on behalf of the
District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the
participant to attend the Public hearing. Also, the M/s. T. Manoj Prabakar Rough
Stone and Gravel Quarry had applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the
quarrying. According to the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006
order, Public hearing meeting of Public hearing opinion for the above projects has
been made mandatory. So the Public hearing meeting is being held on today's date.
In this regard, an advertisement has already been made in DinaThanthi dated
10.07.2024 and The New Indian Express dated 10.07.2024 in Tamil and English
Newspapers and the copies of the Environmental Impact Assessment Report related
to this project were placed for Public hearing views at the District Collector's Off'ice,
District Industrial Centre and Panchayat Union Office a month ago. She also
informed that the Public hearing announcement about the meeting was made
through loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 09.08.2024 in Kuppam and surrounding

villages. She also informed that the summary report in Tamil and English related to
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the said project has also been uploaded on the website of Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board for Public hearing viewing. Then the Revenue Divisional Officer asked
him to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer, who presided over the address, welcomed the
audience to the Public hearing. He has informed that Public hearing meeting for
M/s. T. Manoj Prabakar Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry is being conducted as per
government guidelines. He also said that the information related to the project has
already been uploaded on the websites. He then asked the general Public hearing to
express their views clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all
the opinions of the Public hearing participating in this meeting will be for boreded to
the government without any discrimination. He also said that the project consultants
of the company are currently going to explain the information related to this project to
you.

Project Proponent, Environmental consultant Geo Technical Mining Solutions:

He said that all Departmental Government officials including District
Revenue Officer and District Environmental Engineer, Press Friends,
Environmentalists and Police Officers are welcome to participate in this Public
hearing meeting. He explained the details of the proposed project as follows.

District Environmental Engineer:

She asked the Public hearing to register their name and address and give
their views on the project accordingly.
1. Mr. S. Balakrishnan, Indian Communist Party, North President:

| would like to express my sincere gratitude to the Honourable District
Revenue Officér, Pollution Control Board Officer, all government employees, public
and social activists gathered here. Manoj Prabhakar Blue Metal is a company that
has been operating in Karudayampalayam village for a long time. They have
requested permission to start a new business in our Kuppam Village. My request is
that this company should provide employment opportunity to the local people and the
farmers and public in that area and should start their business without any
hindrance. If you see, they grow the tree inside their Boundary. They should plant at
least 100 trees on these rural roads. There are 30 crushers in this Kuppam Village. If
everyone plants a 100 saplings. At least a thousand trees grow here. Also, the tree
will create the conditions for rain to fall in these areas. Also, the government says
that the financial assistance that can be given to government schools is 5 lakhs.
However, the funding is not fully implemented. He concluded his speech by saying
that | request them to be carried out all the works as mentioned and by thank you for

giving me the opportunity.
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2. Mr. A. Lakshmikanthan, AIYF, District President, Karur :

He greeted everyone. Even if the public hearing was conducted to know the

opinions of the people, this meeting is being held with a good intention that if the
quarries continue to grow in the area, the factories will be increased. Also, due to the
inspection carried out by the authorities for the last 6 months, these factories are
running within the norms. Also, the focus should be on strict, continuous monitoring
by authorities, while also providing legal protection for workers who may work in
those quarries. Also, asking on behalf of the Communist Party of India that the
owners of the quarries should focus on getting benefits for their families through the
Labour Welfare Board run by the Government of Tamil Nadu and that they should
show interest in the welfare of their families, and at the same time, they should work
for the development of the village. He ended his speech by saying permission can be
given to operate this quarry.

3. Mr. Kumar, Kuppam:.

He greeted everyone. He stated that there is no objection to running this
quarry subject to government regulations.

4. Mr. S. Ramesh, Arugambalayam:

He greeted everyone. My name is Ramesh, Arugampalayam. My land is right
next to this crusher. Also, if this crusher digs more than 500 feet, farming is
impossible. Also, | can't even get a crop loan for farming by getting a signature from
the village officer. This is not my personal intention. | have no vendetta against them.
It is a unique geographic code. We cannot predict the weather conditions today.
When will-the climate change and at what point will the climate change? Today,
science is at a standstill as it cannot find out under what conditions the monsoon will
fail.

