Control Board, Sriperumbudur welcomed the District Revenue Officer,

Environmental activists for the Public Hearing and informed that the proposed
stone and gravel quarry of M/s. N Murugan Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry,
S.F.No.415/2A & 415/2B, over an extent of - 0.96.50 Hectares, Pinayur Village,
Uthiramerur Taluk, Kancheepuram District have approached State Level
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority-TN seeking Environmental Clearance

for the proposed rough stone and gravel quarry. In this regard, SEIAA-TN has



issued Terms of Reference (TOR) subject to one of the condition that Public Hearing
shall be conducted and address the concerns raised during the public hearing to
SEIAA-TN. Based on that, the public hearing was arranged today 21.11.2024 and
public notice have been published as mandated in the Newspapers namely

“Dinamalar & The New Indian Express” on 11.10.2024.

On behalf of project proponents the Project Consultant will make
presentation about the said proposed projects. After that the public present here
can express their views, concerns and questions if any by indicating their name

and village name from where he /she belongs to and the same will be recorded.

The Project consultant Thiru. S. Rajkumar explained in details about the

proposed project through a power point presentation.

The views, concerns and questions of the public and the clarification from

the project proponent are detailed below.

1. Mr. B. Venkatesan, Already, the survey numbers. 415 1A, 1B is
President, Pinayur occupied with quarry. Since the village and
Panchayat, the proposed quarry is far away, there is no

objections to the quarry. As it affects the
aquatic life, the water from the quarry
should not discharge into the adjacent eri
and alternative disposal methods must be

adopted.
2. Mr. Meganathan, Since there are a lot of livestock in the
Pinayur Village, community, the water in the quarry pits

should not be contaminated by the upcoming
quarry operations. Plant the trees Before
initiating the mining process, . Provide more
Jjob opportunities to our village people.

3. Mr. Sunondha Reddy, My best wishes to the villagers at the same
Environmentalist time proponent. I am also congratulating the
management. The mining is the government
property and there is no objection to the
mining. At the same time there is a very
important aspect to maintain ecological
balance. Before 2018, quarry operation for
above 25 hectares only require public
hearing. After 2018, below 5 hectares




cluster, below 1 hectares also requires
Public Hearing with this practice there 1is
chance to take three years to four years time
for starting the quarry for which the
management facing problem. The
government also loose the DMF, tax in 3
years. At the same time employment and
proponent to wait for 3 years. In this context
I request the government of india to reduce
the time either three months or five months.
It is very useful to the government. At the
same time management to take
precautionary measures to save the
environment. In this mining activity the
safety measures like controlled blast is very
important and also water sprinkling is very
important on the roads.

Clean air is
polluted. The food and water are covered in
dust. For the sake of four people, why all the
village people should die?. This meeting
should be stopped. It is not appropriate to
hold this meeting for suggesting quarry in
this location. Even After 15 years of
suffering, how can we able to survive if
quarrying operations keep going?. His father
is dead because of quarry vehicle. The
quarrying operations resulted in the deaths
of several persons. Consider this matter
otherwise we will oppose the upcoming
election and [ conclude that if quarrying
activities continues we cannot live.

Due to the
dust and rash driving of Heavy trucks
transporting quarried materials we were
unable to go to the hospital, market, and
schools. Install speed breakers wherever
needed. Why permission is keep granting for
stone quarry? Water from quarry pits
shouldn't be released into our canal. I
request that no permissions should be
granted for any stone quarries
