THIRU. R. DHILIP KUMAR:

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Ramanathapuram welcomed the District Revenue Officer, Ramanathapuram and all
general public who have attended the public hearing for the proposed project of the
M/s.Red Gravel and Ordinary Stone Quarry, over an extent of 4.55.0Ha located in
S.F.NO:295/2A, 295/2B, 295/2D, 238/1, 295/4C, 238/3A, 238/2 AND 238/3B,

Keelaramanadhi Village, Kamuthi Taluk, Ramanathapuram District. The proposed project

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSULTANT:

The project proponent welcomed the officials and the Public and started his speech.
Through the Power Point Presentation. He explained about the quarry to extent of 4.55.0
hectare, attitude of 65m and project cost of 57 lakhs. Validity up to 5 years.

Further he said about the details of CSR fund of Rs.4.8 lakhs spend.

He showed the satellite pictures of proposed quarry and surrounding and he said the
there is no agriculture activity around the proposed quarry.

He said that the environmental impact studies were conducted as per the government
G.O.

Further guaranteed only 87 kg of explosives will be used per day and the village is
1Km away from the quarry. So, the vibration noise and-Particulate mat will not affect the
village.

The views of the public attended the Public Hearing and the replies of the project

proponent for their queries are detailed below.



Mr. Chakarai Munyandi, Neeravi Karisalkulam:

He said that by setting up this quarry, it will be convenient for building houses

and carrying out construction work, so permission can be given for this quarry.

Mr. Manivannan, Keelaramanadhi:

He said that it should be ensured that there is not too much noise when blasting in

the quarry

Myrs. Jayakodi, UdaivarKootam:

There is work only when it rains in the village and therefore, he asked
UdaiyarKootam to provide employment to the people of the village.

Thiru. Govindarajalu, District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer has asked the project partner to provide employment
>opportunities to the public as the demand of the public is towards employment.
Project Partner:

He said that -there‘ will be employment for the villagers near the quarry.
Since né one came forward to comment on the project after this, the District Revenue
Officer asked those who wanted to comment further. Even after this no one commented.
At the end if anyone else wanted to report in writing, the District Environmental
Engineer asked them to do so at the Ramanathapuram office and thanked everyone who
attended the meeting.

Mr. Sevaka Perumal, Keelaramanadhi:

Will there be any impact by setting up this red gravel and ordinary stone quarry
and will this quarry create employment for the people of Keelaramanadhi village? He
also asked to be informed.

Thiru. Govindarajalu, District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer asked the stakeholders of the project to answer the
questions of the public whether the construction of the quarry will affect it and whether it
will create employment.

Project Partner:

He said that there is no possibility of any damage due to the quarry and villagers
living near the quarry can work in the quarry. He also asked the District Revenue Officer
to give the number éf people who can work. Accordingly, direct employment will be
provided to 36 people and indirect employment to 40 people, he said.

Mr. Duraisingam, Neeravi Karisalkulam:

Are the products produced from the quarry of good quality to the general public?
explained.

Mr. Jenardhanan Selvam, Koraipallam:

He said that there are 10 families in Koraipallam village who are dependent on
this employment, both educated and uneducated, and he made his request that should be
set up to provide employment to more than 10 families.

Mrs. Mayavathi, Keelaramanadhi:

He said that the people of Keelaramanadhi village were suffering from lack of
employment, so he asked them to create employment in quarry. He also informed that
the construction of the quarry has not affected the village so far and that the quarry

should operate without any harm in the future.
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
