The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai, on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board
has welcomed the District Collector, Tiruvannamalai who presided the
public Hearing meeting, the Government officials, the public, the
environmentalists and explained the need of the public Hearing for
obtaining Environmental Clearance for the proposed rough stone and gravel

quarry as follows.

“As per the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification 2006 all
the projects and activities listed in the schedule to the notification, require
prior Environmental Clearance from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority (SEIAA). The Environmental Clearance process
involves public consultation, which is why the public hearing meeting is
being conducted for the proposed Rough stone and Gravel Quarry project by
M/s. P. Sankar. This project aims to quarry rough stone and gravel over an
extent of 0.9450 hectares in Ehzacheri Village, Vembakkam Taluk,

Tiruvannamalai District.

As per EIA, 2006 the mining projects (Individual or Cluster extent)
above 5 hect of that area requires prior Environmental Clearance from the
State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. This public hearing
meeting will be recorded and submitted in the form of audio and video to the
State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. Accordingly, the public
notice for this public hearing was published in dailies of “Times of India”
(English) & “Dinamalar” (Tamil) on 28.11.2024 with the approval of the
District Collector, Tiruvannamalai for the proposed Rough stone & gravel

quarry of M/s. P. Sankar.

The District Environmental Engineer, further stated that the proposed
quarry project and its Environmental Impact Assessment Study report
details will be explained through a power point presentation by the project
proponent’s consultant. Following the presentation, the public can express
their views, suggestions and comments one by one either in oral or in
written format on the said project. The opinions & suggestions of the public
& environmentalists will be recorded and submitted to the State

Environment Impact Assessment Authority.”

The District Collector, Tiruvannamalai requested the project
proponent to explain about the proposed Rough stone & gravel quarry and
the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them to the

public in detail.



On behalf of the project proponent, Tmt. K. Abirami, Coordinator,
M/s. Global Mining Solutions, Salem (Consultant for the proposed rough
stone & gravel quarry of M/s. P. Sankar) explained the details of the project
and the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them with

help of power point presentation.

Then the District Collector, Tiruvannamalai requested the public to
express their views/suggestions/comments in oral or written statement one
by one and instfucted the participants to provide their name and address
before sharing their feedback, and to do so one by one, to ensure an orderly

& transparent process.

The following are the views/suggestions/comments represented by the

public.

1. Tmt. Meena, Arasanipalayam village,

She stated that, the proposed M/s. P. Sankar, Rough Stone & Gravel
Quarry would not have any adverse impact on them. She highlighted that
the quarry has improved the livelihoods of twenty to thirty families,
demonstrating its positive influence on the local community and she

concluded her speech by expressing her support for the proposed quarry. °

2. Thiru. Manohar, Ardsanipalayam village

He expressed wholehearted support for the proposed M/s. P. Sankar
Rough Stone & Gravel Quarry, emphasizing its potential benefits for the
local community and concluded his speech by expressing his support for

the proposed quarry

3. Thiru. Mani, Chinna Ezhacheri village,

He greeted the honourable District Collector, District Environmental
Engineer, and the general public. He stated that the proposed quarry will
improve the livelihoods of over 200 families. He expressed his confidence
that the quarry will operate within its stipulated guidelines and concluded
his speech by extending his support for the proposed quarry, affirming that

he has no objections to its establishment.

4. Thifu. Anbarasan, Chinna Ezhacheri village,

He expressed his support for the proposed quarry, stating that it will
benefit more than 50 families, and concluded by affirming his consent for

the project.

S. Thiru. Velu, Ezhacheri village,

He expressed his support for the proposed quarry, stating that it will
greatly benefit the villagers, providing them with numerous amenities. He
concluded his speech by affirming the villagers' complete consent and

endorsement for the quarry's establishment.

6. Thiru. Boobalan, Arasanipalayam village,

He expressed his support for the proposed quarry, stating that its
establishment will bring economic prosperity to the local community, and

concluded by welcoming the project.

7. Tmt. Rani, Arasanipalayam village,

She stated that 10-20 families in their village depend on the proposed
quarry and have greatly benefited from it, without experiencing any adverse
effects. She concluded by expressing her support for the quarry's

establishment.

8. Thiru. Moorthy, Ezhacheri village,

He extended respects to the District Collector, District Environmental
Engineer, and all government officials present at the public hearing. He
expressed that he had no objections to the establishment of the rough stone
and gravel quarry, provided it operates according to regulations. He
mentioned that drivers must have proper licenses, as their current
behaviour of driving creates unsafe conditions. He acknowledged that the
quarry has brought economic benefits, such as improved roads and drinking
water facilities, but noted that the roads are severely affected during the
rainy season. He suggested that quarry operators should maintain the roads

in good condition instead of driving on damaged ones, which disrupts the
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daily life of the villagers. He mentioned that heavy vehicle drivers use

earphones while driving, which should be addressed since schoolchildren

and the elderly also walk on the same roads. He concluded by stating that if

the quarry operators maintain the roads properly and adhere to regulations,

it would be beneficial. He suggested forming a committee to ensure

compliance with these regulations and provide guidance on operating the

quarry properly.
