The total number of people who attended the meeting, including the Proprietor of the
Fireclay Quarry, Government Officials, Environmental Activists and the General Public, was

475. (copy of the attendance register is attached herewith).

District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Perambalur,
said “Good morning to everyone, Welcome the Personal Assistant to the Collector (General)
who presiding over the public hearing meeting for the proposed fireclay quarries of M/s. C.
Senthilkumar Fire Clay Quarry-I, S.F. No. 361/2(P), 361/3 over an extent 2.21.5 hectares,
M/s. C. Senthilkumar Clay Quarry-1I, S.F. No. 336/4(P), 336/5, 336/8, 336/9 over an extent
3.21.50 hectares and M/s. S.S. Minerals, S.F. No. 434/1, 434/3(P), 435/1 over an extent
4.13.5 hectares located at Therani Village, Alathur taluk, Perambalur district and welcomed
the government officials, the public, Volunteers and all the friends from the press and media,
Police officers on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board and the Perambalur

District Administration.

As the proposed fire clay mining project falls within the quarry cluster of 500m radius
with the total extent of 10.85.5 Hectares, the Public hearing is being held to obtain

Environmental Clearance from the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority-

She said that press release regarding the meeting to be held today has been published
30 days in advance in ‘The New Indian Express’ English Newspaper and ‘Dinamalar’ Tamil
newspaper dated 12.11.2024. Further publicity has alréady been done through pamphlets,
posters and loudspeakers to inform the people living in Terani and surrounding villages about
the public consultation meeting. The Project Environmental Consultant will give a detailed
presentation on these three proposed projects and after that the general public can register
their comments one by one by giving their name and address and the opinions of the public
so registered will be recorded' in audio and video format and sent to the State Environmental
Impact Assessment Authbrity. At present, the environmental consultant will explain the

project description”.

He welcomed the Persona_l’ Assistant to Collector (General), who preside the Public
hearing of the M/s. S.S.Minerals fireclay and extend his welcome to the District

Environmental Engineer, the police officers and the large gathering of the public. -

These three proposed ﬁréclay quarry project is located in Therani village, Alathur
taluk, Perambalur district. He said that news about public hearing meeting was published in
The New Indian Express and Dinamalar 30 days in advance. He also said that the Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board has been advertising the project through pamphlet’s, posters
and loudspeakers to inform the public living in the surrounding area. He also éxplained in
detail about the Environmental Impact Statement of the project (Photocopy of the project

summary is attéched).

She asked the public to mention their Name and Address before giving their

comments.

F ollowing this, the public who participated in the consultation meeting expressed their

views as follows.
1. Thiru. Chandrasekar, Karai Village '

We have been told that Rs.12/- will be collected for transporting 1 ton of sand with
permit. The same amount will be used for social welfare of the local people and also, they
said that they will do drinking water facility and road fability for the village but nothing is
done till date. He requested the district collector along with local planning body should look

into this and should provide drinking water facility and road facility for the village.
2. Thiru Muthamizhselvan, Member, Farmers Union of India, Karai Village

He said Government should do welfare for general public. Also, he said both industry
and farming is essential for this area and presence of industry can provide job opportunity to

youth. Further, he welcomed the proposed mining quarry.



3. Thiru Kalaiyarasan, Chairman of Panchayat Council, Karai

. He said both education and industry are inevitable for country’s growth and we should
encourage who intends to set up business in village. Further, he told during farming season,
the local people will do farming and during other period, they will do mining job, which will
improve their livelihood. He told the project proponent shall provide job opportunity to the
locél people and should encourage them. He also added that the proposed mining project shall

provide funds for the development of their village.
4. Thiru S. Rajendran, Head Master, Therani Government High School

He told he joined as Head Master in Therani School when it was Middle school and
later the school is upgraded to High School in 2017 with 145 students. In those situation, there
was no table and desk for students and teachers and students were sitting in the floor. When
he sought help from Thiru. Siva Mines owner, they have arranged the same within one week

time.

Now, 176 students are studying in Therani High School and it will be upgraded as
Higher Secendary School. So, he requested the project proponent to adopt the school. Also,
he said with the proposal of mining, it will improve their livelihood and mines willing to do

welfare for the local people. Hence, he welcomed the project.
5. Thiru. Chandrasekar, Karai Village.

