stocking the mined material or dumping the waste/reject material or for
parking vehicles or establishing mine office), Nelvaipalayam Village, Cheyyur
Taluk, Chengalpattu District. In this regard, the SEIAA-TN in its letter
dt.08.02.2024 has issued Terms of Reference (TOR) subject to one of the
condition that the proponent shall prepare an EIA report and also to conduct a
Public Hearing among than public in that area and address the concerns
raised during the public hearing to SEIAA-TN. Based on that, the public
hearing was arranged on 03.12.2024 and public notices have been issued as
mandated in the news paper namely “Deccan Chronucle” (English) & “Daily
Thanthi (Tamil)” on 29.10.2024.

Then the DEE, TNPCB informed that on behalf of project proponent, the
Project Consultant will make power point presentation about the said proposed
project and the public present can express their views, concerns and questions
if any by indicating their name and village from where he /she comes from. It
was also informed that the proceedings of the entire meeting will be recorded.

After that, the project consultant Thiru. M. Thangamani explained about
the proposed project through a power point presentation before the public

I would like to speak here for a few minutes,
expressing my first greetings to the Revenue
Divisional Officer, the District Environmental
Engineer, the Assistant Director of Mineral
Resources, and all the villagers who have
come to the public hearing meeting for the
mine to be set up in Nelvaipalayam village.
At the fequest of the Nelvaipalayam
Panchayat President and my self, Mr. K.
Sundaramoorthy came forward to set up this
mine in Nelvaipalayam village. He has a job
in Aakinampattu village, but the public
hearing meeting is being held today because
he agreed to set up this mine for the sole
reason that Nelvaipalayam should generate
income. I express my first greetings to him.
The Nelvaipalayam Panchayat President did
not come, he is unwell. I would like to inform
you that 75 percent of the seigniorage fund
will go to the Panchayat due to the
establishment of this mine. It is also
proposed to provide all the necessary
facilities for employment and schools from
the quarry fund. Similarly, he has already
done a lot for the village and will continue to
do so. With the coming of these mines,
employment opportunities are being created
directly and indirectly. Similarly, I wish that
more and more mines will be established
and Cheyyur Taluk achieves good progress.

and other problems. If this crusher comes,
all our people will die soon at the age of 40

or 43. All those who have come here are not
the people of this village. If this public
hearing had been held in the village, they
would have known what the people of that
village were saying. The people do not know

that this meeting is taking place. All those

| who have come are the parents of the people

who work in that crusher. None of the
villagers came, so I am protesting this

crusher on behalf of my panchayat. If this is

violated, we will hold a big protest.
