The District Environmental Engineer (DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Villupuram District has welcomed the District Collector, Villupuram,
Government Officials, General Public and NGO's/ Environmentalist for the Public
hearing and informed that the unit of M/s. S. Vasantharaj Ordinary Earth
Quarry at SF.No.71/2 & 88/1 over an extend of 1.93.50 Hec
Kondalankuppam Village, Vanur Taluk, Villupuram District has
proposed to Mining project of Ordinary earth quarry. This activity attracts
Environmental Impact Assessment Notification 2006, as amended under the category

“B1” in the schedule 1(a) of the said notification.

Furthermore, the DEE, TNPCB, Villupuram, has informed that the SEIAA-TN
issued the Terms of Reference (ToR) with a public hearing for preparing the
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) report for the aforementioned activity under
the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006. The ToR was issued on
02.04.2024. The project proponent has submitted the draft EIA report to the office of
the DEE, TNPCB, Villupuram. A public notice for the hearing, scheduled on
25.09.2024, was published in The Times of India and Dina Thanthi on 21.08.2024 with
the approval of the District Collector, Villupuram. This public hearing is for the
proposed industry of M/s. S. Vasantharaj ordinary earth quarry, and public
announcements have been made via loudspeakers and pamphlets distributed in the

surrounding villages.

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the details of the
proposed project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study conducted by
the EIA consultant will be explained through a PowerPoint presentation by the project
proponent/EIA consultant.

SEIAA-TN.