The biggest solid thing on Earth is rock. If that rock is removed, the soil will
not stand. This is my livelihood problem. There will not be a single coconut tree or
water in that place. If | am herding a goat, the goat will fall into that pit. If there is a
child in the house, the child will slip and fall into the quarry. So there is life damage. |
don't know how people react when they see this. | don't know how many farmers are
here. Also, you have a petition. Many people are unable to come here due to some

circumstances. Therefore, | humbly request you not to allow this.



5. Mr. L. Murugesan, Kuppam:

He greeted everyone. My name is Murugesan, Kuppam. | hereby declare that
there is no objection to the construction of this quarry.

6. Mr. Sampath, Kuppam:

He greeted everyone. Mr. Manoj Prabhakar Blue Metal company is in
progress seeking permission. Also, this Manoj Prabhakar blue metal has been
performing well for many years. Also, by giving permission to a new factory that can
be started and providing employment to the public, and in a way that helps in getting
stone, mud, gravel, etc. for building, providing employment to the public in that area,
and also providing security to the people in that area, So, permission can be given to
this quarry. On behalf of the All Indiaforward Block Party, he concluded his speech by
saying thanks.

Then, Thiru. Periyasamy was spoke as follows,

. Public opinions are acceptable if people nearby areas are participated. But
how can they accept if they come from different areas and express their opinions
without any connection. This meeting seems to be an unnecessary waste of time.
Because people from that area do not speak, they bring people from somewhere
else to speak. How can we accept this? Therefore, he concluded his speech by
saying that permission should not begiven to this quarry.

You must conduct the public hearing fairly. Neighbouringpeople were not
invited. why conduct an opinion with ‘unrelated people 10 km; 20 km away? he
asked.

Then, the District Revenue Officer has replied as follows,

Generally, those who conduct public hearing by advertising in newspapers,

the neighbouring landowners and partners can come and express their opinions

freely. Not stopping anyone. If you have any comments, we will record them and

send to Chennai. Anyone can talk and share your opinions. They will send it to the.

Head office of Pollution Control Board. Even if one person says no, even if 100
people say they want it,they will send it all together. So, tell clearly why you don’t
want this quarry.

7. Mrs. Lokampal, Velappakavudanoor:

Manoj Kumar quarry is located at survey No. 686. My house, forest, garden
and well are all in the same survey number. So if you give permission it will affect my

livelihood. We have nothing except agriculture. If quarry starts, can you live in that
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place? You know. You can't live in that place, you can't do agriculture. The bore well
is within ten feet. When they blast and drill, we are scattered. If you give permission,
we have to no option but to commit suicide.

8. Mr. A.S. Karthikeyan, Melapalayam:

We have no objection for this quarry.
9. Mr. Kathirvel, K. Paramathi:

He said that |, lorry drivers and younger generations are getting jobs so we
have no objection.

10.Mr. Palanichamy, Antisankilipalayam:

| offer my salutations to the officials, pollution control officials, police,
Selvavinayaka Company, Best Blue Metal Company, all the officials who have come
on behalf of the government and the public.

The meeting was convened to seek public opinions for granting permission for
the quarry. If the quarry workers ask for permission from the government, the
government officials will visit the quarry site and see if there is any damage within
300 meters from the outer edge of the quarry as per the legal rules of the central
&state Government? Isn't it? That should be examined and given permission. No
official inspects. Even so, if the study is done, they give evidence that there is no
damage within 300 meters in favor of the quarry company. Why | am giving this
comment is because in Karur District 1000 units in 8 hours crushers are working
near my garden. Still Karur district has 2, 3 rocks and wetlands in the top 20. They
are doing it intermittently, but the government officials and the business owners have
never asked me for a permission letter saying that there is no harm in doing
business. Any road on the Panchayat road of Kuppam village should be crossed
after 5 pm. The vehicle goes without stopping at the signal.‘But even if the minister
comes to our Kuppam village, he has to stop for 5, 10 minutes.