He said owners of M/s. K. A. Ravichandran and M/s. J. A. Mines have left the mine
pits open and the water which would drain in lake is diverted to these pit. Because of this,
there is no water in Therani Lake and requested the District Collector to carry out a survey

and make a channel for the water going to the pit to reach the lake.
6. Thiru. Pithosa Kumar, Secretary, Therani Village

M/s. S.S. Minerals and Mr. Senthilkumar are doing everything nécessary for the
common people in the town. They are doing well for everyone regardless of race. Mines work
is done in summer scasons while work is done in agricultural lands in rainy season, and the

mines company is providing necessary computers and other helps to school students and he



also said that there is no impact in the surrounding 4 v1llages due to the loading of soil from

the mines company.
7. Tmt. Durga, Kaarai Village

She said that mines should provide employment opportunities to the people of Karai

village and not only in Karai village but also to all the surrounding villages.
8. Thiru. Sathish, Secretary
He said that Permanent house to be built for the villagers of Karai and to preserve the

natural resources and fertility of the soil and 8.S. Minerals and Mr. Senthilkumar Mines

should be given environmental clearance immediately.
9. Thiru. Mani; Advbcate, Therani

He thanked everyohe for attending the Public hearing of M/s. S.S. Minerals and M/s.
Senthilkumar Mines. The mines is to be located in the field area between the four villages at a
distance of 5 kms from Karumangalam 4 kms from Therani, 3.75 kms from Karai and 4.5
kms from Aynapuram village and the operation of this quarry will not cause any harm to the
~ general pubhc He also said that permission should be given for settmg up the quarry, and

there is no ‘objection from the public to set up this quarry.

10. Tmt.Latha,Karai Village

She said that the people of Karai village are benefiting from working in the quarry and
the mines company is doing various benefits to the people of the v1llage so they have no

Ob_] ection to the proposal of mines.

1L Thiru. Suresh, Aynapuram Village

He said that since the mines have been running for a long time, the youth of the town
are getting employment opportunitiés and the mines should do more benefits to the people

and Siva Mines Company has provided various assistance for the construction of roads in the

village.
12. Thiru.Neelraj, Karai Village,

He welcomed all the attendees to the Public hearing of M/s. S.S. Minerals and M/s

Senthilkumar Mines. He said that because of Slva Mines, all the villagers of Karai, Theram



Aynapuram are living well and M/s. Siva Mines started the business on a small scale and now
it has grown to a large scale and the operation of the mine does not cause any harm to the
general public. He said that the Mines company is providing various assistance to the village

for road facilities, agriculture and school.

Earlier, various mining companies were operating in this town, but they could not
continue to operate and left the village without continuing the mining activity, but only Siva
Mines was still running and that was because his brother had already worked in the mining
sector and was familiar with the operations of the mines. He also said that the soil taken from

the mine is being exported to foreign countries as well.

He also said that many villagers have got job opportunitics due to the operation of
M/s. Siva Mines and they are also providing job opportunities to workers from outside the

state, so he wishes M/s. Siva Mines to grow further.
13. Thiru Ezhumalai, Therani

He said that the lorries were going at high speed in the village and cause disturbance to
the people and they should go at the permissible speed for lorry driving. And lately drivers are
talking on mobile phone leaving one hand in steering wheel. He requested that the vehicle

should be driven at a certain speed, saying that it is likely to cause an accident.-

He also requested people to avoid turning the vehicle too fast on the bends as the
villagers, goats; cows and children are walking on the roads and to be careful while turning on

the bends.
14. Thiru. Kumar,Therani Village

Therani people said they are not providing jobs. But people are not ready to do the
work if they are given a job and the mines owner can only give them qualified work and
people expect work beyond their qualification. So, people should avoid it. He said that the

administrators should also make appropriate arrangements to provide jobs to the public.
15. Thiru. Prashanth (Mechanical Engineer)

He said that he has bought a lorry and is working in a compary and he is getting
income from the management and he is thankful to the company that provides him with

livelihood.



16. Thiru Raja, District Vice President and Union Sccretary, Tamil Nadu Farmers

Association, Therani

He said that they operating mines by obeying law and follow road rules and does not

affect the surrounding environment. Hence, he expressed his support to the proposed project.

Personal Assistant to Collector (General) said, ‘members of the public have

registered their comments. He informed that all these will be recorded and audio and video

and all petitions will be sent to Chennai for further process.

Since no public came forward to express their views, District Environmental

Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Perambalur concluded the public heating

with vote of thanks.