When permission has given for crusher, quarry, well, borewell, house, drain,
temple, crematorium, water tank, school, bridge, place of high population, the
meeting should be conducted with the people nearby and the public opinion meeting
should be given according to the rules of the central state government. But the
government officials hold a hearing meeting and give permission within 6 mbnths
after the completion of the hearing meeting regardless of what the people near the
quarry say. Even if we file a petition against the company saying that we are

affected, even if we take a photo and send it to the government official, the
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government officials do not take any action. For example, a water tank has been
constructed at a distance of 30 feet near the NTC Quarry at a cost of hundreds of
crores. Pipe line gets damaged due to NTC Quarry causing water wastage. Noyal
River Dam has been constructed. 300, 400 meters nearby is A1Blue metal, 200 feet
away is Govt High School. A1 Blue metal has been doing business for the past 10
years without government permission. v

| have filed a case in the Madurai High Court regarding the safety of the dam.
Government officials know the same. Even after complaining to the government
authorities, no action was taken. Now the water level of the dam has reached its full
capacity. Henceforth, | would like to say that government officials should take
appropriate action against A1 Blue Metals to protect the children of the government
high school on the road and for the safety of the dam. | say no more A1 blue metals.
With apprehension, | had sent a petition to the government officials to ban the driving
of various types of vehicles on the road, but they had sent a reply saying that heavy
vehicles could go there. | declare in this association that the water supply system
government officer belonging to Kangeyam Vaikal Road is not his own property.
When the government official gives permission to the place where the public
property of the government has been damaged, | say that you can give permission to
these two companies, A1 Blue Metal and Vinayaka Blue Métal, without public
hearing meeting. ‘

Muttur Crusher Explosives Company Moolanoor are selling stones banned by
the government to quarries operating without permission in our area | request the
government to take appropriate action against them and cancel their license.
Explosives are driven in large four-wheelers at high speed on panchayat roads,
which is prone to accidents. 30 villages in Karur district are missing from the map.
Therefore, | say that appropriate action should be taken against the company which
is running without obeying the law. | am saying that there is no harm due to the
people who are doing the crusher quarrying business, there is no harm due to doing
agriculture or doing personal business. Therefore, | am not against the industry, but
because of the powerful speech of the mining industry, there is a need to hold the
microphone and speak here. | have filed a case in Madurai High Court against a
crusher company. The lawyer asked for the electricity board's receipt. | had asked for
the receipt under the RTI Act and the company paid 3, 4 crores for a year. If that is

the case, the government officials should think how much it will affect us farmers. So
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Best Blue metal and Vinayaka Blue Metals can give permission as per scheme rules
| have no objection thank you.

11.Mr. K. Sivasamy, Kuppam:

I would like to thank everyone who attended the hearing. Victims must
respond without saying yes to the crusher. No one should be dragged into trouble.
About 35 quarries are in Kuppam village. They have changed 8 hours working time
and many laborers are the livelihood of 500, 600 people. | have been working at
Crusher for 25 years. If | didn't go to the crusher, the family situation would have
changed. Farmers shoUId not be affected and workers also should not be affected.
He concluded his speech by saying that if there is no industry, nothing can be done.
Thank you.

12.Mr. Pandian, Karur:

It is said that employment is more due to crusher. They give work for 15 days.

After that they say they are unemployed. They break rocks near houses. Won't you
give way to all this? To destroy the earth? He said that what is the public platform for
speaking.

The District Revenue Officer interrupted and told them to speak patiently. He
said he didn't understand what you were talking about.

8 months ago | worked as a blue metal driver for 45 days. They said no work.
They break stone near agricultural land. People from beyond Madurai and people
from northern states have jobs. They say we (we are 1 km away) have no job. We
went down to the agricultural land and worked. They break the rock nearby. Did they
break the rocks in the agricultural land to clear the agricultural land?.

The District Revenue Officer interrupted and said that he did not understand
what they were saying, speak clearly.

All those who come here hold the mic and say no objection.

The District Revenue Officer interrupted and asked him to post his comments
about the quarry. He said that it should be clear when they see the video in the
Chennai office.

Quarry owners are rude | begged them to give me a job but they didn't give
me a job. He concluded his speech by saying that there should be no quarries near

agricultural land.



13.Mr. K. Periasamy, Kalipalayam: ’
All of our agricultural land houses are located near Blue Metal. That is why,

permission should not be given. Did you ‘give notice to us farmers to hold a hearing?
he asked.

The District Environmental Engineer (DEE) said that the notice was issued on
Friday, 09.08.2024.

The District Revenue Officer interrupted and said that they have also
advertised in the newspaper.

He ended his speech by saying that permission should not be given for this
quarry. N

14.Mr.R.S. Mukilan, Coordinator, Tamil Nadu Environment Protection

Directorate, Karur:

Respected District Revenue Officer, Chairman of Manoj Prabhakar quarry
consultation meeting at Kuppam village jointly organized by Karur district
administration and Tamil Nadu pollution control board. On behalf of the Tamil Nadu
Environment Protection Movement, on behalf of which we can all depend, | extend
my greetings and salutations to the Pollution Control Officer who may be leading
this, to the officers of various departments who are present here, to the police and
journalists, to the public and to those brought by the quarry owners, and to the
quarry owner.

Before we talk about this quarry ,adjacent to field 683& 686 there is field 682
and in field No.682 is Selvakumar quarry of Annai Blue Metal. | begin my speech by
paying a big salute to farmer Jaganathan who was murdered by the quarry owners
three days after the quarry was shut down by the pollution control authorities after
giving documents to the authorities in September 2022 due to continued illegal
operation of the quarry.

At the same time, the professor told that because illegal quarries continued to
operate, illegal constructions continued, roads were built and various regulations
were closed. 15 yearé ago, he chaired the Union Government Inquiry Committee and
submitted its report to the government. He gave a statement that the 3 circles that
may exist in Wayanad will be destroyed at any time. But the government did not
listen to it. They said that development and work are the same as what is happening
here. But today the entire Wayanad is destroyed and they are struggling to do what

to do. Therefore, with that status, Manoj Prabhakar quarry which can be established
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here should first be seen whether it is on the basis of law and rule. The project
designer said this quarry is on legal basis. We studied the air, soil, water, sound,
biodiversity and environment of this quarry for 3 months. This quarry will cause
trouble. They said that all this problem should be fixed. The common people of this
town who spoke before me told me what is the problem. But none of the quarry
owners had this problem in this town. No one said this quarry fixed it. Party members
also did not say.

But today the project designer says that all the problems have been fixed. But
only on paper and not in practice. In that case, the houses and dwellings which can
be said to be the basis for the construction of this quarry should not be within 300
‘meters. This is found in Tamil Nadu Minor Minerals Rules 1959 Section 36. Houses
should not be built within 300 meters of a field where quarries may be located.
Quarries should not be allowed within 300 meters of residential areas. But this Manoj
Prabhakar Quarry is not a new quarry. Old quarry. Old quarries themselves deal with
such violations. New quarries are just starting. When you see that there is a dwelling
place, is every place a dwelling place? If not. What the government is saying is that
its bye-laws are for union purposes and 3- If the residence address should be clearly
indicated in the revenue documents, etc. Apart from that, the Panchayat and DTCP
Approval, Village map — were laid in the period of 1976 — 1979. After that, they said
that if there were houses bought by Panchayat approval & DTCP Approval, even if
there were house plots, they should not give permission for quarrying. Now many
people are telling the story that the house already existed. It is said that the quarry
owners themselves bought it and demolished the house, so it does not come under
the household account.

The house owners have given me a no objection letter. So they say it doesn't
count. Therefore, they reported to Chennai office in the Right to Information Act and
have given a reply on the 15th of the month of July. If anything, the house recorded
in the Natham land survey field records may be currently damaged. Even if they are
damaged or destroyed, the house remains as it was originally marked. They have
clearly given. Whether there is a house or not, the Hon'ble District Revenue Officer is
responsible for all matters relating to land. Agricultural land cannot be diverted to
another use and converted back into agricultural land. They know it too. Dear
officers, is there any place for this in law? If not. They write on paper. If so then this is

invalid. Is there a house within 300 meters of the quarry field? To see that, we went
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and searched for villagé map. On page no.216, instead of village map, they have

given Topo Sketch. Yesterday, the same company that conducted this consultation

meeting held a quarry consultation meeting yesterday at 3 pm in East Street,
Coimbatore, they provided village map. Why didn't you give for this? Because it
would have been pointed out if there had been a Village map. Similarly, they have
given on page no.215. There will be ladder which can be maintained by the village
~administrative officer. In FMB, if there is a house, there is a house, and if there is a
well, there is a well.

The problem is how many towns are there in the field 686. A sister came and
talked to me and said that my house is in field 686. Is that house an approved
house? Unauthorized housing? An approved house is bought by Panchayat council.
Your house is not in the map given by them. So in their accounting, they have shown
in their documents that this is an unauthorized house 362/2 Lokampal's house is an
unauthorized house. What can't be done by law? It is true that one cannot speak
against the quarry. Only well-educated nerds and doctorate holders have given such
a document. We went through the details we knew and took a map of the village.
This village map is part of Kuppam village.

~ This is part two of the village map. If you look at the village map, there is a
sister house in field 686 where this field can be. Lokampal's house is on the
government document village map. If you go to the panchayat office there, there are
bellmen in the panchayat office. But they don't keep those documents. If we keep the
documents, everyone will know and everyone will talk. This house is not a ruined
house, not a damaged house. This householder is not out of town and this
householder has not told me that he has objection. Within 100 meters from the field
where the quarry is located, Lokampal's house is located. It is in the village map and
it is in Kuaksha. When that is the case, all the educated people came to this quarry
according to law. Can we give permission for this quarry? They said that it is good
and they can give permission. Can quarrying be legally allowed where there is a
house? Can't. Adjacent to this field is a house in field number 682 near the due
eastern side. There is another part of Annai Blue Metals who murdered Farmer
Jagannathan. The computer is on the field map. The village is on the map. It is on
the village map available in the Panchayat office. Even if the house is there or in
ruins, the Land Survey Commission has replied that it will remain as indicated in the

Revenue Department documents. Not only for this quarry but also for Annai Blue
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Metals who murdered the farmer Jaganathan cannot be given legal permission. Field
No. may be in the northeast of the field for which Manoj Prabhakar sought
permission for quarrying which can be said to be Best Blue Metal. In SF No.687 has
three wells and a house. There is a approved House. '

The house is approved by the Government Revenue Department. Similarly,
three houses in the south-east side plot number 690 and owner name of that house
are Gunasekaran, Selvakumar and Thangammal these three houses are approved
houses. These three houses are government approved houses, even one house
cannot be given permission. But there are three houses and that too at 150 meters.
690 has three houses on the village map. 682/2, 687, 690 there are 6 authorized
houses in the village map which cannot be allowed as per law. Permission should
not be given. This is a map of the quarry. If you look at how many houses are within
300 meters of the corner pillar, the yellow pillar, the latitude and longitude of the
outer edge of this quarry, there is a house in area 181. On the northern side of the
quarry there is a house at 237 m. Similarly, there are 2 houses on the north-west
side of the quarry at 231 meters. There is a house at 281 on the north side. 2 house
at 220m north-west of quarry. There is a house at 51 meters on the northern side of
the quarry. All these are not permitted under the provisions of Section 36, 1, 1A of
the Mineral Concession Rules, 1959. It is said that there should not be any
permanent or temporary residence of the workers within 300 meters of the outer
edge of the quarry. On 1st May, 1 explosion occurred at Aroor in Virudhunagar
district. Due to this explosion, there was an explosion for 3 Kilometers around us. 5
quarries were closed based on the order of Mr. Jayachandran, Hon'ble District
Collector. They accepted our demands and closed 5 quarries.

Hundreds of houses in a radius of 3 km were affected. They say no one
should live within 300 meters. If you saw on May 14th, a stone quarry exploded in a
town called Edamangalam in Tiruvannamalai district and a stone fell on the head of a
farmer who was planting in a neighbouring land, and the farmer died on the spot.
They say that there should be no temporary or permanent residence because such a
situation will come. This Manoj Prabhakar Quarry cannot be set up legally. We hope
that if it is formed together, various party members will fight together with the people
according to the law. The documents are in statutory village map. The village map

says in SF No. 682. There is approved houses.
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It is on the village map saying it is a approved house as the sister said. But

not in the documents. It is not on the computer map. Where is it sir? How can you do

fraud like this sir? What do we do? We need to correct the officials, what will we do if
your officials hide documents like this? | want to correct the officers. | keep saying
that this part should not go like this. Be the first to take action. In the village of
Pichampatti, they destroyed the village. You did not take action, we filed a complaint
with you. They have done the same here too, someone should take action. Now he
told Tirupur Collector and wrote a statement in Kangeyam Guttapalayam village that
| have passed the TNPSC examination and have come as a village administrative
officer: | have given a report after the completion of the prevention work in response
to measurements from the outer end of the quarry. | have done this due to my
ignorance. He has promised that he will not make mistakes like this again. The
district administration chief asked if you say | will take action against him. | said give
it up sir, let it be like this from now on with all village administration officers. This will
be the 30th meeting in this Kuppam village.

We have been saying this in every meeting. They keep saying the same thing
over and over again. The only comment is that there is a house in Pichampatti in the
Computer FMB taken 20 days ago. This sister was living in that house then that
house was not in this who hid this. | am not exploiting sir, the reference is there in
FMB. They will not attach FMB. Is the official signature from the document? They will
see that then if the document is hidden, how big of a fraud it is.

There is no report in the document given by the Village Administrative Officer,
there is no report from the Tahsildar and there is no report from AD Mines. In total
nothing but in the morning when we go and see there is house nearby. | don't know
how they didn’t notice. what | am saying now is that even if there is an approved
house, permission should not be given to the quarry, according to law their house is
an approved house. You have not shown such approved house in any document.
The house that already had the village map you gave is no longer there. What is
wrong with the erring officer?. Let's hope that he will definitely take action. To be
clear the house in the village map which could be in the field map with the Village
Administrative Officer is hidden from being shown here. Apart from the house in plot
no. 686, there is also one house in 687, three in 690 and one in 689. 6 houses like
this are not shown and every time we scream like a bear. You officials see only if

something happens like Wayanad. A 3.5 magnitude earthquake has already hit here.
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This year in Tamil Nadu it is 116 degrees here. But they hid the truth by saying that
the calculation showed 112 degrees. High temperature in Tamilnadu so there is no
school. | speak from a place of such vulnerability, sir. | did not speak to my
household concerns. All you have to do. Sir, | am anxious that this part should not be
destroyed, and they continue to hide the document. If you take action against one
officer who we are telling in 10, 15 meetings in this district, will the next officer make
a mistake?

Will they make mistakes in the next project? If you hide the document, then
take action against the project designer, they are giving wrong document like this, do
black list that company. This is all we ask sir. A 100 meeting has taken place since
2021. We have been talking about this all along. But not even an inch is moving in
Karur district alone, | don't know what is the reason? It is happening in all other
districts you are complaining and we have given atleast 30 complaints in every
meeting. We have complained to all the departments but no action has been taken
by any department. We are giving a list of where we have complained. Please, if the
officers are not following the law, higher authorities should take action against them.
If you protect their mistakes, Kuppam will be destroyed like Wayanad. 6 places in
Tamil Nadu and 147 places in India are prone to landslides. Our Kuppam area is one
of them. Similarly, it should only be said that the town lived during your lifetime and
not that the town was destroyed. Similarly, 45 types of documents are not submitted
and only 10 types of documents are available. We keep saying this rule in every
meeting. This comment should be made by the district administration that you should
attach all kinds of documents when you are applying online. Aiready, Jayalakshmi
Amma has written this comment. We went and saw the member secretary and the
president of SEIAA. The officials here should go and say. Not to our concern. Ask
them to attach all such documents in village map and FMB etc. Next, the green belt
says here we do that, we do this. There is nothing like that here, there is no green
belt either. 200 trees per acre, they said that 2200 trees will be planted here in 1042
acres. If it is planted in such a way, if you visit the tree, it will break if the wind blows.
It is given in the mining plan that we will plant native trees like ale, fig, poovarasu,
neem, etc.

But if you look at the practice, they keep the trees which are leaning due to
the wind, there is no procedure in these papers, please tell me to fix it. Also, sir, ask

to implement it in all the quarries operating here. Similarly, the workers say that they
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are talking about job opportunities and welfare for the working class. Whether PF is
given to quarry workers. And they say that we are providing insurance to the workers
and we have provided medical facility to ESI? Not even a worker. Everything is daily
wage and if it comes to account they will pay for some expenses if it is not accounted
for there is nothing empty. Now one person has died due to fall in NTC and we all
fought for 15 lakhs on behalf of the Tamil Nadu government and 10 lakhs for the
quarry owner and the collector who was there that day gave them away. 24 lakhs
has been received only for death. And they gave 1 lakh or 2 lakh to any quarry who
died or it was left unaccounted for. Ask them to do what is required by law. This
company has never done anything like this.

Say it by law, mahy placés do this. Nowhere done here. But they say they are
doing it for the welfare of the workers. We don't know how they talk like this. Last
year, Government Secretary Mr. Sivadas Meena said that all the quarries should be
fenced and after taking into account all the village administrative officers, they would
give a list within the eighth month and by the ninth month, all the working and closed
abandoned quarries would be fenced. It's been exactly a year since | asked you to
do this. Today 80 percent of the quarries that may be in Kuppam are not fenced.
Practice it. Last year alone, 500 people died. Why has your chief secretary brought
this up? They have done this despite complaining that 500 people have died. But it is
practically non-existent now. Practice it. If a quarry is in operation, when the
operation of the quarry is completed, as per Page No. 99 of 9(F) of the Minor Mineral
Concession Rules, no lessee shall commence extraction of minerals in the quarry
area after the expiry of the lease period: Any mining (or) transportation of any
mineral without following (or violating) the above conditions and illegal transportation
of mineral shall be considered as illegal activity and action shall be taken against
such person in accordance with law.

Minor Mineral Concession Rules stipulate that any quarry should be locked up
and locked the same evening if it is completed. Once done, put the lock and lock it.
But not in any quarry. On arrival we saw Mr. Best Blue Metals has 8 quarries around
it. The sinners who killed Jagannathan have also cut the government rock in the
outlying land. All the quarries are working on the side. We just came after seeing it in
the morning. Sir what is going on here. Such is the law. Everyone knows that if we
don't wear a helmet we get a fine of Rs 1,000/- and if drunk & drive, a fine of Rs

10,000/-. To protect our lives. Do you care about protecting society? Isn't it? he
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asked. When we file a complaint, the village administration officer calls us and asks
why you are filing a complaint after hearing the talk of Mukhilan and Shanmugam.

The village administration officer says we are talking to the quarrymen. So, on
that basis one should take appropriate course of action. Apart from that there are 2
more messages. The Village Administrative Officer said that the time of blasting is
only between 1 and 2 pm. Have you seen this part blasted somewhere between 1
and 2 pm at Best Blue Metals? The working hours of the quarry are 7 to 5 o'clock. If
such quarrying is not done properly, then how can this quarry be properly?
Everything is for name sake. This is how this company works properly. We are in the
same town every day and we are in the neighbouring town and we are keeping an
eye on them. All are wrong. Apart from that, how do they detonate, reed blast, serial
blast. The paper says that serial blast means put it in a gun and let's detonate the
firecrackers. Blasting as in paper we request to implement it on real basis. The
project designer said that the panchayat will get income. 40 lakhs to 1 crores of rural
roads are laid here. 1 crore to 250 crores are laid for national and state highways.
We have come up with a commissioner to look after how much money this is. 6 tire
lorries is 18 ton, 10 tire lorries is 28 ton, 12 tire lorries is 35 ton, 16 tire lorries is 48
ton. That too should not exceed 10 tonnes especially on villagé roads. 10 ton should
go with the vehicle weight, have you seen at least one lorry go like this? What fine
are you paying?

In the transport department, if the vehicle is taken in excess, under what
section the traffic police, revenue department, district transport officer should take
action under section 113, 113(3), 114, 194 of the Motor Vehicle Act. We asked under
the Right to Information Act. They said that not a single lorry has been fined in this
district. For excess 1 ton of materials, fine is Rs.20,000, 10 tyre, 6 tire cart, 18 load
should be carried only if the damage to public property is done. But if we carry 19
tons of it, Rs.20,000/- for the first ton. 2,000 per ton will be imposed on them. You
have to unload the load and carry it in another cart, which includes the license of the
cart and the driver's license. All these are on paper. This should be done in practice.
Please do it. We induce and we give you with rules and you have to do it according
to the law. Please do.

Don't take the name that we helped to destroy Karur District during your
presence. Already out of these in SF No.362, NTC Quarry there is an water station at

an estimated cost of 380 crore rupees, they are mining at 20 feet without permission.

We are fighting to prevent. Who rules this country? NTC rule the roost? So you
should take action on this basis. Manoj Prabhakar quarry .in Plot No.383 and 386,
which can be called Best Biue Metals by law, there are approved houses,
- surrounded by Towerline. There are various types of temporary accommodation.
Legal permission should not be given to this quarry due to various violations. we
went to SEIAA and they say 10 lakhs per acre. We have seen the member secretary,
SEIAA too, even though they have brought it as it is. The district head has written 4
letters. He has written to District Collector of Tirupur, Namakkal, Erode district to take
action so please do it. We provide you with all the documents you need to work. If
someone says that someone is robbing them, who is speaking in support here? He
concluded his speech by saying that you should not legally allow this quarry.

The District Environmental Engineer said that the comments of the public held
in this hearing will be recorded in video and text form and sent to the State
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority.

District Environmental Engineer:

Finally, in her speech of thanks, she expressed his gratitude on behalf of the
District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board to the
Government officials including the Deputy Collector, the police, journalists, and the
public for presiding over this public opinion meeting. Also, the public opinion meeting

was completed.
